The Thots:

A. Who is “he”?
1. He is the Beloved of the Spouse: My beloved is mine, and I am his.
S of S. 2:16; 6:3
2. He is the Beloved among the Sons – the apple tree among the trees.
SS. 2:3
As the apple tree among the trees of the wood, so is my beloved among the sons.

3. He is the Beloved of the Saints: He hath made us accepted in the Beloved.
Eph. 1:6

B. Where are “the lilies” found?

1. In the Beloved’s Garden: 
S of S. 6:2

My beloved is gone down into his garden, to the beds of spices, 
to feed in the gardens, and to gather lilies.
2. Our Beloved went to the Garden to Gather “His lilies”:

a. Jesus went to the Garden of Gethsemane to prepare Himself to give His Life for the “Lilies”.   Mk. 14:32

They came to… Gethsemane: and He saith to his disciples, Sit ye here, while I shall pray.
b. He promised the thief crucified with Him that he would Live with Him in the Garden of Paradise:
Lk. 23:43

Jesus said unto him, Verily I say unto thee, To day shalt thou be with Me in paradise.

c. Jesus later died and was buried in a Garden nearby.
Jn. 19:41, 42a

Now in the place where He was crucified there was a garden; and in the garden,
a new sepulchre, wherein was never man yet laid. There laid they Jesus…
d. After His resurrection, He promised Life to all who overcome – to be His Lilies in God’s Garden. 
Rev. 2:7

To him that overcometh will I give to eat of the tree of life, which is in the midst of the paradise of God.

3. One day He will return to Gather all His “Lilies” unto Himself – into Paradise (His Father’s house).
Jn. 14:2, 3

In my Father's house are many mansions: if it were not so, I would have told you. 

I go to prepare a place for you. And if I go and prepare a place for you, 

I will come again, and receive you unto Myself; that where I am, there ye may be also.

C. Who are the “lilies”?
1. The Beloved’s one “Lily” is his Spouse: 

a. The Spouse’s Confession: I am the rose of Sharon, and the lily of the valleys.

SS. 2:1

b. Her Beloved’s Confirmation: As the lily among thorns, so is my love among the daughters.
SS. 2:2

2. The “Lilies” (God’s own people) who are Clothed more glorious than Solomon.
Mt. 6:28, 29

And why take ye thought for raiment? Consider the lilies of the field, how they grow; 
they toil not, neither do they spin: And yet I say unto you, That even Solomon in all his glory 
was not arrayed like one of these.
3. They are those among whom he feeds: he feedeth among the lilies;
S of S. 2:16, 6:3
a. My beloved is gone down into his garden…to feed in the gardens, and to gather lilies.
SS. 6:2

b. I am my beloved's, and my beloved is mine: he feedeth among the lilies.
SS. 6:3

c. They who gather in His Name when He appears among them: 
Mt. 18:20, NRSV
For where two or three are gathered in My name, I am there among them.
4. They are those who “feed” on Him:
Jn. 6:54-56; 6:35
a. Whoso eateth My flesh, and drinketh My blood, hath eternal life…
b. For My flesh is meat indeed, and My blood is drink indeed. 
c. He that eateth My flesh, and drinketh My blood, dwelleth in Me, and I in him.
d. And Jesus said unto them, I am the bread of life: he that cometh to Me shall never hunger; 
and he that believeth on Me shall never thirst.
Note:
We “eateth His flesh” when we “cometh” to Him so that we shall never hunger;

We “drinketh His blood” when we “believeth” on Him so that we shall never thirst.

We do the above when we go to Him and believe in Him as our Saviour so that we can have “eternal life”.
We also have the Promised Part in the tree of life in the Paradise of God where our Beloved’s “lilies” are.

To him that overcometh will I give to eat of the tree of life, which is in the midst of the paradise of God. Rev. 2:7
However, for the Present, we eat of the bread and drink of the wine in remembrance of His death, burial and resurrection until He comes again to gather His loved ones (His lilies) home to be with Him where He is.

1. Many are familiar with the classic hymn “He is the Lily of the valleys” below.

I have found a friend in Jesus, He’s everything to me,
He’s the fairest of ten thousand to my soul;
The Lily of the Valley, in Him alone I see
All I need to cleanse and make me fully whole.
In sorrow He’s my comfort, in trouble He’s my stay;
He tells me every care on Him to roll.

He’s the Lily of the Valley, the Bright and Morning Star,
He’s the fairest of ten thousand to my soul.

Presumably it is based on the text from the Song of Songs 2:1, 2 
I am the rose of Sharon, and the lily of the valleys.

As the lily among thorns, so is my love among the daughters.
It is clear from the above text, that the man is not the lily. The lady modestly confessed that she was just a mere lily in the field and perhaps not worthy of the love that her beloved was showering on her.

But her lover, taking up the theme of her confession, remarked that while it might be true that she was just a lily, those around her were just thorns. She was still unique and one of her kind.

Thus, the people of God might be just “lilies” in their sight, undeserving of any love shown to them. Yet the Lord treated them as that “treasure” in the field for which He would sell all that He had in order to purchase it. (Mt. 13:44)
Again, the kingdom of heaven is like unto treasure hid in a field; the which when a man hath found, he hideth, and for joy thereof goeth and selleth all that he hath, and buyeth that field.

Or the “pearl of great price” for which He would sell all He had to buy it. (Mt. 13:45, 46)

Again, the kingdom of heaven is like unto a merchant man, seeking goodly pearls:

Who, when he had found one pearl of great price, went and sold all that he had, and bought it.
