C. The Responsibility of Jesus the Son as Man.

1. Though he were a Son, yet learned He obedience by the things which He suffered;

2. And being found in fashion as a man, He humbled Himself, and became obedient 
unto death, even the death of the cross.

3. And when Jesus had cried with a loud voice, He said, Father, into Thy hands 
I commend My spirit: and having said thus, He gave up the ghost.

D. The “Reward” of Jesus as Son of God and Son of Man.

1. For the Past: God the Father… raised Him from the dead.

2. For the Present: When He had by Himself purged our sins, sat down on the right hand

 of the Majesty on high.

3. In Prospect: Wherefore God also hath highly exalted Him, and given Him a name 
which is above every name: that at the name of Jesus every knee should bow, 
of things in heaven, and things in earth, and things under the earth; and that every
 tongue should confess that Jesus Christ is Lord, to the glory of God the Father.

F. The Remembrance of Jesus the Son until His return as our great God 
and our Saviour Jesus Christ.

Looking for that blessed hope, and the glorious appearing of the great God and our Saviour Jesus Christ;

1. The Lord Jesus the same night in which he was betrayed took bread: 

and when He had given thanks, He brake it, and said, Take, eat: this is My body, 
which is broken for you: this do in remembrance of Me.

2. After the same manner also He took the cup, when He had supped, saying, 
This cup is the new testament in My blood: 
this do ye, as oft as ye drink it, in remembrance of Me.

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1. It is important that we study to…rightly [divide] the word of truth (II Tim. 2:15) with regard to the Rights of Jesus as God, His Roles as Son of God and Son of Man, and His Responsibilities as Son of Man when He was on earth. 

The Lord had laid aside His equality (His Rights) with God to come into this world to fufil His functions as Man and Servant (His Roles) with all their limitations though His Glory as God never left Him…
For in Him dwelleth all the fulness of the Godhead bodily.
Col. 2:9

In His Role as Man, He was subject to the infirmities of man 

For we have not an high priest which cannot be touched with the feeling of our infirmities; but was in all points tempted like as we are, yet without sin.
Heb. 4:15

In His Role as Servant, He came not to be ministered unto, but to minister, and to give his life a ransom for many (Mk. 10:45)…and took upon Him the form of a servant, and was made in the likeness of men: 
Phil. 2:7

He thus discharged fully His Responsibilities as Man and Servant to die for us.

We see Jesus, who was made a little lower than the angels for the suffering of death, crowned with glory and honour; that He by the grace of God should taste death for every man.
Heb. 2:9

And being found in fashion as a man, He humbled himself, and became obedient unto death, even the death of the cross.
Phil. 2:8

It is when we fail to rightly divide (make a distinction between) His Rights, Roles and Responsibilities that we confuse the issues concerning the Person of Christ and come up with false teachings regarding Him. Are you clear on these very important issues concerning your Saviour? Take some time to think out these issues and…REFLECT.

2. These issues are also important in the relationship between man and woman in the home and in church. Man and Woman have equal Rights – 
Gal. 3:28


There is neither Jew nor Greek, there is neither bond nor free, 
there is neither male nor female: for ye are all one in Christ Jesus.

However, Man and woman have different Roles (which do not take away their respective Rights):

At Home… The husband is the head and the wife is to submit to him as unto Christ.   Eph. 5:22-24

Wives, submit yourselves unto your own husbands, as unto the Lord.

For the husband is the head of the wife, even as Christ is the head of the church: 

and He is the saviour of the body. Therefore as the church is subject unto Christ, 
so let the wives be to their own husbands in every thing.

In the Church… The Man is the head of the woman.
I Cor. 11:3
I would have you know, that…the head of the woman is the man.

The Man is to uncover his head:
I Cor. 11:4, 7-9
Every man praying or prophesying, having his head covered, dishonoureth his head.
For a man indeed ought not to cover his head, forasmuch as he is the image and glory of God: but the woman is the glory of the man. For the man is not of the woman; but the woman of the man. Neither was the man created for the woman; but the woman for the man.

The Woman is to cover her head with a veil:
I Cor. 11:5, 6

But every woman that prayeth or prophesieth with her head uncovered dishonoureth her head: for that is even all one as if she were shaven. For if the woman be not covered, let her also be shorn: but if it be a shame for a woman to be shorn or shaven, let her be covered.

For this reason a woman ought to have a symbol of authority on her head, because of the angels…
I Cor. 11:10, NRSV
