A. No High Priest could sit down when serving in the earthly Sanctuary.
1. There was no Provision of a Seat in the Sanctuary (Tabernacle).

​There was only one Seat in the Holy of Holies, the Mercy Seat, the throne of God.
Exo. 25:17ff
And thou shalt make a mercy seat of pure gold…
2. The Priest must Stand when he Served – Every priest standeth daily ministering…
Heb. 10:11a

3. The Priest’s work was never completed – Sacrifices must ever be made for Sins.
Heb. 10:11b
…and offering oftentimes the same sacrifices, which can never take away sins:
4. No High Priest could Sit down while in Service…

a. Yet, Eli the high priest was found Seated three times in Scripture.

i. Now Eli the priest sat upon a seat by a post of the temple of the LORD.
I Sam. 1:9b

ii. And when he came, lo, Eli sat upon a seat by the wayside watching.
I Sam. 4:13
iii. Third time, see below.
b. Finally the Lord “toppled” him from off his Seat and he died!
I Sam. 4:18
And it came to pass, when he made mention of the ark of God, that he fell from off 
the seat backward by the side of the gate, and his neck brake, and he died:
c. No high priest type on earth could Sit down. Only the antitype, Jesus could!
See #B below.

The high priest on earth was to Picture (typify) Jesus the High Priest in heaven. 
Heb. 10:12a

This Man, after He had offered one sacrifice for sins for ever, sat down on the right hand of God.
B. Jesus, the High Priest is now Seated in the heavenly sanctuary.
1. He sat down on the right hand of His Majesty, because…
a. He had Perfected His work He came to do – He Purged our sins.
Heb. 1:3
When He had by Himself purged our sins, sat down on the right hand of the Majesty on high;
b. God had been Pleased with His work and had raised Him from the dead.
I Pet. 1:21
God, that raised Him up from the dead…gave Him glory.
c. God gave Him the Position at His right hand as Proof of His Pleasure. 
Heb. 4:14

We have a great high priest, that is passed into the heavens, Jesus the Son of God. 
i. He is now Able also to save them to the uttermost that come unto God by Him.
Heb. 7:25a

ii. He now can Act on our behalf – seeing He ever liveth to make intercession for them. 
Heb. 7:25

· He is now our Advocate…
I Jn. 2:1
And if any man sin, we have an advocate with the Father, Jesus Christ the righteous:

· Because He has been the Atoning sacrifice for our sins.
I Jn. 2:2, NIV

· Even the Accuser of the brethren has no more Authority Against us:
Rev. 12:10
For the accuser of our brethren is cast down, which accused them before our God day and night.
iii. He now Advises us to Approach Him as our High Priest to seek help in time of need because:

· He Himself hath suffered being tempted, He is able to succour them that are tempted. Heb. 2:18
· We have not an high priest which cannot be touched with the feeling of our infirmities;
but was in all points tempted like as we are, yet without sin. Let us therefore come boldly 
unto the throne of grace, that we may obtain mercy, and find grace to help in time of need.

Heb. 4:15, 16 

2. He was Seated on the right hand of His Majesty, yet He would Stand up, when needed to, as He did…

To welcome Stephen into His arms:
Acts 7:55, 56
But he [Stephen], being full of the Holy Ghost, looked up stedfastly into heaven, and saw the glory of God, and Jesus standing on the right hand of God, And said, Behold, I see the heavens opened, and the Son of man standing on the right hand of God.

3. So would He do for all of us one day, welcoming us into His Presence as He had Promised:
Jn. 14:3

If I go and prepare a place for you, I will come again, and receive you unto Myself; 
that where I am, there ye may be also.

C. In the Meanwhile, with Christ seated on the right hand of God…

Col. 3:1
If ye then be risen with Christ…where Christ sitteth on the right hand of God…
1. We are to Seek those things which are above.

Col. 3:1

2. We are to Sit at His Table and take of His Supper to remember Him until He returns for us.
I Cor. 11:26

For as often as ye eat this bread, and drink this cup, ye do show the Lord's death till He come.
Christ is now gone up on high Where to Him our wishes fly;
Sits at God’s right hand above; There with Him we reign in love!
