The Thots:


Intro.: 
Jesus met the Samaritan Woman at Sychar’s Well. 
Jn. 4


He gave her Satisfying Water and she became a Soul Winner. 

Soon she led others to the Saviour of the World.


Before Christ was Saviour of the World, He was first the Saviour of the Samaritan Woman…

A. Christ, the Saviour of the World, saved the Samaritan Woman from…
1. Her Self – she could not Satisfy herself with the water from the well.
4:15
The woman saith unto Him, Sir, give me this water, that I thirst not, neither come hither to draw.

· Jesus offered her living water that would Satisfy her and Spring up into everlasting life.
4:10, 13, 14
…Whosoever drinketh of this water shall thirst again: But whosoever drinketh of the water 
that I shall give him shall never thirst; but the water that I shall give him shall be in him
 a well of water springing up into everlasting life.
2. Her Sin – she was into the Sin of adultery: she had had five husbands!
4:17b, 18
Jesus said unto her, Thou hast well said, I have no husband: for thou hast had five 
husbands; and he whom thou now hast is not thy husband: in that saidst thou truly.

· Jesus Stopped her from Searching for more husbands to Seeking for Souls.
4:28b, 29
The woman then left her waterpot, and went her way into the city, and saith to the men,

Come, see a man, which told me all things that ever I did: is not this the Christ?
3. Her Search of the Messiah – she knew Christ (Messiah), but needed to know Him as Saviour.  4:25
The woman saith unto Him, I know that Messias cometh, which is called Christ: 
when He is come, He will tell us all things.
· Jesus pointed her to Himself: Jesus saith unto her, I that Speak unto thee am He.
4:26

4. Her “Samaritan-ness” – she was conscious of being a Samaritan and Jesus being a Jew, 

and that the Jews have no dealings with the Samaritans.
4:9b
How is it that Thou, being a Jew, askest drink of me, which am a woman of Samaria?
4:9a
· Jesus bypassed the problem of her racial relationships to her Spiritual need.
4:10

If thou knewest the gift of God, and who it is that saith to thee, Give me to drink; 
thou wouldest have asked of Him, and He would have given thee living water.
5. Her Samaritan Worship –
She was brought up in the way Samaritans worshipped, i.e. in a local and physical form.
4:20

Our fathers worshipped in this mountain; 
· Jesus directed her to Worship God, the Father, in Spirit and in truth.
4:21-24
Jesus saith…Woman, believe Me, the hour cometh, when ye shall neither in this mountain, 
nor yet at Jerusalem, worship the Father. Ye worship ye know not what:
But the hour cometh, and now is, when the true worshippers shall worship the Father 
in spirit and in truth: for the Father seeketh such to worship Him. 

God is a Spirit: and they that worship Him must worship Him in spirit and in truth.
6. Her Shyness – she came to draw water at noon when the Sun was up to avoid the crowd.
4:6b, 7

It was about the sixth hour. There cometh a woman of Samaria to draw water.
· Jesus gave her Courage to Say what she should say of Him to a City Crowd.
4:28b, 29
The woman then left her waterpot, and went her way into the city, and saith to the men,

Come, see a Man, which told me all things that ever I did: is not this the Christ?
Many of the Samaritans of that city believed on Him for the saying of the woman, 
which testified, He told me all that ever I did.

B. Christ, the Saviour of the World, Sustained His Saints 
1. Jesus gave the Samaritan Woman living waters to drink and Saved her from Sin.
2. Jesus gave His Saints bread to eat and wine to drink to Sustain their remembrance of their Saviour.
Jesus gave her water that was not from the well
Gave her living water, and sent her forth to tell;
She went away singing; and came back bringing

Others for the water that was not from the well.
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1. The Sovereignty (Lordship) of Christ is often intimately linked to His Saviourhood.

Consider…

· The Angelic Announcement of the Birth of Jesus:
Lk. 1:10, 11
And the angel said unto them, Fear not: for, behold, I bring you good tidings 
of great joy, which shall be to all people.  For unto you is born this day 
in the city of David a Saviour, which is Christ the Lord.
· Paul’s and Silas’s Answer when the gaoler Asked how he could be saved. 
Acts 16:30
(The Gaoler) brought them out, and said, Sirs, what must I do to be saved?

And they said, Believe on the Lord Jesus Christ, and thou shalt be saved, and thy house.
· The Accent on His Lordship when Assenting to His Salvation.
Rom. 10:9, NIV
That if you confess with your mouth, "Jesus is Lord," and believe in your 
heart that God raised Him from the dead, you will be saved.
· The Acclamation from All at the consummation of the Ages:
Phil. 2:10, 11
That at the name of Jesus every knee should bow, of things in heaven, and things in earth, and things under the earth; And that every tongue should confess 
that Jesus Christ is Lord, to the glory of God the Father.

  Living for Jesus a life that is true,
Striving to please Him in all that I do;

2. No Jew would cross Samaria to go from Galilee to Judea, but Jesus would, because He must needs go through Samaria (Jn. 4:4). Why? There was one Samaritan woman whom no Jew would have any dealings with. (Jn. 4:9b). But Jesus, the Saviour of the World would. Through this one soul’s salvation, the Gospel was proclaimed to the city of Samaria. (Jn. 4:39). Would you go out of your way just to speak to one soul regarding Christ, the Saviour of the World?
