A. The Sweet-savour Sacrifices

1. What were the Sacrifices?
Lev. Chs. 1-3
a. The Burnt Sacrifice – the First of all offerings; it was wholly for the Lord.
Lev. 1:3-9
The priest shall burn all on the altar…an offering made by fire, of a sweet savour.

1:9
It was Solely for God – no part of it was Shared with men.
b. The (Meat = Meal) Offering was of Fine Flour with Frankincense on it
or baked in various Forms or Firstfruits…an offering…of a sweet savour.
Lev. 2:1-9, 12, 14
i. No leaven or honey to be used (honey, a type of Sin and honey, a type of fleshly Sweetness)
No meat offering…shall be made with leaven: for ye shall burn no leaven, 
nor any honey, in any offering of the LORD made by fire.

2:11
ii. Every…meat offering shalt thou Season with Salt; neither shalt thou suffer the salt of the covenant of thy God to be lacking from thy meat offering: with all thine offerings thou shalt offer salt. 

2:14

iii. It was Shared…that which is left of the meat offering shall be Aaron's and his Sons.

2:10
c. The Peace Offering – a Fellowship offering…of a sweet savour unto the LORD.
Lev. 3:1-5
i. The Fat of the offering was the Food of the offering made by Fire unto the LORD.
3:9-11

Cf. all the fat is the LORD'S.

3:16

ii. A Fraction of it was shared with the priests.

7:31, 32
· The priest shall burn the fat upon the altar – God’s share.
· but the breast shall be Aaron's and his sons' – the High Priests’ share.
· And the right shoulder shall ye give unto the priest…of the sacrifices of your peace offerings.
2. Why were they called Such?
a. As a Sweet-Savour Offering: to be a burnt sacrifice…of a sweet savour unto the LORD.

1:9e

i. It was a Self-decided, voluntary offering – he shall offer it of his own voluntary will.
1:3b
ii. It was to be burnt as Sweet incense unto the Lord – priest shall burn all on the altar
1:9:b

Burn (qatar) = to smoke, i.e. turn into fragrance by fire… burn (incense, sacrifice)

iii. It was to be Sacrificed on the altar – the priest shall burn all on the altar,

1:9b

b. Contrast the Sin Offering.
Lev. Chs. 4, 5
i. It was for Committed sin or trespass or guilt – If a soul shall sin…

4:2
ii. It was a Compulsory offering because of the guilt – …then let him bring for his sin…
4:3
iii. It was to be burnt (Consumed) at a Clean place outside the Camp.

4:12a

The whole bullock shall he carry forth without the camp unto a clean place.
iv. It was to be Completely (utterly) Consumed (burnt) as “rubbish”.

4:12b
burn him on the wood with fire: where the ashes are poured out shall he be burnt.
Burn/burnt (seraph) from a prim. root; to be (set) on fire…utterly.

3. While being Sweet-Savour Sacrifices, they still fell Short of Satisfying God.
a. They had to be repeated as Desired when occasion Demanded it.

i. Where there was Cause for voluntary worship or thanksgiving, etc. – the Sweet-Savour Sacrifices.
ii. When there was Commitment of guilt or sin – the non-Sweet-Savour Sacrifices for Sin.
b. They had to be Repeated as the effects/Results were only temporary
Heb. 10:3, 4

i. But in those sacrifices there is a remembrance again made of sins every year.

ii. For it is not possible that the blood of bulls and of goats should take away sins.


B. Christ, the Sweet Savour Sacrifice.
Eph. 5:2
Christ…hath given Himself for us an offering and a Sacrifice to God for a Sweetsmelling savour.

1. Why He became Such.
a. God was not Pleased with the offerings and burnt sacrifices, cf. their Shortcoming. Heb. 10:6, 8
b. Christ Placed Himself voluntarily before God to Satisfy and Please Him.

10:7, 9
2. How He became Such.
Phil. 2:6-8, NIV
3. God was pleased with Such Sacrifice of His Son.
Phil. 2:9-11
C. In Remembrance of Christ, our Sweet-Savour Sacrifice this day…
1. Let us break the Bread, symbol of His body Broken for us.
2. Let us drink of the cup, symbol of His Blood shed for us.

3. And let us Bless His Holy Name – to God be the Glory, Great things He hath done.

See the destined day arise! See a willing sacrifice!

Jesus, to redeem our loss, Hangs upon the shameful cross.

REFLECTIONS FOR THE WEEK
R. 337

1. Rom. 12:1 is the New Testament “burnt sacrifice” of the Old Testament. It is indeed a sweet-savour sacrifice unto the Lord.
I beseech you therefore, brethren, by the mercies of God, that ye present your bodies a living sacrifice, holy, acceptable unto God, which is your reasonable service.
It is a voluntary sacrifice:

Paul beseeched the believers in Rome to present to God such a sacrifice.

It should be their natural and reasonable response  (therefore) based on their appreciation of the mercies of God which he had discussed with them earlier (in the previous chapters of Romans) to do so.
It is a whole sacrifice:

As with the burnt sacrifice of old, they were to present their whole person (your bodies) entirely and solely to God.

However, there was one major difference. The Levitical burnt offering was slain and burnt on the altar as a sweet-savour offering as an act of worship to God. They on the other hand were to become living “burnt sacrifices” unto God – that would be their act of worship (“Reasonable service” = spiritual act of worship, NIV).

Do you think that based on what you know concerning…

how merciful and gracious God has been to you; 

how He had commended His love to you when you were without strength to save yourself, how you were sinning against Him then and 

how you were His enemy deserving eternal punishment…

… yet He saved you…

…that it is just reasonable that now you should present (offer as sacrifice) your person to him to live for Him by being not conformed to this world: but [to] be ye transformed by the renewing of your mind, that ye may prove what is that good, and acceptable, and perfect, will of God.
REFLECT
2. Against the Sweet-Savour Burnt Sacrifice in the non-Sweet-Savour Sacrifice of the Sin Offering. It was compulsory to be offered as an atonement for one’s sins/guilt/trespasses be they of commission or omission (Lev. 4:2). It was not to be burnt on the altar but to be wholly consumed (as rubbish) in a clean place outside the camp of Israel. Thus, the Lord Who was without sin was made a sin offering for us outside the camp. 
He [God] hath made Him [Jesus] to be sin [sin offering] for us, who knew no sin. II Cor. 5:21

The high priest carries the blood of animals into the Most Holy Place as a sin offering, but the bodies are burned outside the camp. And so Jesus also suffered outside the city gate to make the people holy through his own blood. Let us, then, go to Him outside the camp, bearing the disgrace He bore. Heb. 13:11-13
Jesus, as our sin offering, suffered outside the camp and we are exhorted to identify ourselves with Him bearing His reproach. No matter what the reproach can be, it cannot be compared to what the Lord Jesus actually suffered when He cried out:

… with a loud voice, saying, Eli, Eli, lama sabachthani? that is to say, My God, my God, why hast thou forsaken me? Mt. 27:46

What does Paul’s exhortation mean to you to go to Him outside the camp, bearing the disgrace He bore?
