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The Theme: 
Till I/He Come
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The Text: 
As often as ye eat this bread, and drink this cup, 


ye do show the Lord's death till He come. 
I Cor. 11:26
The Thots:


Intro.: 
Till He/I come implies (1) a Commencement of a time interval, (2) a Continuing interval

 and (3) a Conclusion to that interval marked by Christ’s personal Coming.
A. Occupy till I come.
Lk. 19:13
1. It Commenced with the nobleman entrusting his servants to invest his money in his absence.

He called his ten servants, and delivered them ten pounds, and said unto them, Occupy till I come.
2. Their Challenging stewardship – 

a. They faced a Hostile Citizenry 

19:4

His citizens hated him, and sent a message after him, saying, We will not have this man to reign over us.
b. But two Honed in in spite of the Circumstances and made a profit for their master.

19:15-18
Then came the first, saying, Lord, thy pound hath gained ten pounds.
And the second came, saying, Lord, thy pound hath gained five pounds.
c. However, one made a Hyped up and blatant Complaint against the master and did nothing for him.

And another came, saying, Lord, behold, here is thy pound, which I have kept laid up in a napkin:

For I feared thee, because thou art an austere man: thou takest up that thou layedst not down, 
and reapest that thou didst not sow.
3. The Consequence – two gained for the master; one did not profit his master; he himself suffered loss.  
He said… Take from him the pound, and give it to him that hath ten pounds.

19:24
4. The Consolidation of the Principle in the Parable – 
That which has been entrusted by the Lord to One for “Ownership”, he/she needs to Occupy till He comes.
For I say unto you, That unto every one which hath shall be given; 
and from him that hath not, even that he hath shall be taken away from him.

B. If I will that he tarry till I come, what is that to thee [Peter]?  
Jn. 21:22, 23
Jesus saith unto him [Peter], If I will that he tarry till I come, what is that to thee? follow thou Me. 
1. The Lord has His Sovereign Will for each of His Own – 
Whether His servant lives or dies in service, it is the Lord’s Sovereign will.
Then went this saying abroad among the brethren, that that disciple should not die: 
Yet Jesus said not unto him, He shall not die; but, If I will that he tarry till I come, what is that to thee?
2. His Servant is to Seek His Supreme Will and to fulfil it.
Phil. 1:20, 21
Paul says: According to my earnest expectation and my hope, that in nothing I shall be ashamed, 
but that with all boldness, as always, so now also Christ shall be magnified in my body, 
whether it be by life, or by death. For to me to live is Christ, and to die is gain.
3. His Will Suits best the personality of the individual – just Seek and accept it.
Rom. 12:2

Cf. Be ye transformed by the renewing of your mind, that ye may prove 
what is that good, and acceptable, and perfect, will of God.
C. Show the Lord's death till he come.
1 Cor. 11:26
For as often as ye eat this bread, and drink this cup, ye do show the Lord's death till He come.
1. The Lord’s Institution of His Supper.

a. It was to Commemorate His Coming death.
Lk. 22:19, 20
i. The Symbol of the bread is My body which is given for you:
ii. The Sign of the cup is the new testament in My blood, which is shed for you.
b. It was to Celebrate (Proclaim) His death, resurrection and return.
Lk. 22:19, 20

i. Their Duty: 
I Cor. 11:26
For whenever you eat this bread and drink this cup, you proclaim the Lord's death until He comes.

ii. The Duration: until He comes again to claim His kingdom.
Lk. 22:18

For I say unto you, I will not drink of the fruit of the vine, until the kingdom of God shall come.
2. The Lord’s Instructions concerning His Supper.

a. Remember Him - this do in remembrance of Me.
I Cor. 11:24, 25
b. Regularly do so - as often as ye eat this bread, and drink this cup…
I Cor. 11:26a
c. Repeat this often and show the Lord's death till he come.
I Cor. 11:26b

“Till He come,” O let the words Linger on the trembling chords,
Let the “little while” between In their golden light be seen;
Let us think how Heaven and home Lie beyond that, “Till He come.”

See, the feast of love is spread, Drink the wine, and break the bread;
Sweet memorials, till the Lord Calls us round His heavenly board;

Some from earth, from glory some Severed only, “Till He come.” 
E.H. Bick​er​steth, Jr.,
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1. The Lord gave almost a similar injunction to the church at Thyatira:

Hold Fast till I come.
Rev.  2:25
But that which ye have already hold fast till I come.

However, it was not addressed to the church. The church of Thyatira as a whole had let go of what they had received from the Lord and He was very aggrieved. 
Consider His Compliments to the Church in Thyatira:
Rev. 2:19

I know thy works, and charity, and service, and faith, and thy patience, 
and thy works; and the last to be more than the first.

Contrast the Condition of the Church at Thessalonica:
I Thes. 1:3

Remembering without ceasing your work of faith, and labour of love, and patience of hope in our Lord Jesus Christ, in the sight of God and our Father;

The Church in Thyatira had faith but no works of faith; patience but no patience of love and works but no labour of love. They had works, and the last to be more than the first, but the first works they received from the Lord were absent. Their last works were abhorrent. 
Consider His Censure of the Church at Thyatira:
Rev. 2:20-21
Notwithstanding I have a few things against thee, because thou sufferest that woman Jezebel, which calleth herself a prophetess, to teach and to seduce my servants to commit fornication, and to eat things sacrificed unto idols.  And I gave her space to repent of her fornication; and she repented not. 

· They allowed a woman to prophesy and teach in the church.
Ct. I Tim. 2:12
I suffer not a woman to teach, nor to usurp authority over the man, but to be in silence.

· They allowed idolatry and fornication into the church.
Ct. Acts 15:20
We write unto them, that they abstain from pollutions of idols, and from fornication.
Consider the Condemnation of the Church at Thyatira.
Rev. 2:22, 23

Behold, I will cast her into a bed, and them that commit adultery with her into great tribulation, except they repent of their deeds. And I will kill her children with death; and all the churches shall know that I am he which searcheth the reins and hearts: and I will give unto every one of you according to your works.

· Only Repentance could save them and their adherents.
· But even this, they Rejected - it did not seem that as a church they ever would.

Consider the Recognition of a Remnant in the church.

In the letter to the church in Thyatira, for the first time among the seven churches was a Remnant mentioned.  Likewise, the Lord was addressing the churches at Sardis and Laodicea.

The seven churches in Rev. 2 and 3 are typical of our churches today. 
Is your church following the injunction of the Lord as He gave to the remnant:
To the Remnant of the church of Thyatira the Lord said: Hold fast till I come. Rev. 2:24, 25. REFLECT
2. The Bible exhorts Believers in the Lord to hold fast to certain important truths and practices. Consider some of them:
Prove all things; hold fast that which is good. Abstain from all appearance of evil.  I Thes. 5:21, 22

Hold fast the form of sound words, which thou hast heard of me, 

in faith and love which is in Christ Jesus.
I Tim. 1:13
But Christ as a son over his own house; whose house are we, if we hold fast 
the confidence and the rejoicing of the hope firm unto the end.
Heb. 3:6

Seeing then that we have a great high priest, that is passed into the heavens, 
Jesus the Son of God, let us hold fast our profession.
Heb. 4:14; 10:23

But that which ye have already hold fast till I come.
Rev. 2:25

Remember therefore how thou hast received and heard, and hold fast, and repent.
