A. The Inspiration of the Original Scriptures.

Biblical inspiration may be defined as God's superintending of the human authors so that, using their own individual personalities (and even their writing styles), they composed and recorded without error His revelation to man in the words of the original autographs. Inspiration means that "the Holy Spirit of God superintended the human writers in the production of Scripture so that what they wrote was precisely what God wanted written."

1. Regarding the Inspiration of the Old Testament:
a. God’s Word was in the mouth of David, the Psalmist.
II Sam. 23:2
The spirit of the LORD spake by me, and His word was in my tongue.

b. God had put His words in the mouths of His Prophets. God said concerning:
i. Isaiah: My spirit that is upon thee, and My words which I have put in thy mouth, 
shall not depart out of thy mouth…
Isa. 59:21
ii. Jeremiah: And the LORD said unto me, Behold, I have put My words in thy mouth.
Jer. 1:9
c. God’s Word in the Pentateuch, Psalms and Prophets must be fulfilled.
Lk. 24:44
These are the words which I spake unto you…that all things must be fulfilled, 
which were written in the law of Moses, and in the prophets, and in the psalms, concerning Me.
2. Regarding the Inspiration of the New Testament:
a. Paul wrote that God’s Precepts, that is, all scripture is given by inspiration of God.
II Tim. 3:16

b. Peter referred to Paul’s writings as Scripture.
II Pet. 3:16
As also in all his epistles…in which are some things hard to be understood, which they that are unlearned and unstable wrest, as they do also the other scriptures, unto their own destruction.

B. The Inerrancy of the Original Scriptures:
1. Its Definition: When applied to sacred writings, inerrancy is the belief that the words are God’s true revelations to mankind. An inerrant text is considered infallible, truthful, reliable, totally free of error and absolutely authoritative. Inerrancy is not restricted to moral and religious truth. It is normally applied to all statements of fact in the Bible: “scientific, historical, or geographical.”      [Ron Rhodes]
a. Its Accuracy is such that no jot or tittle can pass away without its fulfillment.

Mt. 5:18 
For verily I say unto you, Till heaven and earth pass, one jot or one tittle (not the smallest letter, 

not the least stroke of a pen, NIV) shall in no wise pass from the law, till all be fulfilled.
b. Its Authority is such that heaven and earth can pass away, but the Lord’s words cannot.     Mt. 24:35
Heaven and earth shall pass away, but My words shall not pass away.
2. Its Declarations:
a. Claimed in the O.T. 
Pro. 30:5, 6 cf. Psa. 12:6; 119: 89
Add thou not unto His words, lest He reprove thee, and thou be found a liar.
The words of the LORD are pure words: as silver tried in a furnace of earth, purified seven times.

b. Confirmed in the N. T. – 
Lk. 18:31; 24:25-27, 44, 45

All things that are written by the prophets concerning the Son of man shall be accomplished.

c. Cautioned against Corrupting God’s  Word in Revelation – 
Rev. 22:18-19
For I testify unto every man that heareth the words of the prophecy of this book, If any man shall add unto these things, God shall add unto him the plagues that are written in this book: And if any man shall take away from the words of the book of this prophecy, God shall take away his part out of the book of life, and out of the holy city, and from the things which are written in this book.
C. The Interpretation of Prophecies is not of one’s own opinion. 
II Pet. 1:20, 21.
No prophecy of the scripture is of any private interpretation. For the prophecy came not 
in old time by the will of man: but holy men of God spake as they were moved by the Holy Ghost.
1. What did our Lord Jesus mean when He took bread… brake it, and said: 
I Cor. 11:23, 24
Take, eat: this is My body, which is broken for you: this do in remembrance of Me?
Was the bread miraculously, literally and substantially transformed into the actual body of the Lord?
a. Compare the Bread as a Symbol of the Body of the Lord as when the Lord said:
Jn. 10:7, 9
Verily, verily, I say unto you, I am the door of the sheep. [Jesus did not become a literal door!]
b. Compare the Bread as the Sign of our Communion in the Body of the Lord:
I Cor. 10:16
The bread which we break, is it not the communion of the body of Christ?

2. As you take of the Bread and the Cup this day, may you remember they are but symbols to Remind you of Him Who bare our sins in his own body on the tree (I Pet. 2:24).
Sweet feast of love divine! ’Tis grace that makes us free
To feed upon this bread and wine, In memory, Lord, of Thee.
Thy blood that flowed for sin, In symbol here we see,

And feel the blessèd pledge within, That we are loved of Thee. 
E. Den​ny
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1. Today we live in a world of confusing interpretations of scriptures leading to a still greater confusion of various theological schools.
Surely this was never intended to be. The scriptures were written for the common man at that time. Admittedly because of the nature of the book to outlast the present heaven and earth there are “hard sayings” which a reader living before the time of their fulfilment would not be able to comprehend. These were the prophecies propounded by the prophets. At the same time, those of us who live outside the ambit of the cultural civilizations of the time the writers lived would find it difficult to grasp some of the practices of that day referred to.
On the whole let us take God’s Word literally for what it is. Unless the sense makes no sense, then only need we to look at its interpretation figuratively.  Whatever it is, as the ordinary men and women in the street, we should be able to understand the general import of its message without reading into it what is not there.
Also by reading the verses before and after the text, we should be able to have a better grasp of the text in its proper context.

To confirm our understanding of the scripture it is also a good practice to compare scripture with scripture for often scripture explains itself.

For the exposition of God’s Word we need to leave it to the serious students of His Word to exegete from it what it says by looking at it grammatically, historically and culturally. 
But for the start, let us just read the Word for what it is, understand it and apply it to our own life situations. Let us not despair when we cannot understand a Bible text, but let us proceed to what we can understand and seek to live it out in our lives. Can we do this?



REFLECT.
2. Then He said unto them, O fools, and slow of heart to believe all that the prophets have spoken: Ought not Christ to have suffered these things, and to enter into His glory?

And beginning at Moses and all the prophets, He expounded unto them in all the scriptures the things concerning Himself.
Lk. 24:25-27
The two disciples walking with Jesus on the road to Emmaus were people with simple minds. They were expected to understand the Scriptures (Old Testament) and to know that they pointed to the coming of the Messiah, Jesus in Person. But they failed to do so.
So for that walk, their eyes were opened when in their house later it came to pass, as He sat at meat with them, He took bread, and blessed it, and brake, and gave to them their eyes were opened, and they knew Him; and He vanished out of their sight (Lk. 24:30, 31)
This was because they finally had understood the relevant portions of scriptures (Old Testament) pertaining to the Lord Jesus Christ and could associate its teaching with what the Lord was doing.

Do you understand the message of the Old Testament?

Do you find Jesus as the subject of Old Testament prophecy and know Him personally today?
