The Text: 
Hath God forgotten to be gracious? hath He in anger shut up His tender mercies?
 Psa. 77:9
The Thots:

A. Can God Forget?

1. Asaph Cried all night; it seemed that God had forgotten Israel – it was out of God’s Character.
77:9
Hath God forgotten to be gracious? hath He in anger shut up His tender mercies?
2. No, God Cannot forget: He will never forget His Covenant once made.
Deut. 4:31

The LORD thy God is a merciful God; He will not forsake thee, neither destroy thee, 

nor forget the covenant of thy fathers which He sware unto them.
3. But God will Choose to forget, if we Choose to forget His Certain Conditions.
Hos. 4:6

Seeing thou hast forgotten the law of thy God, I will also forget thy children.
B. Can God Remember?

1. God Remembered Noah through the Flood.
Gen. 8:1

God remembered Noah, and every living thing, and all the cattle that was with him in the ark: 
and God made a wind to pass over the earth, and the waters asswaged;


2. God Remembered Abraham (and Lot) when He destroyed Sodom and Gomorrah by Fire.
Gen. 19:29
And it came to pass, when God destroyed the cities of the plain, that God remembered Abraham, 
and sent Lot out of the midst of the overthrow, when He overthrew the cities in the which Lot dwelt.

3. God Remembered Rachel and gave her her First child, Joseph.
Gen. 30:22-24
And God remembered Rachel, and God hearkened to her, and opened her womb.

4. God Remembered His Covenant with Abraham…
Exo. 2:24

God heard their groaning, and God remembered His covenant with Abraham, with Isaac, and with Jacob.

5. God Remembered His steadFast covenant with Israel.
Psa. 98:3

He hath remembered his mercy and his truth toward the house of Israel: 
all the ends of the earth have seen the salvation of our God.

Note: God can also Remember those who choose not to Receive Him!
For her sins have reached unto heaven, and God hath remembered her iniquities.
Rev. 18:5
6. God Remembered those who Fear Him.
Mal. 3:16

A book of remembrance was written before Him for them that feared the LORD, 
and that thought upon His name.
C. Yet God Remembers to Forget our iniquities when we Repent and Remember Him.
1. I, even I, am He that blotteth out thy transgressions for Mine Own sake, 
and will not remember thy sins. 
Isa. 43: 25
2. For I will be merciful to their unrighteousness, 
and their sins and their iniquities will I remember no more. 
Heb. 8:12; 10:17
D. May we ever Remember not to Forget.
I Cor. 11:24-26
1. Let us ever Remember our Redeemer: this do in remembrance of Me.

2. Let us ever Remember to Break Bread:

11:24
And when He had given thanks, He brake it, and said, Take, eat: this is My body, 
which is broken for you: this do in remembrance of Me.
3. Let us ever Remember to Drink of the Cup.
11:25
After the same manner also He took the cup, when He had supped, saying, 
This cup is the new testament in My blood: this do ye, as oft as ye drink it, in remembrance of Me.
4. Let us ever Remember to do it Regularly.

11:26
For as often as ye eat this bread, and drink this cup, ye do show the Lord's death till He come.
a. Let us continue doing it Faithfully.
Acts 2:42
They continued stedfastly in the apostles' doctrine and fellowship, and in breaking of bread….
b. Let us come together on the First day of the Week (Sunday) to do so
Acts 20:7
Upon the first day of the week, when the disciples came together to break bread…

REFLECTIONS FOR THE WEEK

1. 11.11.11 or 11th November, 2011 is a date that appears only once in a century. The next time your children or grandchildren (not you!) will write this date is in the year 2111!
Many took the occasion of this once-in-a-century date when it occurred to initiate events in their lives, e.g. marriages, business ventures, purchases, and even births, etc., etc. 

11.11.11 however is also Remembrance Day (also known as Poppy Day, Armistice Day). It is a memorial day observed in Commonwealth countries since the end of World War I to remember the members of their armed forces who have died in the line of duty. … Remembrance Day is observed on 11 November to recall the official end of World War I on that date in 1918; hostilities formally ended "at the 11th hour of the 11th day of the 11th month"[11.11.11] of 1918 with the German signing of the Armistice ("at the 11th hour" refers to the passing of the 11th hour, or 11:00 a.m.)

The day was specifically dedicated by King George V on 7 November 1919 as a day of remembrance of members of the armed forces who were killed during World War I…
The red remembrance poppy has become a familiar emblem of Remembrance Day due to the poem "In Flanders Fields". These poppies bloomed across some of the worst battlefields of Flanders in World War I, their brilliant red colour an appropriate symbol for the blood spilled in the war.  http://en.wikipedia.org/wiki/Remembrance_Day
Lest they forget, 11th November of each year would commit all those in the Commonwealth Countries to remember their war dead annually.  The 11.11.11 historical event is commemorated with a memorial emblem of the brilliant red poppies which flooded the battlefields of Flanders in World I, reminding them of the spilled blood in the war.

What does the wine in the cup of the new covenant remind you of as you drink of it weekly? monthly? once in three months? annually at Christmas or Easter? 
What do you understand from the Lord’s command when He stated:
This cup is the new testament in My blood: this do ye, as oft as ye drink it, 
in remembrance of Me. For as often as ye eat this bread, and drink this cup, 
ye do show the Lord's death till He come. I Cor. 11:25, 25
REFLECT.
2. Many remembered the 11.11.11 event that brought an end to the shedding of blood of thousands of soldiers and citizens who sacrificed their lives in the battle fields and hoped that the formal peace that resulted would be perpetual. It never did!
The Lord Jesus sacrificed His life and shed His blood to bring peace between God and Man. In fact, God was in Christ, reconciling the world unto Himself, not imputing their trespasses unto them; and hath committed unto us the word of reconciliation.
Consequently, He can now give us eternal peace.

Are you reconciled to God today? Are you enjoying the peace that the Lord Jesus gives?

Peace I leave with you, My peace I give unto you: not as the world giveth, give I unto you. Let not your heart be troubled, neither let it be afraid. Jn. 14:27.
