Intro.:  Was it not strange that the Son should ever have to learn obedience from God?   Consider…
A. His Rights as Sovereign with God.

1. The Son was Addressed as God.
Heb. 1:8

But unto the Son He [God, the Father] saith, Thy throne, O God, is for ever and ever.

2. The Son Acclaimed Himself to be One with God, the Father.
Jn. 10:30
I and My Father are one.


3. The Jews Apprehended the Son’s Equality with God and rejected Him.
Jn. 5:18

The Jews sought the more to kill Him, because He…said also that God was his Father, 
making Himself equal with God.

4. Yet He Acceded to leave His Sovereign Rights to play a Submissive Servant Role.
Phil. 2:6, 7, NIV
Who, being in very nature God, did not consider equality with God something to be grasped,

but made Himself nothing, taking the very nature of a servant, being made in human likeness.

B. His Role as Subject to God.

1. As Son… 
a. He learned Obedience unto the Father. Thus:

i. Though he were a Son, yet learned He obedience.
Heb. 5:8

ii. Then said I, Lo, I come…to do Thy will, O God.
Heb. 10:7

iii. He …kneeled down, and prayed, Saying, Father, if Thou be willing, 
remove this cup from Me: nevertheless not My will, but Thine, be done.
Lk. 22:41, 42

b. When Even Elements in nature and the spiritual realm had to obey Him:
i. But the men marvelled, saying, What manner of man is this, 
that even the winds and the sea obey Him!
Mt. 8:27; Mk. 4:41; Lk. 8:25
ii. For with authority commandeth He even the unclean spirits, and they do obey Him. Mk. 1:27b

2. As Son of Man He came…

a. To Salvage Man’s Ruin in Disobedience by being Obedient:

i. By one man sin entered into the world, and death by sin; 
and so death passed upon all men, for that all have sinned:
Rom. 5:12
ii. For as by one man's disobedience many were made sinners, 
so by the obedience of one shall many be made righteous.
Rom. 5:19
b. To Serve and Offer His life a Ransom for many.
Mk. 10:45, NIV

The Son of Man did not come to be served, but to serve, and to give his life as a ransom for many.

c. To Save Souls who have gone Off the Way:
Mt. 18:11
For the Son of Man is come to save that which was lost.
d. To Suffer and Offer Himself as Substitute for Man’s Sin.
Mk. 8:31
The Son of Man must suffer many things, and be rejected of the elders, 
and of the chief priests, and scribes, and be killed, and after three days rise again.
His own self bare our sins in His own body on the tree….
I Pet. 2:24
3. As a Servant in human form He was Obedient unto death.
Phil. 2:7, 8

a. He came as a Servant:

But made Himself of no reputation, and took upon Him the form of a servant, 

and was made in the likeness of men…and became obedient unto death, even the death of the cross.
b. He came to Serve:
Mk. 10:45. NIV
The Son of Man did not come to be served, but to serve, and to give his life as a ransom for many.

C. Our Responsibility to Remember Him.

1. He Learned Obedience and Obeyed His Father.

2. We need to Obey too – to Remember Him as He commanded:
I Cor. 11:23-25

The Lord Jesus the same night in which He was betrayed…

a. …took bread: And when He had given thanks, He brake it, and said, Take, eat: 
this is My body, which is broken for you: this do in remembrance of Me.
b. … took the cup, when he had supped, saying, This cup is the new testament in My blood: 
this do ye, as oft as ye drink it, in remembrance of Me.
3. We need to Observe this until He comes again:
I Cor. 11:26
For as often as ye eat this bread, and drink this cup, ye do show the Lord's death till He come.
Yes, Jesus died upon the cross, To some it seems but pain and loss,
But He the Lord obeyed; The Potter setting free His clay,
To live above in endless day, With love that cannot fade.
Dan​i​el Bor​ges
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1. Jesus is God, equal with God the Father yet thought this equality with God not something to grasp at and not to let go, but gave up His Rights to take upon Himself the Role of us as Man, nay, even to the extent of being lower than that, to be a Servant, not to be served but to serve and to give His life a ransom for many – becoming obedient even unto death, the death of the cross.
He had to be obedient because of the sin of disobedience that Adam committed and which was passed down to us. The result of the first Adam’s sin of disobedience was death and the consequence of the last Adam’s obedience was life to those who would obey Him. Those who choose to disobey will remain under the condemnation and judgment of Adam’s sin of disobedience.

What was the Lord obedient to in Role without losing His Rights? 
He became obedient to the Father’s Will Who spared not His Son but delivered Him up for us all. Thus, He became our Substitute and bore our sins and our judgment on His own shoulders on the tree (the cross). 
For His obedience, God resurrected Him, His Sinless Son, from the dead and appointed Him to be the Head of a people of His own (the Church).
Is He Lord of your life today? If He is, it must come with your obedience.

Why call ye Me, Lord, Lord, and do not the things which I say? Lk. 6:46.
REFLECT
2. The Bible specifies Obedience for various categories of people and under various appointed heads. Jesus, in Rights is co-equal with His Father, yet when He was on earth playing His Role as Son, Man and Servant had to learn obedience.
All of us also have equal rights.
To all who received Him, to those who believed in His name, He gave the right to become children of God—Jn. 1:12, NIV.

Also see Gal. 3:26-28:

26  For ye are all the children of God by faith in Christ Jesus.

27  For as many of you as have been baptized into Christ have put on Christ.

28  There is neither Jew nor Greek, there is neither bond nor free, there is neither male nor female: for ye are all one in Christ Jesus.

29  And if ye be Christ's, then are ye Abraham's seed, and heirs according to the promise.
Yet for what we are and where we are placed, we have different roles where we need to learn obedience. 

Compare the following:
· Children, obey your parents in the Lord: for this is right.
Eph. 6:1; Col. 3:20

· Servants, obey in all things your masters according to the flesh; not with eyeservice, 
as menpleasers; but in singleness of heart, fearing God.
Col. 3:22
· Citizens: Put them in mind to be subject to principalities and powers, 
to obey magistrates, to be ready to every good work.
Tit. 3:1

· Church Members: Obey them that have the rule over you, and submit yourselves: 

for they watch for your souls, as they that must give account, that they may do it with joy, 

and not with grief: for that is unprofitable for you. 
Heb. 13:17

· Wives, be in subjection to your own husbands; that, if any obey not the word, 

they also may without the word be won by the conversation of the wives.
I Pet. 3:1

As one or more of the above, are you prepared to play your role/s and obey
your divinely appointed head/s?
