Intro.: In the last two Ruminations, we considered The Prophecy of His Birth (R357) and



The Purpose of His Birth (R358); today we shall ruminate on The Publication of His Birth and Death.



The Superscription on the cross placed above His head was in three parts, viz….
A. Jesus – Pertaining to His Birth
1. Jesus was His Appointed Name. It means He shall Save His people from their sins.

Mt. 1:21
2. At His birth, the Angel Announced Jesus as Christ, the Sovereign Lord.

Lk. 2:11
For unto you is born this day in the city of David a Saviour, which is Christ the Lord.
3. Peter Acclaimed Him as Jesus the Christ.
And Simon Peter answered and said, Thou art the Christ, the Son of the living God.

Mt. 16:16

4. Jesus Himself Acknowledged that …He was Jesus the Christ.

Mt. 16:2

5. One needs to Accept Jesus Christ as Saviour and Sovereign (Lord) to be saved:

Rom. 10:9
If thou shalt confess with thy mouth the Lord Jesus…

KJV
If you confess with your mouth, "Jesus is Lord," and believe in your heart that God 
raised Him from the dead, you will be saved.

B. Of Nazareth – Pertaining to His Life
1. Jesus Grew up in Nazareth.


Mt. 2:23
And He came and dwelt in a city called Nazareth: that it might be fulfilled 
which was spoken by the prophets, He shall be called a Nazarene.


2. Nothing Good was expected to come out of Nazareth.

Jn. 1:45, 46
Philip… saith unto him, We have found Him…Jesus of Nazareth, the son of Joseph. 

And Nathanael said unto him, Can there any good thing come out of Nazareth?
3. Jesus of Nazareth was nobody Great, but just a poor carpenter.

Mk. 6:3

Is not this the carpenter, the son of Mary, the brother of James…? 
But consider: 

4. For ye know the grace of our Lord Jesus Christ, that, though He was rich, 
yet for your sakes He became poor, that ye through His poverty might be rich.

II Cor. 8:9
C. The King of the Jews – Pertaining to His Death.
1. The Wise men Sought Him at His birth as King of the Jews.
Mt. 2:2
Where is He that is born King of the Jews? for we… are come to worship Him.
2. Pilate Secured a confirmation from Jesus that indeed He was the King of the Jews.
Mt. 27:11

Jesus stood before the governor: and the governor asked Him, saying, 
Art thou the King of the Jews? And Jesus said unto him, Thou sayest.
3. Pilate then Showed Him to the Jews as their King, but they rejected Him:
Mk. 15:9, 12, 13
Pilate answered them, saying, Will ye that I release unto you the King of the Jews?
And Pilate answered and said again unto them, What will ye then that I shall do unto Him 
Whom ye call the King of the Jews? And they cried out again, Crucify Him.
4. Pilate then Sentenced Him to be Scourged, and the  Soldiers mocked Him as King of the Jews: Mt. 27:29

When they had platted a crown of thorns, they put it upon His head, and a reed in His right hand: 
and they bowed the knee before Him, and mocked Him, saying, Hail, King of the Jews!
The soldiers also mocked Him…saying, If thou be the King of the Jews, save Thyself.
Lk. 23:36

5. Finally, a Superscription was Set up above His head on the cross where He was crucified.
Mt. 27:37

And set up over His head His accusation written, THIS IS JESUS THE KING OF THE JEWS.

A superscription also was written over Him in letters of Greek, and Latin, and Hebrew, 
THIS IS THE KING OF THE JEWS.
Jn. 19:20 cf. Lk. 23:38
a. It was written in Hebrew for the Religious and Ritualistic Jews to Read.

b. It was written in Greek for the Cultured and Civilized Citizens of Greece to Contemplate.
c. It was written in Latin for the Judicial Administrators and Adjudicators of Rome to Assess –
Pilate said, “I find no fault in Him”, yet sentenced Him to be crucified!
Jn. 19:4, 6.
“Jews, Greeks, Romans, etc.” – All, not only the Jews, were guilty in crucifying the Lord Jesus Christ!
Today we remember Him as King of our lives as once more we are led to Bethlehem where He was Born, to Gethsemane where He was in Grief and to Calvary where He was Crucified.
King of my life, I crown Thee now, Thine shall the glory be;
Lest I forget Thy thorn crowned brow, Lead me to Calvary.

Lest I forget Gethsemane, Lest I forget Thine agony;

Lest I forget Thy love for me, Lead me to Calvary.
