The Text: 
 

    Now upon the first day of the week, very early in the morning, they came unto the sepulchre, 


bringing the spices which they had prepared, and certain others with them.

Note: and certain others with them, KJV – This is missing in NIV and other modern translations.

However, the thought is found in v. 10, as 

It was Mary Magdalene, and Joanna, and Mary the mother of James, 

and other women that were with them, which told these things unto the apostles.

A. The People 
they came and certain others with them

Lk. 24:1, 10
1. The Noble women who came with the Lord from Galilee, 


(They were the women who) beheld the sepulchre, and how His body was laid.

Lk. 23:55

a. These Women followed Him from Galilee.

b. They Were with Him through the trial.

c. They Witnessed His crucifixion and His burial. They were with Him till the end.

2. They were Named

a. They were Mary Magdalene, and Joanna, and Mary the mother of James

Lk. 24:10

b. Salome was also among them.


Mk. 16:1

3. The aNonymous “others” - And certain others with them.

Lk. 24:1, KJV 

a. Were they the locals who just joined the other women from Galilee?

b. Were they those who just joined in but were not prepared with the spices?

c. Or were they those from among them (though not named, yet prepared as well). Compare…

i. The named Mary, prepared with perfume, and anointed Jesus at the home of Lazarus.
Jn. 12:1-3

ii. The unnamed woman, equally prepared, and anointed Jesus at Simon’s home.

Lk. 7:36-38, 40

· Are we among the Named, certainly prepared to anoint our Living Lord today?

· Or among the “certain others” of whom we are uncertain whether they were prepared or not.
· Likewise, have we prepared ourselves for this remembrance feast?

B. The Period
- They came on the first day of the week

Jn. 20:1
1. It was the day of Resurrection – Now when Jesus was risen early the first day of the week…
Mk. 16:9

2. It was the day to Remind them of the Lord’s Death and Resurrection –

Jn. 20:19, 26

a. The Lord showed unto them His hands and His side.

Jn. 20:20

b. He invited Thomas to reach hither thy finger, and behold My hands; 


and reach hither thy hand, and thrust it into My side: … believing.

Jn. 20:27

3. It was the day for Reverence – Thomas revered Him: My Lord and my God.
Jn. 20:28

4. It became the day of Remembrance and Reverence for the early church:


Upon the first day of the week…the disciples came together to break bread.

Acts 20:7

C. The Place
they came unto the sepulchre

The women came unto the sepulchre expecting to see their Lord’s body in the tomb.

Lk. 24:1-8

1. They were Perplexed with what they saw – the stone was rolled away; the body was not there.
24:2-4

2. They were Pursuing the living among the dead.


24:5

3. They were Politely greeted by: He is not here, but is risen: remember how He spake unto you
24:6

· Thus, today we are come together to Remember the Risen Saviour as He commanded.
I Cor. 11:24, 25

· Let us not Make the Mistake of forgetting what He said again.
D. The Preparation

These women prepared the spices, set out at deep dawn to travel the distance and arrived at sunrise.
Lk. 24:1

· Are we among the Named women who followed Him from beginning to end and were come prepared?

· Are we among those Not Named – the certain others – of whose Preparation and Purpose we are in doubt of?

· Have we been preparing ourselves the day before for this remembrance and reverence of the Lord today?

The Lord made a simple request to remember Him as often as we can – 

“Lord, forbid that we should ever forget and lapse into loss of memory.

Grant us to come, prepared with perfume, with the purpose to anoint Thee

Our Risen Saviour, Lord and sovereign King,

Even as on this Lord’s Day we break the bread, and of the cup we drink.” – KC Ung
REFLECTIONS FOR THE WEEK
R324
1. There are many Christians in the world today who celebrate only two days per year as their obligation to Jesus Christ Whom they profess to follow. These two days are Christmas, the day Jesus was born, and Easter, the day Jesus died and rose again.
There is no record of these two days where believers gathered together to celebrate them in the scriptures. In fact, as many Christians would know, these days had a pagan origin. 

Though the word Easter is found in Acts 12:4, 
when he had apprehended him, he put him in prison, and delivered him to four quaternions of soldiers to keep him; intending after Easter to bring him forth to the people in the KJV, it is a mistranslation.

NIV translates the text correctly as Herod intended to bring him out for public trial after the Passover.
The word concerned is pascha which should be translated as Passover as is correctly done in   I Cor. 5:7 in both translations:

Purge out therefore the old leaven, that ye may be a new lump, as ye are unleavened. For even Christ our Passover (Gk. Pascha) is sacrificed for us.

Still we do not want to find fault with those who celebrate these two occasions in spite of their pagan origins. In fact, it is good for believers to remember these two historical events “lest we forget”… 

However there is one feast we need to celebrate because not only is it recorded in scripture it is commanded of the Lord’s followers to “celebrate” or proclaim it:
I Cor. 11:23-26

For I have received of the Lord that which also I delivered unto you, That the Lord Jesus the same night in which He was betrayed took bread:

And when He had given thanks, He brake it, and said, Take, eat: this is My body, which is broken for you: this do in remembrance of Me.

After the same manner also he took the cup, when he had supped, saying, This cup is the new testament in My blood: this do ye, as oft as ye drink it, in remembrance of Me.

For as often as ye eat this bread, and drink this cup, ye do show the Lord's death till he come.

For whenever you eat this bread and drink this cup, you proclaim the Lord's death until he comes. (NIV).
Is every Lord’s Day “Easter” to you or is “Easter” just a once-a-year event?
REFLECT
2. The women played a very important role in the death of the Lord Jesus.  They followed Him to His trial; they were at the foot of the cross when He was crucified and they watched at a distance when He was buried. They were among the first to go to His tomb on the first day of the week to check on their Beloved Lord and it was to Mary Magdalene that the Lord first appeared after His resurrection – Now when Jesus was risen early the first day of the week, He appeared first to Mary Magdalene, out of whom He had cast seven devils. Mk. 16:9
Indeed today, it is a recognised fact that, women number the more among His followers. 

On this resurrection day, how do you feel as a man or a woman as you remember your Lord?


Are you numbered among His faithful irrespective of your sex?
