Intro. What is the Lord’s Supper and what is the Lord’s Table?
The Lord’s Supper refers to its Institution by the Lord to remember Him in the 

breaking of the bread and the drinking of the cup.
 I Cor. 11:20, 23-26
The Lord’s Table refers to the fellowship of all believers who have been Initiated 

and baptized into His Body.
I Cor. 12:12-14 cf. 10:16, 17, 20, 21
They are those who no more have fellowship with devils [demons]. 
I Cor. 10:20b

A. Those who Partake of the Table of the Lord.

1. They are those in Partnership (fellowship, communion) in the Body of Christ.
I Cor. 10:16b, 17


The bread which we break, is it not the communion of the Body of Christ?

For we being many are one Bread, and one Body: for we are all partakers of that one bread.

2. They are those who Participate at the Lord’s Supper:

a. They partake in the Breaking of the Bread to express their communion with one another.
10:16b

The bread which we break, is it not the communion of the body of Christ?

b. They drink of the cup of Blessing in Communion of the shed Blood of Christ:

10:16a

The cup of blessing which we bless, is it not the communion of the blood of Christ?

3. They are Prohibited to have any fellowship with the Table of Demons:

10:20

I would not that ye should have fellowship with devils. [demons, NIV]
a. There is only one Devil - the devil…walketh about, seeking whom he may Devour:
I Pet. 5:8b

b. There are many Demons, the Devil’s followers.

10:20, NRSV


Pagans…sacrifice to demons and not to God. I do not want you to be partners with demons.

Those who have fellowship with the Devil and his Demons partake of the Table of Demons!
10:21b
You cannot partake of the table of the Lord and the table of demons.

B. Those who Partake of the Table of Demons.
1. The Devil is also the Dragon, etc.

Rev. 12:9

The great dragon was cast out, that old serpent, called the Devil, and Satan, 
which deceiveth the whole world: he…and his angels (the demons)…with him.
2. The Demons are the Fallen angels, his Followers.

See above text.
3. The Dragon’s Deception - The great dragon…which deceiveth the whole world:
Rev. 12:9
a. His Present Deception: he is full of Wiles to deceive the World:

Eph. 6:11
Put on the whole armour of God, that ye may be able to stand against the wiles of the devil.
b. His Past Defeat:
Rev. 
i. In Heaven, he and his followers (angels) were cast out after a battle with Michael.
12:4, 7, 9
ii. On earth, they sought to persecute (Israel) and Hinder the Birth of the Messiah.
12:4, 13

iii. He succeeded in bruising the Heel of the woman’s seed, but he (the serpent, the dragon) 

was bruised in the Head when Jesus died on the cross.

Cf. Gen. 3:15

I will put enmity between thee and the woman, and between thy seed and her seed; 
it shall bruise thy head, and thou shalt bruise his heel.

c. His Prospect: his Final Battle in the Great Tribulation:
i. The Dragon will Alienate Israel, the woman and her seed, the Messiah.

12:16
ii. He will then Attack the remnant of Israel who will believe in the Messiah.

12:17

d. His People:
i. He will empower the 1st Beast – Antichrist and both will be worshipped.

13:2, 4
ii. He will empower the 2nd Beast – the False Prophet who will speak on his behalf.
13:11

Note the Evil Trinity (vs. The Divine Trinity):
And I saw three unclean spirits like frogs come out of the mouth of the dragon (Satan vs. God, the Father), and out of the mouth of the beast, (Antichrist vs. God, the Son) and out of the mouth of the false prophet (vs. God, the Holy Spirit).

Their Consummation: And he laid hold on the dragon, that old serpent, which is the Devil, and Satan, and bound him a thousand years… the devil that deceived them was cast into the lake of fire and brimstone, where the beast and the false prophet are, and shall be tormented day and night for ever and ever.
Rev. 20:10
On hole of the aspic the sucking Child plays, And His hand on the den of the cockatrice lays;
The Dragon, which over a fallen world reigned, By the seed of the woman is vanquished and chained.
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REFLECTIONS FOR THE WEEK
R. 364
1. This year is regarded as the Year of the Golden Dragon. 
But what does the Bible have to say about the Dragon?
“Dragon” as it refers to the Devil, Satan, the Serpent (Rev. 12:9) occurs 13 times in the New Testament and only in Revelation. It is significant that 13 in Biblical Numerics is a number of Rebellion. Following are the 13 references to “dragon” in the King James Version of the Bible.

(1) (12:3) And there appeared another wonder in heaven; and behold a great red dragon, having seven heads and ten horns, and seven crowns upon his heads.
(2) (12:4) His tail drew the third part of the stars of heaven, and did cast them to the earth: and the dragon stood before the woman which was ready to be delivered, for to devour her child as soon as it was born.

(3) (12:7) And there was war in heaven: Michael and his angels fought against the dragon; 
(4) …and the dragon fought and his angels,

(5) (12:9) And the great dragon was cast out, that old serpent, called the Devil, and Satan, which deceiveth the whole world: he was cast out into the earth, and his angels were cast out with him.

(6) (12:13) And when the dragon saw that he was cast unto the earth, he persecuted the woman which brought forth the man child.

(7) (12:16) And the earth helped the woman, and the earth opened her mouth, and swallowed up the flood which the dragon cast out of his mouth.

(8) (12:17) And the dragon was wroth with the woman, and went to make war with the remnant of her seed, which keep the commandments of God, and have the testimony of Jesus Christ.
(9) (13:2) And the beast which I saw was like unto a leopard, and his feet were as the feet of a bear, and his mouth as the mouth of a lion: and the dragon gave him his power, and his seat, and great authority.

(10) (13:4 KJV) And they worshipped the dragon which gave power unto the beast: and they worshipped the beast, saying, Who is like unto the beast? who is able to make war with him?
(11) (13:11 KJV) And I beheld another beast coming up out of the earth; and he had two horns like a lamb, and he spake as a dragon.

(12) (16:13)  And I saw three unclean spirits like frogs come out of the mouth of the dragon, and out of the mouth of the beast, and out of the mouth of the false prophet.

(13) (Rev 20:2) And he laid hold on the dragon, that old serpent, which is the Devil, and Satan, and bound him a thousand years,

It is good to study the above texts and to know what rebellious role the dragon will be playing in the Great Tribulation to come.  What do you gather?
