Intro. 
The Burnt Offering points to the Life of Jesus before God. 

The Meal (Meat) or Grain (NIV) Offering points to the Life of Jesus before Man.


A. The Meaning of the Minchah
1. It was a Gift Offering - A better translation is: an oblation of a meat offering (korban minchah)
Meal is Minchah in Hebrew. It Means an offering, lit. = a GIFT offering; fr. root = to give.

a. Its Translation: meat is an old usage of a general term for food.
Cf. Jn. 4:34

My meat is to do the will of Him that sent Me, and to finish His work.
KJV
"My food…is to do the will of Him Who sent Me and to finish His work.”
NIV
b. Its Distinction: It was a vegetable offering as distinguished from an animal offering.

c. Its Application: it refers to a gift given by an inferior to a superior. 
Gen.32:18-20  

They be thy servant Jacob's; it is a present sent unto my lord Esau.
 
d. Its Declaration: 
i. As a Sacrifice it was something Surrendered to God; it being man’s best values in living.

ii. It was a Statement that all his good Works were Wrought in God and were due to Him
2. Jesus, the Meal Offering was….

a. God's Gift to Man - God so loved the world, that He gave His only begotten Son.
Jn. 3:16; 6:32

b. His Gift for the Church - Christ also loved the church, and gave Himself for it;
Eph. 5:25
c. His Gift for the Christian - the Son of God…loved me, and gave Himself for me.
Gal. 2:20 

3. Jesus was the Meal Offering as Man:
Jn. 4:34

a. To do God’s Will – My meat is to do the will of Him that sent Me…
i. Though He were a Son, yet learned He obedience by the things which He suffered. 
Heb. 5:8
ii. Being found…as a Man, He…became obedient unto death, even the death of the cross. 
Phil. 2:8
iii. Father, if Thou be willing, remove this cup from Me…not My will, but Thine, be done. 
Lk. 22:42

b. To finish God’s Work – and to finish His work
I have glorified Thee on the earth: I have finished the work which Thou gavest Me to do.
Jn. 17:4
Jesus…said, It is finished: and He bowed His head, and gave up the ghost.

Jn. 19:30

c. He thus Willingly offered Himself as an offering for Man:

Heb. 9:14
…the blood of Christ, Who through the eternal Spirit offered Himself without spot to God, 

purge your conscience from dead works to serve the living God…
B. The Meal Offering – Four kinds of Minchah and three kinds of utensils Mentioned:  Lev. 2:1-10
1. The Minchah of Fine Flour:
2:1 cf. Num. 7:13
His offering shall be of fine flour; and he shall pour oil upon it, and put frankincense thereon:
a. It was of Fine Flour – cp. the life of Christ…without blemish and without spot: 

I Pet. 1:19
b. It was Filled Full with (Olive) Oil – cp. The Spirit of the Lord GOD is upon Me…

Isa. 61:1
c. It was Fragrant with Frankincense – cp. Christ’s Sacrifice of a Sweet-Smelling Savour. 
Eph. 5:2
2. The Manner the Minchah was prepared and the Utensils Used:
2:2-7
a. It was Baken in an enclosed Oven – cf. the spiritual and internal sufferings of Jesus:
2:4 cf. Lk. 22:44
Being in an agony He prayed more earnestly: and His sweat 
was as it were great drops of blood falling down to the ground.


b. It was parted (Broken) in an Open Pan – cf. His sufferings Open to Public view.
2:5 cf. Lam. 1:12
Is it nothing to you, all ye that pass by? behold, and see if there be any sorrow like unto my sorrow, 
which is done unto me, wherewith the LORD hath afflicted me in the day of his fierce anger. 

Also: Thou shalt part it in pieces, i.e. broke, not cut; 
2:6 cf. Mt. 26:26

Jesus took bread, and blessed it, and brake it… and said, Take, eat; this is My body. 

c. It was Boiled in Oil in a Fryingpan (lit. = a stew pan)
2:7 cf. Mt. 27:46
Jesus’ Overall Suffering –Jesus cried with a loud voice, saying, Eli, Eli, lama sabachthani?
 that is to say, My God, My God, why hast Thou forsaken Me?


C. The Memorial Offering.
Lev. 2:2
1. The Portion of each of the Minchah burnt on the Altar was the Memorial: 

   2: 9, 16; 5:12; 6:15.
Cf. Take, eat: this is My body, which is broken for you: this do in remembrance of Me.

I Cor. 11:24f 
2. The Priests Participated in eating the remnant, a thing most holy, i.e. literally a holy of holies.
 2:3, 10
Cf. As often as ye eat this bread, and drink this cup, ye do show the Lord's death till He come. I Cor. 11:26
· The Lord Supper is a memorial Feast in remembrance of the Lord instituted for us as Priests to Participate in.

Lord, when…Thou with Thy friends didst sit at meat,
Mary the precious spikenard bore, And poured it at Thy sacred feet.

Like incense sweet, the perfume rare, Rose through the house, and sought the skies;
And Thou didst own with blessing there A woman’s loving sacrifice.

REFLECTIONS FOR THE WEEK
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1. In contrast to the Burnt Offering which was wholly burnt on the Altar and offered to God fully, the Minchah Offering was shared between God and the Priests – the portion of the offering burnt on the Altar for God was referred to as a memorial.
And the priest shall take from the meat offering a memorial thereof, and shall burn it upon the altar: it is an offering made by fire, of a sweet savour unto the LORD.(Lev. 2:9)
The remaining portion or the remnant of the offering was to be shared among Aaron and his sons, i.e. the priests in general or by the officiating priests:
And that which is left of the meat offering shall be Aaron's and his sons': it is a thing most holy of the offerings of the LORD made by fire. (Lev. 2:3, 10)

This memorial is referred to as a thing most holy of the offerings of the LORD made by fire. Literally, “most holy” is “holy of holies” and it was to be eaten by the priests.
This should also be a reminder to us that the Lord’s Supper involves three participating parties, God and us as the Priests of God and Jesus as the Minchah, represented in the bread and the cup.

We need to remember that as we partake of the bread (the Minchah?) and the cup, we should remember God’s Gift (Minchah) of His Son to us, and the Son’s Gift (Minchah?) of His Life for us, as God’s act of sharing the Memorial of His Minchah with us. We are partaking of “a thing most holy”, hence, the requirement for each one of us to examine himself, and so let him eat of that bread, and drink of that cup. For he that eateth and drinketh unworthily, eateth and drinketh damnation to himself, not discerning the Lord's body. (I Cor. 11:28, 29)
As you partake of the Lord’s Supper each Lord’s Day, do you allow these solemn thoughts to prepare you to take of the most holy thing, that Memorial Feast that God is so graciously and lovingly sharing with you of That which pleases Him most  - the Sacrifice of His Only and Beloved Son of a Sweet Savour burnt on the Altar of the Cross?

REFLECT.
2. With regard to the Meal Offering, 
a. Two prohibitions were laid down, viz….

i. There must be No Leaven: (Lev. 2:11)
No meat offering, which ye shall bring unto the LORD, shall be made with leaven: 
for ye shall burn no leaven, nor any honey, in any offering of the LORD made by fire. 

Leaven typifies sin – 
Therefore let us keep the feast, not with old leaven, neither with the leaven of malice and wickedness; but with the unleavened bread of sincerity and truth.
I Cor. 5:8
ii. There must be No honey:

The sweetness of honey typifies fleshly pleasure and pride (Pro. 25:27) –
It is not good to eat much honey: so for men to search their own glory is not glory. 
b. One condition was made compulsory:

And every oblation of thy meat offering shalt thou Season with Salt; neither shalt thou suffer the salt of the covenant of thy God to be lacking from thy meat offering: with all thine offerings thou shalt offer salt.
Salt preserves from corruption and guarantees the seal of the covenant.

Thus as we partake of the holy emblems we are reminded of our covenant with the Lord to remember Him and live holy lives till He comes.

For as often as ye eat this bread, and drink this cup, ye do show the Lord's death till He come (I Cor. 11:25) and as He who called you is holy, be holy yourselves in all your conduct (I Pet. 1:15, NRSV)
