The Burnt Offering points to the Life of Jesus before God. 


The Meal (Meat) or Grain (NIV) Offering points to the Life of Jesus before Man.



The Peace Offering points to His Death that reconciles Man to God.

A. The Peace Offering
1. The Requirements of the Offering:
Lev. 3:1

a. Its Group: To be from the herd or from the flock (a lamb or goat)
Lev. 3:7, 12
b. Its Gender:  a male or female
Referring to the offerer’s status.  
i. Cf. the Ruler to offer a male for his sin offering.
Lev. 4:22

ii. Ct. the Commoner to offer a female for his sin offering.
Lev. 4:27, 28
c. Its Goodness – whatever, male or female, it shall be without blemish.
Cp. Christ…a lamb without blemish and without spot
I Pet. 1:19
2. The Responsibility of the Offerer.


a. He would lay his hand upon the head of his offering.
Lev. 3:2a
· The Offerer identifying himself with the Offering:



Cf. I am crucified with Christ.
Gal. 2:20
b. He would slay the offering - and kill it at the door of the tabernacle
Lev. 3:2b
· The Sinner responsible for “Slaying” the Lord on the cross:
Acts 2:23

Cf. Him…ye have taken, and by wicked hands have crucified and slain.

3. The Ritual performed by the Priest:
Lev. 3:2b-5
a. He would Sprinkle the blood upon the altar round about.
Lev. 3:2b
Cf. For if the blood of bulls and of goats, and the ashes of an heifer sprinkling the unclean, 
sanctifieth to the purifying of the flesh: How much more shall the blood of Christ, 
who through the eternal Spirit offered Himself without spot to God, purge your conscience 
from dead works to serve the living God?
Heb. 9:13, 14
b. He would Separate the Fat from the rest of the offering:
Lev. 3:3, 4
The fat…shall he take away.
c. He would Sacrifice the Fat on the Altar for a Sweet-Savour unto the Lord.
Lev. 3:5
Aaron's sons shall burn it on the altar upon the burnt sacrifice, which is upon the wood 
that is on the fire: it is an offering made by fire, of a sweet savour unto the LORD.
i. All the Fat to be placed on the burnt offering and burnt on the altar.
ii. The Fat was the Finest part of the offering reserved for God and not for man.

All the Fat is the LORD'S.

Fat is Heb. cheleb, fig. the richest or choice part:-- best, fat
Strong

B. Jesus, the Peace Offering
1. He made Peace between God and Man.
Rom. 5:1
Therefore being justified by faith, we have peace with God through our Lord Jesus Christ.
2. He made Peace between the Jew (the one near) and the Gentile (the one far off).
Eph. 2:13-15
But now in Christ Jesus ye who sometimes were far off are made nigh by the blood of Christ.

For He is our peace, Who hath made both one, and hath broken down the middle wall of partition between us…for to make in Himself of twain one new man, so making peace.
3. He made Peace between God and both the above:
Eph. 2:16-18
That He might reconcile both unto God in one body by the cross, having slain the enmity thereby:

And came and preached peace to you which were afar off, and to them that were nigh.

For through Him we both have access by one Spirit unto the Father.
Thus, today, in Him, in the Body of Christ, 


There is neither Jew nor Greek… for ye are all one in Christ Jesus.
Gal. 3:28

For by one Spirit are we all baptized into one body, whether we be Jews or Gentiles.
I Cor. 12:13
As we take of the Bread, we are once again reminded of the Peace that exists between God and us, 
between Jew and Gentile, and among all of us in the Body of Christ, for we are not many but One in Him.
Master, no offering costly and sweet, May we, like Magdalene, lay at Thy feet;


Yet may love’s incense rise, sweeter than sacrifice, Dear Lord to Thee, dear Lord to Thee.

REFLECTI ONS FOR THE WEEK
R. 373
1. We have received the peace of God’s Peace Offering of His Beloved Son to us.

Therefore being justified by faith, we have peace with God through our Lord Jesus Christ, (Rom. 5:1). 

We should let this peace continue to sustain us as we go through life’s experiences – their ups and downs, knowing that the peace of God, which passeth all understanding, shall keep your hearts and minds through Christ Jesus. (Phil. 4:7)

We need to learn to trust Him under all circumstances, be they good or otherwise. 
Where circumstances seek to press us down we need to rise above them and look up to Him Who is the God of peace. Thus Paul wrote:

Those things, which ye have both learned, and received, and heard, and seen in me, do: and the God of peace shall be with you. (Phil. 4:9)

Having got our relationship right with the God of Peace above and having the Peace of God in us, let us seek to manifest this peace to others:

If it be possible, as much as lieth in you, live peaceably with all men. (Rom 12:18)

It is admitted that living peaceably with all men may not always be possible not because we do not want to have peace, but the other party may not want to. Whatever, we must not be those who refuse to live peaceably with others, but should seize every opportunity to do so. 

This is only possible because of the three-dimensional peace that we have – 

1) Upwards – We have made our Peace with God;

2) Inwards – We now have the Peace of God in us;

3) Outwards – And we would like to share this Peace with others too.

Do you have this three-dimensional peace?

2. The Peace Offering can also be offered as a Thanksgiving Offering. (Lev. 7:11-13)
This is the law of the sacrifice of peace offerings, which he shall offer unto the LORD.

If he offer it for a thanksgiving, then he shall offer…unleavened cakes mingled with oil, and unleavened wafers anointed with oil…of fine flour, fried. Besides the cakes, he shall offer for his offering leavened bread with the sacrifice of thanksgiving of his peace offerings.

Note the seemingly contradictory requirements, viz. unleavened cakes and wafers in contrast with leavened bread. The unleavened parts point to the sinlessness of our Saviour by whose virtue we approach God. The leavened bread points to the sin nature that is still in us (cp. I Jn. 1:8, 7). Paul was conscious of this. He said: (Rom. 7:17-20)
Now then it is no more I that do it, but sin that dwelleth in me. For I know that in me (that is, in my flesh,) dwelleth no good thing: for to will is present with me; but how to perform that which is good I find not. For the good that I would I do not: but the evil which I would not, that I do. Now if I do that I would not, it is no more I that do it, but sin that dwelleth in me.
He them bemoaned: (Rom. 7:24)

O wretched man that I am! who shall deliver me from the body of this death?

And he concluded with a Peace Offering unto God in the form of a Thanksgiving Offering:

I thank God through Jesus Christ our Lord. (Rom. 7:25) – He offered his own leavened bread on top of Christ’s unleavened cakes and wafers and found peace in his heart!

We too can have this peace if we confess our sins. He is faithful and just to forgive us our sins, and to cleanse us from all unrighteousness. (I Jn. 1:9)
Note: the soul that eateth of the flesh of the sacrifice of peace offerings, that pertain unto the LORD, having his uncleanness upon him, even that soul shall be cut off from his people. While leaven was permitted in his offering of the bread, uncleanness was prohibited on the offerer.

Pertinent Points to Ponder: Sin in us is Permitted, Sin on Us is Prohibited.
