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The Text: As often as ye eat this bread, and drink this cup, ye do show the Lord's death till He come.  I Cor. 11:26
The Thots:
 
A. The Implications of “till He Come” 
1. The Person saying it – Jesus.

2. The Purpose for saying it – Jesus was going away…
Jn. 16:7-11

a. …So that the Paraclete might come.
Nevertheless I tell you the truth; It is expedient for you that I go away: for if I go not away, 
the Comforter (Gk. Parakletos =  an intercessor, consoler:--advocate comforter) will not come unto you; 
but if I depart, I will send Him unto you.
When He is come, he will reprove the world of sin, and of righteousness, and of judgment…
b. …To Prepare a home for us. 
Jn. 14:2, 3
In my Father's house are many mansions: if it were not so, I would have told you. 
I go to prepare a place for you. And if I go and prepare a place for you, 
I will come again, and receive you unto myself; that where I am, there ye may be also.

3. The Prospect – He will come back.
Jn. 14:3b

 I will come again, and receive you unto Myself; that where I am, there ye may be also.
B. The Instructions in “till I Come”.
“Till I Come” is an Indefinite Interval in Scripture. Instructions are given for the absent period.
1. By the Nobleman to His Servants – Occupy till I come.
Lk. 19:13
a. The Stewardship:

He called his ten servants, and delivered them ten pounds, and said unto them, Occupy till I come.

b. The Service rendered:

19:15-21
One gained an additional ten pounds; another, an additional five; a third hid the pound and gained none.

c. The Sentences and rewards  handed out:

19:16-25, 27
i. To his Entrusted Faithful - they were Rewarded with being Rulers over cities.
19:16-19

ii. To his disEnchanted who Failed: Take from him the pound, and give it to him that hath ten….19:20-25
iii. To His Enemies and Foes: Bring hither, and slay them before me.
19:27
d. The Summary: 
19:26
For I say unto you, That unto every one which hath shall be given; 
and from him that hath not, even that he hath shall be taken away from him.

2. By the Lord to His Saints – That which ye have already hold fast till I come.
Rev. 2:25
They are to hold fast to the following:
a. Remember therefore how thou hast received and heard, and hold fast. 
Rev 3:3

Also consider His exhortations through His Servants:

b.  Prove all things; hold fast that which is good.
1 Thes. 5:21
c. Hold fast the form of sound words…in faith and love which is in Christ Jesus
2 Tim 1:13, 14

That good thing which was committed unto thee keep by the Holy Ghost which dwelleth in us. 
d. Seeing then that we have a great High Priest, that is passed into the heavens, 

Jesus the Son of God, let us hold fast our profession.
Heb. 4:14

Let us hold fast the profession of our faith without wavering; 
Heb. 10:23-25
3. By the Lord regarding His Supper – Show the Lord's death till He come
I Cor. 11:24-26
a. Of the Bread: Take, eat: this is My body, which is broken for you: this do in remembrance of Me.
b. Of the Cup: After the same manner also He took the cup, when He had supped, saying, 
This cup is the new testament in My blood: this do ye, as oft as ye drink it, in remembrance of Me.
c. Of the Supper: As often as ye eat this bread, and drink this cup, ye do show the Lord's death till He come.
Till He come O let the words Linger on the trembling chords,
Let the little while between In their golden light be seen;
Let us think how Heaven and home Lie beyond that, Till He come.

When the weary ones we love Enter on their rest above,
Seems the earth so poor and vast, All our life joy overcast?
Hush, be every murmur dumb; It is only, Till He come.

Clouds and conflicts round us press; Would we have one sorrow less?
All the sharpness of the cross, All that tells the world is lost,
Death and darkness, and the tomb, Only whisper, Till He come.

See, the feast of love is spread, Drink the wine, and break the bread;

REFLECTIONS FOR THE WEEK
R. 376
1. There were two other occasions when “till I come” or “till he come” made a tremendous impact in the lives of two people respectively. One was rejected as King of Israel. The other was anointed.
One was in the case of Saul. He was specifically instructed to wait for Samuel at Gilgal until the latter came to him. Samuel would then instruct him what to do – Saul was to wait there until Samuel came.
And thou shalt go down before me to Gilgal; and, behold, I will come down unto thee, to offer burnt offerings, and to sacrifice sacrifices of peace offerings: seven days shalt thou tarry, till I come to thee, and show thee what thou shalt do.
(1 Sam 10:8)  

Samuel met Saul at Gilgal and found that he had disobeyed God in not destroying Agag, king of the Amalekites and blamed his people for sparing the best of the sheep and of the oxen purportedly to sacrifice to God while the rest they had destroyed – they had obeyed God!  I Sam. 15:12-15
And when Samuel rose early to meet Saul in the morning, it was told Samuel, saying, Saul came to Carmel… is gone about, and passed on, and gone down to Gilgal.

And Samuel came to Saul: and Saul said unto him, Blessed be thou of the LORD: I have performed the commandment of the LORD. And Samuel said, What meaneth then this bleating of the sheep in mine ears, and the lowing of the oxen which I hear? And Saul said, They have brought them from the Amalekites: for the people spared the best of the sheep and of the oxen, to sacrifice unto the LORD thy God; and the rest we have utterly destroyed.
Samuel rebuked Saul for not waiting to get further instructions from him at Gilgal. He and the people had no right to sacrifice these undedicated animals from the Amalekites to God. 

(I Sam. 15:22, 23)

And Samuel said, Hath the LORD as great delight in burnt offerings and sacrifices, as in obeying the voice of the LORD? Behold, to obey is better than sacrifice, and to hearken than the fat of rams. For rebellion is as the sin of witchcraft, and stubbornness is as iniquity and idolatry. 
For that, Saul was rejected: Because thou hast rejected the word of the LORD, He hath also rejected thee from being king.

Are we not sometimes prepared to sacrifice to worship God in the way that we think God should be worshipped, but not even consider that what we do may not be in line with the way that God wants His people to worship Him as laid down in His Word – they that worship him must worship him in spirit and in truth? Is this not mere sacrificing to God and not obeying Him? 
REFLECT.

2. The other occasion was when Samuel refused to accept who were presented to him to be anointed as a potential king as final because the family members thought that the one not considered was not worthy in their sight. But Samuel with divine insight said unto Jesse: (I Sam. 16:11)
Are here all thy children? And he said, There remaineth yet the youngest, and, behold, he keepeth the sheep. And Samuel said unto Jesse, Send and fetch him: for we will not sit down till he come hither.
David was brought forth. He was then anointed king of Israel to replace Saul. (I Sam. 16:12, 13)

 And he sent, and brought him in. Now he was ruddy, and withal of a beautiful countenance, and goodly to look to. And the LORD said, Arise, anoint him: for this is he.

Then Samuel took the horn of oil, and anointed him in the midst of his brethren: and the spirit of the LORD came upon David from that day forward.

Samuel refused to go till the Lord’s appointed was come, and he anointed David king!

For My thoughts are not your thoughts, neither are your ways My ways, saith the LORD. 

For as the heavens are higher than the earth, so are My ways higher than your ways, 

and My thoughts than your thoughts. (Isa. 55:8, 9)
REFLECT on the above two cases when we choose to have our ways of Worshipping God and our thoughts of who, we think, is worthy to serve God.

Pertinent Points to Ponder:
To Occupy Till I Come needs us to be 

Pre-Occupied with Him all the time.
