The Text: Now there stood by the cross of Jesus His Mother [i.e. Mary]…
Jn. 19:25


Mary the mother of James and Joses…beheld where He was laid.
Mk. 15:47
The Thots:

A. MARY, the Mother of Jesus at the Cross.
Jn. 19:25
Now there stood by the cross of Jesus His mother…

1. Mary must have been Heart-broken to see her Son Crucified on the Cross.


a. She had Witnessed the Son lifted up on the Cruel Cross.
Jn. 19:25
b. What Wrong had her Son done?
Lk. 23:4
Pilate (had declared) to the chief priests and to the people, I find no fault in this Man.
c. But Pilate, Willing to Content the people…delivered Jesus…to be Crucified. 
Mk. 15:15
d. However, Mary was Wonderfully Spared from Seeing the last hours of His Suffering. See #2 below.
2. Her Son made provision of a Home for her.

a. She had to Excuse Him; He was going away for a little while; she would see Him no more .Jn. 16:16-19

b. She was to Embrace the disciple whom He loved as her own son.
When Jesus therefore saw His mother, and the disciple standing by, whom He loved, 
He saith unto His mother, Woman, behold thy son!
Jn. 19:26
c. He then Entrusted her to the disciple whom He loved – Behold thy mother!
Jn. 19:27a
d. The two He loved were now Entered into the same Home!
Jn. 19:27b
And from that hour that disciple took her unto his own home.

B. MARY, the Mother of James and Joses at the Tomb.
Mt.27:56; Mk. 15:47
Mary the mother of James and Joses…beheld where He was laid.

1. Mary, had Followed Jesus and ministered to Him from Galilee.
Mk. 15:40b, 41
Mary the mother of James… (who also, when He was in Galilee, followed Him, and ministered unto Him;) 
2. Mary was Faithful - she remained behind to see that Jesus was properly buried. 

Mk. 14:

Mary the mother of James…and Joses…beheld the sepulchre, and how His body was laid.
Lk. 23:55
3. Mary was among the First to visit the tomb of Jesus on the First day of the Week.

Lk. 24:1-3
Now upon the First day of the week…they came unto the sepulchre, and they Found the stone 
rolled away from the sepulchre. And they entered in, and Found not the body of the Lord Jesus.
4. Mary and the other women were Fearful but were told Remember what the Lord said:

Lk. 24:4-9
As they were much perplexed thereabout, behold, two men stood by them in shining garments: 
And as they were afraid…they said unto them, Why seek ye the living among the dead?
a. They were told to Remember the words of their Lord.

He is not here, but is risen: remember how He spake unto you when He was yet in Galilee, saying, 
The Son of man must be delivered into the hands of sinful men, and be crucified,
and the third day rise again. 
b. And they Remembered His words,

c. And Returned from the sepulchre, and told all these things unto the eleven, and to all the rest.
C. Mothers at the Lord’s Supper today.

1. Remember what the Lord spoke unto you.
I Cor. 11:23-26

The Lord Jesus the same night in which He was betrayed took bread:

And when He had given thanks, He brake it, and said, Take, eat: this is My body, which is broken for you: this do in remembrance of Me.

After the same manner also He took the cup, when He had supped, saying, This cup is the new testament in My blood: this do ye, as oft as ye drink it, in remembrance of Me.

For as often as ye eat this bread, and drink this cup, ye do show the Lord's death till He come.

2. Remember…At the cross, her station keeping, Stood the mournful mother weeping,

Where He hung, the dying Lord; For her soul of joy bereavèd,

Bowed with anguish, deeply grievèd, Felt the sharp and piercing sword.

Oh, how sad and sore distressed Now was she, that mother blessèd

Of the sole begotten One; Deep the woe of her affliction,

When she saw the crucifixion Of her ever glorious Son.

Who, on Christ’s dear mother gazing Pierced by anguish so amazing

Born of woman, would not weep? Who, on Christ’s dear mother thinking

Such a cup of sorrow drinking Would not share her sorrows deep?

For His people’s sins chastisèd, She beheld her Son despisèd,
