Heb. 12:2
The Thots:
 
A. Turn Your eyes upon Jesus for Salvation.

1. Serpent-Stricken Israelites were asked to look to the Serpent on the cross.
Num. 
21:5-9
a. The Israelites had been Fiercely Murmuring against God and Moses.

21:5
Wherefore have ye brought us up out of Egypt to die in the wilderness? 
For there is no bread, neither is there any water; and our soul loatheth this light bread.
b. God sent Fiery serpents to bite them.

21:6
The LORD sent fiery serpents among the people, and they bit the people; and much people of Israel died.
c. For healing they must look up in Faith to the bronze serpent on the cross.
21:8, 9, NIV
The LORD said to Moses, "Make a snake and put it up on a pole; anyone who is bitten 
can Look at it and Live." So Moses made a bronze snake and put it up on a pole.
Then when anyone was bitten by a snake and Looked at the bronze snake, he Lived.
d. That was a Foreshadow of Jesus bearing our sins on the cross.
See # 2 below.
2. Sin-Stricken Sinners are to look to Jesus as their Substitute on the cross.
a. The Serpent was the Symbol of Sin on the cross.
Jn. 3:14
As Moses lifted up the serpent in the wilderness, even so must the Son of man be lifted up.
b. Jesus Who knew no Sin was made Sin for us.
II Cor. 5:21
He hath made Him to be sin for us, Who knew no sin.

…Who did no sin, neither was guile found in His mouth.
I Pet. 2:22
c. Thus Jesus was lifted up on the cross as our Sin-bearer and Substitute.
I Pet. 2:24
His own self bare our sins in His own body on the tree, that we, being dead to sins, 
should live unto righteousness: by whose stripes ye were healed.
d. Now sinners just have to Look to Jesus and Live.
Look! look! look and live! There is life for a look at the crucified One,

There is life at this moment for thee.

B. Turn Your eyes upon Jesus when running our Set Race.
Heb. 12:1, 2

The Christian Life is a Race.
1. Jesus Commenced the race. He will Certainly Conclude it for us.
Heb. 12:2
Jesus the Author and Finisher of our faith.
2. Our part is to Continue in the race set before us and Complete it. 
Heb. 12:1, 2

a. Let us Lay aside every weight, and the sin which doth so easily beset us…

12:1

and run with patience the race that is set before us.
b. Looking unto Jesus the Author and Finisher of our Faith;

12:2

Who for the joy that was set before Him endured the cross, despising the shame, 
and is set down at the right hand of the throne of God.
c. When tempted to Lapse, Consider Him who endured such hostility against Himself 

from sinners, so that you may not grow weary or lose heart.
12:3, NRSV
C. Turn Your eyes upon Jesus at His Second coming.

1. For Israel, their eyes will look on Him and they will be Convicted and repent.
Rev. 1:7

a. Behold, He cometh with clouds; and every eye shall see Him, 

and they also which pierced Him: and all kindreds of the earth shall wail because of Him. 
b. …the house of David, and…Jerusalem…shall look upon Me Whom they have pierced, 
and they shall mourn for Him.
Zech. 12:10
2. For us when He Comes…in the twinkling of an eye… we shall all be Changed. 
I Cor. 15:51, 52
In a moment, in the twinkling of an eye, at the last trump: 
for the trumpet shall sound, and the dead shall be raised incorruptible, and we shall be changed.
We may not be able to Set our eyes on Him then, but then we shall See Him eternally after that!
D. In the Meanwhile, Turn Your eyes on Jesus at the Lord’s Supper

And Remember Him:
I Cor. 11:25, 26

For as often as ye eat this bread, and drink this cup, ye do show the Lord's death till He come.
1. God forbid that our eyes should look at Him and not recognise Him.
Lk. 24:16 
But their eyes were holden that they should not know Him.

2. Later, it came to pass, as…He took bread, and blessed it, and brake, and gave to them. 
And their eyes were opened, and they knew Him; and He vanished out of their sight.  24:30, 31
Turn your eyes upon Jesus, Look full in His wonderful face,

And the things of earth will grow strangely dim, In the light of His glory and grace.

Unbelievers and believers should be aware of two Looks mentioned in the Bible –

(1) A Look to Live that leads to Life, and

(2) A Look to Lust that leads to Death.

1. The Look to Live that leads to Life. 
See #A of the Rumination above.
Also see Isa. 45:22 –

Look unto Me, and be ye saved, all the ends of the earth: 
for I am God, and there is none else.
a. Consider our Unique God – I am God, there is none else.
Isa. 45:22, 21


There is no God else beside Me; a just God and a Saviour; there is none beside Me.


b. Consider our Unique Saviour –
Acts 4:12

Neither is there salvation in any other: for there is none other name 

under heaven given among men, whereby we must be saved.

Thou shalt call His name JESUS: for He shall save His people from their sins. Mt. 1:21

c. Consider His Universal invitation – 
Isa. 45:22
Look unto Me and be ye saved all the ends of the earth.
d.
Consider our Universal responsibility –
Mk.16:15,16


Go ye into all the world, and preach the gospel to every creature.

He that believeth and is baptized shall be saved; 
but he that believeth not shall be damned.



Are you telling the unbelieving “world” around you that they need 


To Listen to the Gospel, Look to Him and Live?
REFLECT
2. The Look to Lust that Leads to Death.
The believer needs to pay attention to the Lord’s warning that He gave 
in His Sermon on the Mount – 
Mt. 5:28
a. The Look to Lust

But I say unto you, That whosoever looketh on a woman to lust after her 
hath committed adultery with her already in his heart.
b. The Lust that Leads to Death:
Every man is tempted, when he is drawn away of his own lust, and enticed.

Then when lust hath conceived, it bringeth forth sin: and sin, when it is finished, 
bringeth forth death.
In these days of the Internet and the print media, the temptation to lust for a man or woman is so opportunistic. One need not go far to fall into the Tempter’s snare – it is just a click away!
Consider that in such situations a Christian always has a High Priest 

to Whom he can go to seek help in time of need – 
Heb. 4:15, 16
For we have not an high priest which cannot be touched with the feeling of our infirmities; but was in all points tempted like as we are, yet without sin.

Let us therefore come boldly unto the throne of grace, that we may obtain mercy, 
and find grace to help in time of need.
REFLECT on this Resource at hand.
Pertinent Points to Ponder: 
It just takes a look, but the sight can make an eternal difference between right and wrong and being right or wrong.
