Intro: To bow the knee is to fall down in worship.
A. The Soldiers bowed the knee to Ridicule Him.
Mt. 27:27-29
They bowed the knee before Him, and mocked Him.
1. They Stripped Him, and put on Him a scarlet Robe.
27:27

2. InStead of a Royal diadem, they…platted a crown of thorns, [and] put it upon His head.
27:28a

3. Instead of a Sceptre, they put a Reed in His Right hand.
27:28b
4. Then they gave Him the Regal Salute and mocked Him, saying, Hail, King of the Jews! 
27:28c 
B. The Remnant Refused to bow their knee to worship Baal.
Rom. 11:4
I have reserved to Myself seven thousand men, who have not bowed the knee to the image of Baal.
1. Jezebel Sought after Elijah’s life because he had Slain Baal’s prophets.
I Kgs. 19:1
2. In turn, Elijah thought that God had forsaken him for the children of Israel have slain 
Thy prophets… and I, even I only, am left; and they Seek my life, to take it away.

19:10
3. But God later assured him that Seven thousand were not caught:

19:18
Yet I have left me Seven thousand in Israel, all the knees which have not bowed unto Baal.

4. God had not forsaken Israel, even in Paul’s days, as Stated by him:
Rom. 11:1, 2
I say then, Hath God cast away His people? God forbid. For I also am an Israelite…

God hath not cast away His people which He foreknew.
C. Paul Bowed the Knee when he Remembered the Ephesian believers.
Eph. 3:14-19.

For this cause I bow my knees unto the Father of our Lord Jesus Christ.
3:14
1. The believers should not be Alarmed with Paul’s tribulations.

3:13

Wherefore I desire that ye faint not at my tribulations for you, which is your glory.

2. On the other hand, he was Anxious that they should be Strengthened and Stablished. 
3:16-19
a. That he would grant you… to be strengthened with might by His Spirit  in the inner man;

b. That Christ may dwell in your hearts by faith; 
c. That ye, being rooted and grounded in love, may be able to comprehend with all saints 
what is the breadth, and length, and depth, and height; and to know the love of Christ, 
which passeth knowledge, that ye might be filled with all the fulness of God.
D. At the end, All will have to bow the knee to Worship Him.
Phil. 2:10, 11
1. At the Throne of the Lamb, the Saved in Heaven will fall down to worship Him.  
Rev. 5:6
a. The Four beasts and Four and twenty elders Fell down before the Lamb…

5:8-10
b. And they Sung a new Song, saying, Thou art worthy…for thou wast Slain, 
and hast redeemed us to God by thy blood out of every kindred, and tongue, and people, and nation;

And hast made us unto our God kings and priests: and we shall reign on the earth.
c. And the four beasts said, Amen. And the four and twenty elders Fell down

and worshipped Him that liveth  for ever and ever.
2. At the Judgment Seat of Christ, the Saints shall all give an account of themselves.
Rom. 14:10b-12

For we shall all stand before the judgment seat of Christ. For it is written, As I live,
 saith the Lord, every knee shall bow to me, and every tongue shall confess to God.
So then every one of us shall give account of himself to God.
a. Either they bow the knee in Reverence before Him as they Receive their Reward.
I Cor. 11:14
If any man's work abide which he hath built thereupon, he shall receive a reward.

b. Or they bow the head in Shame with nothing to Show in their Service for Him.
I Cor. 11:15
If any man's work shall be burned, he shall suffer loss: but he himself shall be saved; yet so as by fire.
Cf. Now, little children, abide in Him; that, when He shall appear, we may have confidence,
 and not be ashamed before Him at His coming.
I Jn. 2:28
3. At the end of the ages, all in the universe and in Space will bow before Him. 
Phil. 2:10, 11
At the name of Jesus every knee should bow, of things in heaven, and things in earth, 
and things under the earth; and that every tongue should confess that Jesus Christ is Lord,
 to the glory of God the Father

As we Sit at His Supper this day, let a man examine himself, and so let him eat of that bread, 
and drink of that   cup. For he that eateth and drinketh unworthily, eateth and drinketh damnation 
to himself, not discerning the Lord's body.
I Cor. 11:28, 29
Jesus, Lord, our Captain glorious O’er sin, and death, and hell victorious,
Wisdom and might to Thee belong: We confess, proclaim, adore Thee,
We bow the knee, we fall before Thee, Thy love henceforth shall be our song:

1. Consider God’s special relationship with His people, Israel:
a) God’s Call of Abram to commence the Jewish Race:
Gen. 12:1-3
Now the LORD had said unto Abram, Get thee out of thy country, and from thy kindred, 
 and from thy father's house, unto a land that I will show thee:

And I will make of thee a great nation, and I will bless thee, and make thy name great; 
and thou shalt be a blessing: And I will bless them that bless thee, and curse him 
that curseth thee: and in thee shall all families of the earth be blessed.

i. It was a Unilateral Call – I
ii. It was an Unconditional Call – I will
iii. It was a Universal Commitment – in thee shall all families of the earth be blessed.

b) God’s Choice of Israel to be His people: 
Deut. 7:6-9
For thou art an holy people unto the LORD thy God: the LORD thy God hath chosen thee 
to be a special people unto Himself, above all people that are upon the face of the earth.

The LORD did not set his love upon you, nor choose you, because ye were more in number 
than any people; for ye were the fewest of all people:

But because the LORD loved you, and because he would keep the oath which he had sworn unto your fathers, hath the LORD brought you out with a mighty hand, and redeemed you out of the
house of bondmen, from the hand of Pharaoh king of Egypt.

Know therefore that the LORD thy God, He is God, the faithful God, which keepeth covenant 
and mercy with them that love Him and keep His commandments to a thousand generations;

c) God’s Covenant with Abraham and Israel:
Gen. 15:18-21 cf. 17:5-9

In the same day the LORD made a covenant with Abram, saying, Unto thy seed 

have I given this land, from the river of Egypt unto the great river, the river Euphrates:

i. It was to be Passed down to His Posterity – Unto thy seed

ii. It was Personal from God to Israel – have I given

iii. It was Physical – this land, from the river of Egypt unto the great river, the river Euphrates:
d) God’s Confirmation of His Covenant:

i. With a Night Ceremony:

Gen 15:8-18

8  And he said, Lord GOD, whereby shall I know that I shall inherit it?

9  And He said unto him, Take me an heifer of three years old…

12 And when the sun was going down, a deep sleep fell upon Abram…

18  In the same day the LORD made a covenant with Abram, saying, 

Unto thy seed have I given this land…

ii. With a Name Change:

Gen. 17:5

Neither shall thy name any more be called Abram, but thy name shall be Abraham; 
for a father of many nations have I made thee.

iii. With a National Circumcision:
Gen. 17:10
This is My covenant, which ye shall keep, between Me and you and thy seed after thee; 
Every man child among you shall be circumcised.
In the light of the above, can God ever cast Israel aside and replace her with the Church?

I say then, Hath God cast away His people? God forbid. 
Rom. 11:1, 2

For I also am an Israelite, of the seed of Abraham, of the tribe of Benjamin. 

God hath not cast away His people which He foreknew.
REFLECT
2. When we believe in Jesus, we are Saved (Acts 16:31), Sealed by the Spirit (Eph. 1:3)

and no one can Snatch us away from The Father’s and the Son’s hands (Jn. 10:28-30). 
Can we ever lose our salvation?
REFLECT.
Pertinent Points to Ponder: 
At His Judgment Seat, we shall either bow the knee to Revere   Him as we Receive our Reward or we shall bow the head in Shame with nothing to Show for our Service for Him.
