C. The Uniqueness of the One Mediator, the Man Christ Jesus.
The Unique God was reconciling the Unrighteous sinner to Himself through Jesus Christ, 

the Unique Mediator between God and Man.

1. He was God in Christ, reconciling the World unto Himself.
II Cor. 5:19
2. He was God Who became Man for the suffering of death.
Heb. 2:9

Jesus, who was made a little lower than the angels for the suffering of death.

3. He was God Who became Man to die on the cross.
Phil. 2:6-8, NIV


Christ, being in very nature God…made Himself nothing…being made in human likeness.


and…found in appearance as a man, He humbled Himself and became obedient to death 


-- even death on a cross.

D. The Uniqueness of His incomparable Name.
1. Only in His Name can the unrighteous Sinner be Saved.
Acts 4:12

Neither is there salvation in any other: for there is none other name under heaven
 given among men, whereby we must be saved.
2. Only His Exclusive Name will be Elevated high and all shall bow in Exhilarated worship:
Phil. 2:9-11
God also hath highly exalted Him, and given Him a name which is above every name:
That at the name of Jesus every knee should bow, of things in heaven, and things in earth, 
and things under the earth; and that every tongue should confess that Jesus Christ is Lord, 
to the glory of God the Father
.

REFLCETIONS FOR THE WEEK

R 395
1. Judaism believes in one God. Thus, their Shema:

Hear, O Israel: The LORD our God is one LORD. Deut. 6:4
The Shema is an affirmation of Judaism and a declaration of faith in one God. 
The Jew is obligated to say Shema in the morning and at night. Deut. 6:7
Islam believes in one God. Thus, their Shahada:
The shahada is the Muslim declaration of belief in the oneness of God (tawhid) and acceptance of Muhammad as God’s prophet. The declaration in its shortest form reads:
There is no god but God, Muhammad is the messenger of God. (In English)

It is the religion's most fundamental concept and holds God (Arabic: Allah) is one (wāḥid) and unique (ahad) – Wikipedia.

The Devil and demons also believe in one God. (Jas. 2:19)

Thou believest that there is one God; thou doest well: the devils also believe, and tremble.

Christianity believes in one God AND also one Lord Jesus Christ. Thus,

But to us there is but one God, the Father, of whom are all things, and we in Him; 
and one Lord Jesus Christ, by whom are all things, and we by Him.  I Cor. 8:6
There is one body, and one Spirit, even as ye are called in one hope of your calling;

One Lord, one faith, one baptism, One God and Father of all, who is above all, and through all, and in you all. Eph. 4:4-6
For there is one God, and one Mediator between God and men, the Man Christ Jesus; 
I Tim. 2:5
All the first three above believe in One God, but none of them believes in the One Jesus Christ. The evil spirits know Him (“And the evil spirit answered and said, Jesus I know, and Paul I know; but who are ye? Acts 19:15 cf.  Mk. 1:24) but they do not believe in Him as God, Saviour or Mediator as with the other two religions.
To believe in God is to believe in a God Who is Holy, Righteous and cannot tolerate sin. As such, God judgeth the righteous, and God is angry with the wicked every day. (Psa. 7:11). Hence not to believe in the Lord Jesus Christ is to have the wrath of the righteous God abiding on and in him – He that believeth on the Son hath everlasting life: and he that believeth not the Son shall not see life; but the wrath of God abideth on him. (Jn. 3:36)
Thus, we need a Mediator between God and Man, the Man Christ Jesus Who gave Himself a ransom for all, to be testified in due time. (I Tim. 2:5)

All who believe in God and that He is One need this One Mediator, the Man Christ Jesus because only He qualifies to be the Daysman Job hoped for to lay hands on the two and bring them together. (See R. 393 last week)
REFLECT

2. There is One Mediator, the Man Christ Jesus. 
Yet there are religions and people who seek to thrust their own Mediator or Mediatrix to intercede between God and men. To qualify to be a Mediator, one must be able to lay hands on God and man as it were, and no man can, as Job himself acknowledged –  (Job 9:32, 33)
For He is not a man, as I am, that I should answer Him, and we should come together in judgment. Neither is there any daysman betwixt us, that might lay his hand upon us both, except that Jesus, the Mediator Himself is God and Man at the same time, and has given Himself a ransom for man to appease a righteous God.

Mary, the mother of Jesus cannot, nor any saints in heaven or on earth or any other man in the past, now or ever can be or will be able to intercede between God and men.
Why do people still put their faith on any other except the Man Christ Jesus?  REFLECT 
Points to Ponder: With the One God and the One Mediator, we need no other.
