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The Text: 
Look upon mine affliction and my pain; and forgive all my sins.

The Thots:
 
A. The Plea to have one’s sins forgiven and to be made Whole.
1. The Plea of the Publican.

Lk. 18:13
The publican, standing afar off, would not lift up so much as his eyes unto heaven, 
but smote upon his breast, saying, God be merciful to me a sinner.

2. The Leper’s Cry to the Lord for Cleansing.
Mt. 8:2
Behold, there came a leper and worshipped Him, saying, Lord, if Thou wilt, Thou canst make me clean.
3. The Woman with the issue of blood Wanted to be Whole.
Mk. 5:25-(28)-34
A certain woman, which had an issue of blood twelve years…said, 
If I may touch but his clothes, I shall be whole.
· Forgiveness of Sins is the first Step to being made Whole.
B. The Person Who can Forgive Sins.
1. The Person of God.

Isa. 43:25
I, even I, am He that blotteth out thy transgressions for Mine own sake, and will not remember thy sins.
For I will be merciful…and their sins and their iniquities will I remember no more.
Heb. 8:12; 10:17
2. The Person of the Lord.

Mt. 9:6
But that ye may know that the Son of man hath power on earth to forgive sins, 
(then saith He to the sick of the palsy,) Arise, take up thy bed, and go unto thine house.
· Thus, the Paralysed man had his sins forgiven by the Lord and made whole.
Behold, they brought to Him a man sick of the Palsy…and Jesus seeing their faith 
said unto the sick of the palsy; Son, be of good cheer; thy sins be forgiven thee.
Mt. 9:2
C. The Point to which all sins can be Forgiven.
1. No matter the “Colour” of the Sin, all sins can be forgiven!
Come now, and let us reason together, saith the LORD: though your sins be as scarlet, 
they shall be as white as snow; though they be red like crimson, they shall be as wool.
Isa. 1:18
2. It Covers all trespasses including those against the Law.
Col. 2:13, 14
You, being dead in your sins…having forgiven you all trespasses; Blotting out 
the handwriting of ordinances that was against us,…took it out of the way, nailing it to His cross;

D. The Possibility of all sins being Forgiven.
1. It is because of Christ’s shed Rich atoning blood:
Heb. 9:22
For without shedding of blood is no Remission.
2. It is because of the Riches of God's Grace.
Eph. 1:7
In whom we have Redemption through His blood, the forgiveness of sins,

according to the riches of His grace;
i. For by grace are ye saved
ii. Through faith; and that not of yourselves: it is the gift of God. 
Eph. 2:8, 9
3. It is because of His mercy He saved us, by the washing of Regeneration, and Renewing 
of the Holy Ghost; which He shed on us abundantly through Jesus Christ our Saviour.  Tit. 3:5

E. The Praise for the Forgiveness of Sins.
Let us therefore praise the Lord for this Reminder of Him Who forgave all our sins 
as We Remember Him for Who He is and what He did for us.
1. Bless the LORD, O my soul, and forget not all His benefits: 
Who forgiveth all thine iniquities; who healeth all thy diseases.
Psa. 103:2, 3
2. Behold, a woman in the city, which was a sinner, when she knew that Jesus sat at meat 
in the Pharisee's house, brought an alabaster box of ointment, and stood at His feet 
behind Him weeping, and began to wash His feet with tears, and did wipe them 
with the hairs of her head, and kissed His feet, and anointed them with the ointment.
Lk. 7:37 cf. 39
3. Then again called they the man that was Blind, and said unto him, Give God the praise:
 we know that this Man is a sinner. He answered and said, Whether He be a sinner 
or no, I know not: one thing I know, that, whereas I was blind, now I see.
Lk. 9:24, 25
Once I was blind, but now I can see:

Meditate on the following factual picturesque promises:
Psa. 103:12 – 
As far as the east is from the west, so far hath He removed our transgressions from us.

Micah 9:17

He will turn again, He will have compassion upon us; He will subdue our iniquities; 

and Thou wilt cast all their sins into the depths of the sea.

Isa. 38:17

Behold, for peace I had great bitterness: but Thou hast in love to my soul delivered it from the pit of corruption: for Thou hast cast all my sins behind Thy back.

Jer. 50:20

In those days, and in that time, saith the LORD, the iniquity of Israel shall be sought for, 

and there shall be none; and the sins of Judah, and they shall not be found: 

for I will pardon them whom I reserve.

Dan. 9:24

Seventy weeks are determined upon thy people and upon thy holy city, to finish the transgression, and to make an end of sins, and to make reconciliation for iniquity….

Israel was a rebellious nation. Their ultimate sin was when they crucified the Messiah Who was sent to deliver them. (Acts 2:23)

Yet in spite of their very sinful act which would have included all other committed sins against God and their Saviour, God at the end would forgive them of their sins and keep His covenant with Abraham to make them a great nation. Thus, in the new covenant with them He will forgive them of all their sins and establish them in His new kingdom.

Behold, the days come, saith the LORD, that I will make a new covenant with the house of Israel, and with the house of Judah:

Not according to the covenant that I made with their fathers in the day that I took them by the hand to bring them out of the land of Egypt; which my covenant they brake, although I was an husband unto them, saith the LORD:

But this shall be the covenant that I will make with the house of Israel; After those days, saith the LORD, I will put My law in their inward parts, and write it in their hearts; and will be their God, and they shall be My people.

And they shall teach no more every man his neighbour, and every man his brother, saying, Know the LORD: for they shall all know Me, from the least of them unto the greatest of them, saith the LORD: for I will forgive their iniquity, and I will remember their sin no more.
      Jer. 31:31-34
In the light of the above, what will He not do for you when He that spared not His own Son, but delivered Him up for us all, how shall He not with Him also freely give us all things?

Who shall lay any thing to the charge of God's elect? It is God that justifieth…

Rom. 8:32-39. Is there any sin too enormous for God not to forgive you?
