1. When He was on earth, Physical and Mental Sicknesses:

When evening came, many who were demon-possessed were brought to Him, and he drove out the spirits with a word and healed all the sick. This was to fulfill what was spoken through the prophet Isaiah: 
"He took up our infirmities and carried our diseases."

2. When He was on the cross, Spiritual Sicknesses (our Sin):

a. He was wounded for our transgressions,

C. The Punishment He bore to bring about our Healing and Peace with God.

In a Gospel website in the Net, the following comments were made regarding Isa. 53:4, 5


Surely he hath borne our griefs, and carried our sorrows: yet we did esteem him stricken, smitten of God, and afflicted.  But he was wounded for our transgressions, he was bruised 


for our iniquities: the chastisement of our peace was upon him; and with his stripes we are healed
Comment 1:

Many Christians don’t have enough faith to believe that God can actually heal them. God’s word says that all you need is the faith of a mustard seed. The stripes of Jesus refer to what he endured on the cross, he was beaten and whipped causing stripes on his body. Jesus did this for the world, so that we could live a life of holiness and have a relationship with God (free of sickness, disease and sin).

Comment 2:

By his stripes we are healed refers to our sins, not a physical healing. Some faith teachers misquote this scripture taking it out of context. They will claim you must have enough faith to be healed. If this were true according to the scripture then how do you know you have enough faith to be sure your sins are forgiven? We are healed through prayer and faith in God and if it be his will you will be healed!

Reflecting on Comment 1 - Was it lack of faith on Paul’s part that God did not give him the healing He pleaded for but instead gave him grace to bear his infirmity for which he had cried to God to remove three times?  Reflect on what Paul himself had to say (II Cor. 12:7-10):
Lest I should be exalted above measure through the abundance of the revelations, there was given to me a thorn in the flesh, the messenger of Satan to buffet me, lest I should be exalted above measure. For this thing I besought the Lord thrice, that it might depart from me. And He said unto me, My grace is sufficient for thee: for My strength is made perfect in weakness. Most gladly therefore will I rather glory in my infirmities, that the power of Christ may rest upon me. Therefore I take pleasure in infirmities, in reproaches, in necessities, in persecutions, in distresses for Christ's sake: for when I am weak, then am I strong.

Was it lack of faith that Epaphroditus indeed…was sick nigh unto death: but God had mercy on him; and not on him only, but on me [Paul] also, lest I should have sorrow upon sorrow (Phil. 2:27) that God raised him to full health again? Why did God allow him to be sick to the extent that he was nigh unto death and did not heal him when he first fell sick? Was it due to his lack of faith?

Why did Paul advise Timothy to drink no longer water, but use a little wine for thy stomach's sake and thine often infirmities (I Tim. 5:23)? Was it lack of faith that Timothy suffered these frequent stomach ailments?
Is it due to lack of faith that today there are numerous fervent Christians and faithful servants of the Lord who are suffering from various sicknesses and some from life-long diseases as well?
REFLECT
2. Many would have sung, and even could from memory, some of the over 8000 beautiful hymns (with over 100 million copies of her songs printed) which were composed by born-blind Fanny Crosby. Wikipedia reported of her: Crosby later remarked: "It seemed intended by the blessed providence of God that I should be blind all my life, and I thank him for the dispensation. If perfect earthly sight were offered me tomorrow I would not accept it. I might not have sung hymns to the praise of God if I had been distracted by the beautiful and interesting things about me" and Crosby was then raised by her mother and maternal grandmother, Eunice Crosby also once said, "when I get to heaven, the first face that shall ever gladden my sight will be that of my Savior".When asked about her blindness, Crosby was reported as saying that "had it not been for her affliction she might not have so good an education or have so great an influence, and certainly not so fine a memory". Did Fanny Crosby (and many others like her) lack faith or was it the purpose of God to make her a blessing to millions of others through her infirmity which she was willing to endure that she might be this blessing?
REFLECT.
Points to Ponder: Sometimes through infirmities, the Lord can transform me from being a bane into a blessing to others.
