The Thots:
 

A. What kind of a Father would Please Himself and…
Isa. 53:10a
1. …Bruise His Son?

a. He was Stricken – 

Cf. Mk. 14:65

Cf. Some began to…buffet Him…and the servants did strike Him with the palms of their hands. 
b. He was Smitten – 

Cf. Saith Jesus unto them, All ye shall be offended because of Me this night: for it is written, 

I will smite the shepherd, and the sheep of the flock shall be scattered abroad.
Mt. 26:31

Cf. Then Pilate therefore took Jesus, and scourged Him.
Jn. 19:1
2. …Put Him To Grief?

a. He was a man of sorrows, and acquainted with grief.
Isa. 53:3b
b. He hath borne our griefs, and carried our sorrows.
Isa. 53:4a
c. Then saith He unto them, My soul is exceeding sorrowful, even unto death…
Mt. 26:38
d. About the ninth hour Jesus cried with a loud voice, saying, Eli, Eli, lama sabachthani? 
that is to say, My God, My God, why hast Thou forsaken Me?
Mt. 27:46
B.  Why did the Father do it to His Son?
Isa. 53:5
1. Because He loved the World:


a. For God so loved the world, that He gave His only begotten Son…
Jn. 3:16
b. God commendeth His love toward us…while we were yet sinners, Christ died for us.
Rom. 5:8
c. Behold, what manner of love the Father hath bestowed upon us, 
that we should be called the sons of God.
I Jn. 3:1a

2. Because there was no other Way He could pardon our sins:

a. He Just had to do it to Justify His righteousness in forgiving man’s sinfulness!
Rom. 3:25,26
To declare His righteousness for the remission of sins that are past…
To declare, I say, at this time His righteousness: that He might be just, 

and the justifier of Him which believeth in Jesus.
Rom. 3:25, 26
b. He Just had to give Jesus, His Son to be the Substitute for Sinners:
Isa. 53:5
i. He was wounded for our transgressions, 
ii. He was bruised for our iniquities: 
iii. The chastisement of our peace was upon him; 
c. Thus, with his Stripes we are healed.
C. How did the Son respond to the Father?

1. The Son’s Struggle:

Lk. 22:42

a. Father, if Thou be willing, remove this cup from Me: nevertheless not My will, but Thine, be done.

b. The cup which My Father hath given Me, shall I not drink it?
Jn. 18:11b

2. An Angel was Sent to Strengthen Him for this:
Lk. 22:43

And there Appeared an angel unto Him from heaven, strengthening Him.

3. The Son’s Submission.

Jn. 12:27, 28a
a. Now is My soul troubled; and what shall I say? Father, save Me from this hour: 
but for this cause came I unto this hour. Father, glorify Thy name. 
b. For I came down from heaven, not to do Mine own will, but the will of Him that sent Me.
Jn. 6:38
4. The Father’s Satisfaction:

Jn. 12:28b
a. Then came there a voice from heaven, saying, I have both glorified it, and will glorify it again.
b. The Father hath not left Me alone; for I do always those things that please Him.
Jn. 8:29b
c. Therefore doth My Father love Me, because I lay down My life, that I might take it again.
Jn. 10:17
d. Cf. Lo a voice from heaven, saying, This is My beloved Son, in whom I am well pleased. 
Mt. 3:17
D. How Should We Respond to the Son?
I Cor. 11:23-25
1. The Son’s Request:
a The Lord Jesus the same night in which He was betrayed took bread:

And when he had given thanks, He brake it, and said, 

Take, eat: this is My body, which is broken for you: this do in remembrance of Me.

b After the same manner also He took the cup, when He had supped, saying, 
This cup is the new testament in My blood: this do ye, as oft as ye drink it, in remembrance of Me.
2. Our Act of Remembrance –


a To Commemorate Him:
I Cor. 11:26

For as often as ye eat this bread, and drink this cup, ye do show the Lord's death till He come.
b To Continue stedfastly in…fellowship, and in breaking of bread….
Acts. 2:42

Jehovah lifted up His rod; O Christ, it fell on Thee! 
Thou wast sore stricken of Thy God; There’s not one stroke for me. 

Thy tears, Thy blood, beneath it flowed; Thy bruising healeth me.
