a. Their Earlier Discovery: we have seen His star in the east.

a. The Star and the Sceptre in Scripture:
Num. 24:17


I shall see Him, but not now: I shall behold Him, but not nigh: there shall come

a Star out of Jacob, and a Sceptre shall rise out of Israel.


Cp. The Sceptre shall not depart from Judah, nor a lawgiver from between his feet, 

until Shiloh come; and unto Him shall the gathering of the people be.

B. The Question of the Magi:

Mt. 2:2
Where is He that is born King of the Jews? for we…are come to worship Him.
1. The Magi’s Anticipation: the One born was to be the King of the Jews.
2. The Magi’s Adoration: they had come to worship Him.

3. The Magi’s Aim was to worship the Child, not the mother holding the Child.
Mt. 2:11a

They saw the young Child with Mary His mother, and fell down, and worshipped Him.
4. The Magi’s Adulation:

When they had opened their treasures, they presented unto Him gifts; gold, and frankincense, and myrrh.

C. The Query of Pilate.

Jn. 18:23
1. Pilate’s Resolve: Then Pilate…called Jesus, and said unto Him, Art Thou the King of the Jews?
2. Jesus’ Reply: 

Jn. 18:37

Thou sayest that I am a king. To this end was I born, and for this cause came I into the world…

3.  Pilate offered to Release their King to the Jews.
Jn. 18:39

Ye have a custom, that I should release unto you one at the passover: 

will ye therefore that I release unto you the King of the Jews?

It was the preparation of the Passover…he saith unto the Jews, Behold your King!  
Jn. 19:14

4. The Jews’ Rejection of their King.

Jn. 19:15
But they cried out, Away with Him, away with Him, crucify Him. Pilate saith unto them, 
Shall I crucify your King? The chief priests answered, We have no king but Caesar.
5. The Reference on the cross:

Jn. 19:19
Pilate wrote a title, and put it on the cross…JESUS OF NAZARETH THE KING OF THE JEWS.
D. The ReQuest of the King.

I Cor. 11:23

The Lord Jesus the same night in which He was betrayed…
1. Took Bread and Broke it. 

11:24

And when He had given thanks, He…said, Take, eat: this is My body, which is broken for you: 
this do in remembrance of Me.
2. After the same manner also He took the cup and said:
11:25

This cup is the new testament in My blood: this do ye, as oft as ye drink it, in remembrance of Me.
Our Lord is now rejected, And by the world disowned,
By the many still neglected, And by the few enthroned;

But soon He’ll come in glory! The hour is drawing nigh,

For the crowning day is coming By-and-by.

O, the crowning day is coming! Is coming by-and-by!

When our Lord shall come in “power” And “glory” from on high!

O, the glorious sight will gladden Each waiting, watchful eye,


In the crowning day that’s coming By-and-by.
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1. The Jews (Israel) rejected their King and crucified Him, claiming that they had no king, but Caesar. On their own, they rejected the Messiah and God’s Covenant with them through Abraham and David. Were God’s covenants with Israel therefore revoked because of their rejection of the Seed that was promised through these covenants?
Certainly not!
Concerning the Abrahamic Covenant it was confirmed by the national circumcision of the Jews:- (Gen. 17:9-11) 
And God said unto Abraham, Thou shalt keep My covenant therefore, thou, and thy seed after thee in their generations.  This is My covenant, which ye shall keep, between Me and you and thy seed after thee; Every man child among you shall be circumcised. And ye shall circumcise the flesh of your foreskin; and it shall be a token of the covenant betwixt me and you. And male Jews are still circumcised today.
Concerning the Davidic Covenant, it was confirmed by the signs in the sky: 


(Psa. 89:3, 4, 34-37)

I have made a covenant with My chosen, I have sworn unto David My servant, 
Thy seed will I establish for ever, and build up thy throne to all generations…

My covenant will I not break, nor alter the thing that is gone out of My lips. Once have I sworn by My holiness that I will not lie unto David. His seed shall endure for ever, and his throne as the sun before me. It shall be established for ever as the moon, and as a faithful witness in heaven. The Sun and Moon are still in the sky to witness to this covenant today.
Both these covenants were Unilaterally and Unconditionally made by God on His own. 
He cannot go back on His Word. 

Hence Paul asked:  (Rom. 11:1, 2)
I say then, Hath God cast away His people? God forbid. For I also am an Israelite, of the seed of Abraham, of the tribe of Benjamin. God hath not cast away His people which He foreknew.
Today the Jews have rejected their King. But tomorrow when the Lord comes again He… will pour out on the house of David and the inhabitants of Jerusalem a spirit of grace and supplication. They will look on Me, the One they have pierced, and they will mourn for Him as one mourns for an only child, and grieve bitterly for Him as one grieves for a firstborn son. (Zech. 10:10)

Israel will then repent and be restored into favour with God and His suspended covenants with Abraham and David will be reinstated. The nations of the earth will be blessed through them. Thus:

"On that day a fountain will be opened to the house of David and the inhabitants of Jerusalem, to cleanse them from sin and impurity.” (Zech. 13:1)

On that day living water will flow out from Jerusalem, half to the eastern sea and half to the western sea, in summer and in winter. The LORD will be King over the whole earth. On that day there will be one LORD, and His name the only name. (Zech. 14:8, 9)

Today God has preserved Israel for tomorrow. Past civilisations of their day had come 
and gone but Israel remains till today and will certainly shine in God’s glory tomorrow. 
Have you written the future off for Israel?
