Intro. 
Only One man but he made all the difference to the world. One man brought in sin through his disobedience. It required another “One Man” to put away sin by His obedience.
A. That One Man was The Man, Christ Jesus.
Zech. 13:7 cf. I Tim. 2:5
Awake, O sword, against My Shepherd, and against the Man that is My Fellow, saith the LORD of hosts.
1. He was God’s Fellow – He is equal with God.
a. He is in very nature God…equality with God…
Phil. 2:6

b. I and My Father are one.
Jn. 10:30
2. He was God’s Man – He became Man: the Man that is My fellow

a. He…was made in the likeness of men: and being found in fashion as a man…
Phil. 2:7b, 8a
b. He is the Man-Mediator – 
I Tim. 2:5

For there is one God, and one Mediator between God and men, the Man Christ Jesus;
B. His  One Mission:
1. To Manifest God’s Affection for Sinners.
Rom. 5:8

God commendeth his love toward us, in that, while we were yet sinners, Christ died for us.
2. To Minister and give His life for All.
Mk. 10:45
The Son of man came…to give His life a ransom for many.


3. To Make of no effect the disobedience of Adam through His obedience.
Rom. 5:19
For as by one man's disobedience many were made sinners, 
so by the obedience of one shall many be made righteous.

4. As Man, He Accomplished the above through His obedience unto death.
Phil. 2:7, 8
Was made in the likeness of men… and became obedient unto death, even the death of the cross.

a. He Gave Himself a ransom for all.

The Man Christ Jesus…gave Himself a ransom for all

b. He Gave Himself for the Church.
Eph. 5:25
Christ also loved the church, and gave Himself for it;
c. He Gave Himself for Me.
Gal. 2:20
The Son of God, Who loved me, and gave Himself for me.
Cf. He Himself bore our sins in His body on the cross.
I Pet. 2:24, NRSV
So…Christ died for our sins according to the scriptures;

And that He was buried, and that He rose again the third day according to the scriptures:

C. His One Passion was to Proclaim this Good News of Redemption to all.
1. At first, He Commanded His twelve disciples to Go out to the lost sheep of Israel.
Mt. 10:5, 6
These twelve Jesus sent forth, and commanded them…go…to the lost sheep of the house of Israel.
But they Rejected Him - We have no king but Caesar.
Jn. 19:15
2. Now He Commissions His Church to preach the Gospel to the World.
Mk. 16:15
Go ye into all the world, and preach the gospel to every creature.
Whoever Received Him would have the Right to be God’s children.
Jn. 1:12, NIV
To all who received Him…believed in His name, He gave the right to become children of God
3. The Content of this Good News is:
a. Believe on the Lord Jesus Christ, and thou shalt be saved.

b. If you confess with your mouth, "Jesus is Lord," and believe in your heart 
that God raised him from the dead, you will be saved.

In the meanwhile, let us continue to remember this One Man Whom God also hath highly exalted…, 
and given Him a name which is above every name: That at the name of Jesus every knee should bow, 
of things in heaven, and things in earth, and things under the earth; And that every tongue should confess 
that Jesus Christ is Lord, to the glory of God the Father.

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1. One Man or woman with God can make a great difference to the world around him or her. Consider the following:
a. Noah found grace in the eyes of the LORD (Gen. 6:8) and he saved his family from the flood and populated the earth.
b. Moses had God with him and he delivered His people out of Egypt (Exo. 3:12).
Certainly I will be with thee; and this shall be a token unto thee, that I have sent thee: When thou hast brought forth the people out of Egypt, ye shall serve God upon this mountain.
c. Joshua was promised that God would be with him and he led God’s people into the Promised Land: (Josh. 1:5)
No one will be able to stand up against you all the days of your life. As I was with Moses, so I will be with you; I will never leave you nor forsake you.
d. Nehemiah with the Lord’s help rallied the people to rebuild the wall of Jerusalem:
After I looked things over, I stood up and said to the nobles, the officials and the rest of the people, "Don't be afraid of them. Remember the Lord, Who is great and awesome, and fight for your brothers, your sons and your daughters, your wives and your homes."  (Neh. 4:14, NIV)

e. Paul says:  If God be for us, who can be against us? (Rom. 8:31)
And “I can do all things through Christ which strengtheneth me.” (Phil. 4:13)

Disobedient, he could bring the Downfall of Mankind.
· Wherefore, as by one man sin entered into the world, and death by sin;
 and so death passed upon all men, for that all have sinned:
Rom. 5:12

· Many died by the trespass of the one man.
Rom. 5:15a

· By one that sinned…the judgment was by one to condemnation. 
Rom. 5:16a
· For if by one man's offence death reigned by one.
Rom. 5:17a

· By the offence of one judgment came upon all men to condemnation.
Rom. 5:18a
· By one man's disobedience many were made sinners.
Rom. 5:19
Consider too what One Man could do. 
Obedient, He saved Mankind with His Life from Destruction.

· They which receive abundance of grace and of the gift of righteousness 
shall reign in life by One, Jesus Christ..
