– sing psalms unto Him: talk ye of all His wondrous works
3. They are to Glorify His Name: let the heart of them rejoice that seek the LORD
B. Relate all His Wondrous Works.
- make known His deeds among the people
Psa. 105:2b

1. He sent Joseph before them.
105:17

He sent a man before them, even Joseph, who was sold for a servant:
a. Cf. God sent His Son into the world to Save Sinners.
Jn. 3:17

For God sent not his Son into the world to condemn the world; 


but that the world through Him might be saved.

b. Cf. The Son took upon Himself the very nature of a Servant to learn Obedience.
Phil. 2:7, NIV; 

Though He were a Son, yet learned He obedience by the things which He suffered 
Heb. 5:8

2. He made Joseph lord.
Psa. 105:21


He made him lord of his house, and ruler of all his substance:

a. Ct Jesus was made a little lower than the angels for the suffering of death
Heb. 2:9

b. Ct. Jesus made Himself of no reputation.
Phil. 2:7

c. And He was made in the likeness of men to die on the cross.
Phil. 2:7, 8


But made Himself of no reputation, and took upon Him the form of a servant, 


and was made in the likeness of men:… and became obedient unto death, even the death of the cross.

3. He called His people Anointed and suffered them not to be touched.
Psa. 105:15

Yet He allowed His own Anointed Son to be touched! [Christ = Anointed]

a. The Soldiers Stripped Him and put on Him a Scarlet robe.
Mt. 27:28

b. They Platted a crown of thorns and Put it upon his head
Mt. 27:29

c. They Spat upon Him and Smote His head with a reed.
Mt. 27:30

d. Finally, they Spiked Him to a cross and they Speared Him  
Mt. 27:31
One of the soldiers with a spear pierced His side…
Jn. 19:34
e. After His Resurrection, He challenged Thomas to touch Him:
Jn. 20:27


Reach hither thy finger, and behold My hands; and reach hither thy hand, and thrust it into My side.


John’s Response was just: “My Lord and my God.”
C. Remember His Covenant.
Psa. 105:8-10
1. God Called to Remembrance His Covenant with Abraham.
Psa. 105:8-10


He hath remembered His covenant for ever, the word which He commanded to a thousand generations.


Which covenant He made with Abraham, and His oath unto Isaac;


And confirmed the same unto Jacob for a law, and to Israel for an everlasting covenant
2. Jesus Charged us to Remember Him through His Covenant in the Cup.
I Cor. 11:25, NIV


This cup is the new covenant in My blood; do this, whenever you drink it, in remembrance of Me

REFLECTIONS FOR THE WEEK
R. 407
1. God makes us what we are! 
But then, why are we individually so different one from another?
Perhaps in making us what we are, He has taken our own will into consideration too. 
This may explain why we are so different because each person is different and has his or her own mind and personality.

But then we are still made in His image…

So God created man in his own image, in the image of God created He him; male and female created He them. (Gen. 1:27)

And when we believed in the Lord, we in turn have put on the new man, which is renewed in knowledge after the image of Him that created him (Col. 3:10)

and therefore we are conformed to be what He wants us to be. 
How is it that we are still so different?

Most probably it is our response to what He wants us to be. Some of us, like our Lord as Son of Man, would learn obedience (Heb. 5:8) and we would gladly pray this prayer: Father, if Thou be willing, remove this cup from Me: nevertheless not My will, but Thine, be done.  (Lk. 22:42) 

Even then, to be made and conformed to His image does not mean that all of us are the same otherwise we are just but robots performing what God wants us to do. 

In the first place God gives us a will to choose to be or not to be what He wants us to be.

To be that, we need initially and basically by the mercies of God [to] present your bodies a living sacrifice, holy, acceptable unto God, which is your reasonable service. And be not conformed to this world: but be ye transformed by the renewing of your mind, that ye may prove what is that good, and acceptable, and perfect, will of God. 
Rom. 12:1, 2
And one of the things He requires of us all is to be and to behave like Him:

As He which hath called you is holy, so be ye holy in all manner of conversation;

Because it is written, Be ye holy; for I am holy.

Only to be what He wants me to be,
Every moment of every day,
Yielded completely to Jesus alone
Every step of this pilgrim way.
Just to be clay in the Potter's hands,
Ready to do what His will demands
Only to be what He wants me to be,

Every moment of every day.
Have you ever in your Christian life decidedly presented yourself as a living sacrifice to God to do His good, acceptable and perfect will – to be what He wants you to be?

2. There is a reason why we are left on this earth when we believe in our Lord. He prayed:
I pray not that Thou shouldest take them out of the world, but that Thou shouldest keep them from the evil. They are not of the world, even as I am not of the world. Sanctify them through thy truth: thy word is truth. As Thou hast sent Me into the world, even so have I also sent them into the world. (Jn. 17:15-18). 
Today He sends you out to be what He wants you to be that you may tell others what He wants them to be. Are you fulfilling His will?
