The Text: 
On the fifteenth day…is the feast of unleavened bread unto the LORD: 

seven days ye must eat unleavened bread.
Lev. 23:6
The Thots:  
Intro. Last Lord’s Day was the fifteenth day of the Chinese New Year, Commonly Celebrated 
as “Chap Goh Meh” (the fifteenth night). It officially ended the Chinese New Year Festival
Biblically, 

the Fifteenth Day was…
A. …The Day when Israel Sinned against God in the Wilderness of Sin.
Exo. 16:1-3ff
On the fifteenth day of the second month after their departing out of the land of Egypt…
1. The People Murmured against Moses and Aaron in the wilderness:
a. They preferred to die with their Stomachs full as Slaves in Egypt…

16:3a

Would to God we had died by the hand of the LORD in the land of Egypt, 

when we sat by the flesh pots, and when we did eat bread to the full.


b. Than to Starve and Suffer (so they thought) when enjoying freedom out of Egypt.

16:3b

For ye have brought us forth into this wilderness, to kill this whole assembly with hunger.
2. God Promised to Provide them with Manna in the Morning and Quails in the evening.  
16:4, 12
a. God’s Provision of Manna – At even ye shall eat flesh, and in the morning ye shall be filled with bread; 
b. God Proving the People – That I may prove them, whether they will walk in My law, or no. 
16:4b
c. The Pre-conditions in the Provision.

16:12
The people shall go out and gather a certain rate every day, 
On the sixth day…it shall be twice as much as they gather daily.

d. The Manna Pointed to Christ.
Jn. 6:48-50
I am that bread of life. Your fathers did eat manna in the wilderness, and are dead.


This is the bread which cometh down from heaven, that a man may eat thereof, and not die.

B. …The Day when Israel would be reminded not to Sin against God.
Lev. 23:4-6

1. It was the First day of the Feast of Unleavened Bread.
Lev. 23:6
On the fifteenth day of the same month is the feast of unleavened bread unto the LORD:
seven days ye must eat unleavened bread. 

a. The Feast symbolized a Life without Sin.
I Cor. 5:7
Cf. Purge out therefore the old leaven, that ye may be a new lump, as ye are unleavened.
[Note: leaven symbolises sin.] 
b. The Feast Forbade the Sight of any Leaven in the house.
Seven days shall ye eat unleavened bread; even the first day ye shall put away leaven out of your houses: for whosoever eateth leavened bread from the first day until the seventh day, that soul shall be cut off.
c. The Feast of Seven days was a Figure of our Life to be without Sin.
I Cor. 5:8
Therefore let us keep the feast, not with old leaven, neither with the leaven of malice and wickedness; 
but with the unleavened bread of sincerity and truth.

2. This Feast Followed the Feast of Passover.
Lev. 23:5
In the fourteenth day of the first month at even is the Lord's Passover.
a. The Feast of Unleavened Bread was reckoned from the Feast of Passover. 
Lev. 23:5, 6
In the fourteenth day of the first month at even is the Lord's passover.


And on the fifteenth day of the same month is the feast of unleavened bread unto the LORD:

b. It was Founded on the Feast of Passover.
I Cor. 5:7
The Passover pointed to Christ Who was our Passover sacrificed for our sin.
C. …The Day the Feast of Tabernacles was observed for Seven Days. 
Lev. 23:34, 39
The fifteenth day of this seventh month shall be the feast of tabernacles for seven days unto the LORD. 
…when ye have gathered in the fruit of the land, ye shall keep a feast unto the LORD seven days: 
on the first day shall be a sabbath, and on the eighth day shall be a sabbath.
Lev. 23:39
1. The Period of the Feast was for seven days followed by an eighth day.
a. The First day – it would be the fifteenth day of this seventh month.
23:34
b. For Seven days - Ye shall dwell in booths seven days; all that are Israelites born…
23:42
c. On the First day shall be a sabbath, and on the eighth day shall be a sabbath.
23:39

2. The Purpose of the Feast of Tabernacles. It was both…
a. A Memorial Feast to Remind the people of their Redemption from Egypt.
Lev. 23:43
b. A Millennial Feast of the Rest that awaits them and their Reverence for God.
23:39; Zech. 14:16
Every one…shall even go up from year to year to worship the King…and to keep the feast of tabernacles.
3. Cf. The Picture of the Feast of Remembrance (The Lord’s Supper):
I Cor. 11:25, 26
a. A Memorial Feast – this do ye, as oft as ye drink it, in remembrance of Me.
b. A Meaningful Feast – …ye do show the Lord's death till He come.

On the Fifteenth day man murmured against God in sin.
On the Fifteenth day, we are to eat unleavened bread and flee from sin.

On the fifteenth day, at this feast let us Remember and Revere Him.

REFLECTIONS FOR THE WEEK
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1. The Feast of Unleavened Bread – its Requirements:-
Exo. 12:14
a. It was a Seven-day Feast - seven days shall ye eat unleavened bread
12:14

Typifying the Walk of the believer.
b. A Sabbath must be observed on the first and seventh day – 
No Work to be done but Worship was required.
12:16

And in the first day there shall be an holy convocation, and in the seventh day there shall be an holy convocation to you; no manner of work shall be done in them, 
save that which every man must eat, that only may be done of you.

c. Leaven must not be Seen or eaten.
12:15
Seven days shall ye eat unleavened bread; even the first day ye shall put away leaven out of your houses: for whosoever eateth leavened bread from the first day until the seventh day, that soul shall be cut off from Israel.

d. Compare keeping the Spiritual Feast of Unleavened bread today:
I Cor. 5:7, 8
i. Christ, our Passover has been Sacrificed for our Sins.
5:7b
For even Christ our Passover is sacrificed for us:
ii. In keeping with this, Purge out the old leaven of Sinful life.
5:7a

Purge out therefore the old leaven, that ye may be a new lump, as ye are unleavened.
iii. Now walk in all Purity and Sincerity this new unleavened life.
5:8

Therefore let us keep the feast, not with old leaven, neither with the leaven of malice and wickedness; but with the unleavened bread of sincerity and truth
Therefore let us keep the feast…
Are you observing the Feast of Unleavened Bread?

2. The Feast of Tabernacles.
The Feast of Tabernacles is one of the Feasts of the LORD (Yahweh). It is one of the seven Feasts/Festivals named in Leviticus 23 that the Lord personally gave His Name to. 
This was His Feast to be celebrated under conditions listed by Him. To deviate from these requirements would render a soul to be cut off from the community of His people. 

Seven days shall ye eat unleavened bread…for whosoever eateth leavened bread from the first day until the seventh day, that soul shall be cut off from Israel.
Exo. 12:15

Seven days shall there be no leaven found in your houses: for whosoever eateth that which is leavened, even that soul shall be cut off from the congregation of Israel, whether he be a stranger, or born in the land.
Exo. 12:19

For whatsoever soul it be that shall not be afflicted in that same day, 
he shall be cut off from among his people.
Lev. 23:29
In the life time of Jesus, the Jews rejected their Messiah. It was therefore no surprise that God rejected (cut off) them as well. John was very careful to record this in very succinct words when he referred to the Lord’s (Jehovah’s/Yahweh’s) Feast of Tabernacles. 
He stated: 
Now the Jews' feast of tabernacles was at hand. 
Jn. 7:2

Jehovah’s (the Lord’s) Feast had become the Jews’ feast!

Is the Lord’s Supper still the Lord’s Supper to you (I Cor. 11:20 
or has it become your Supper as with the Corinthian Christians?
I Cor. 11:20-22

When ye come together therefore into one place, this is not to eat the Lord's supper.

For in eating every one taketh before other his own supper: and one is hungry, and another is drunken. What? have ye not houses to eat and to drink in? or despise ye the church of God, and shame them that have not? What shall I say to you? shall I praise you in this? I praise you not.
