  Two kids of the goats for a sin offering.
Lev. 16:5
The Thots:  
A. Two Brothers acting as one.
Lev. 16:1
1. The Death of the two brothers.

The two were struck dead for the one act of Disrespect of and Disobedience to God in their offering –

When they offered before the LORD, and died.

16:1
What did they do?
2. The Deeds of the two brothers.

10:1
Nadab and Abihu, the sons of Aaron, took either of them his censer, and put fire therein, 
and put incense thereon, and offered strange fire before the LORD, which He commanded them not.
a. They Dispensed fire which was not from God’s altar.
i. Earlier God had used His own one and only Exclusive fire to burn up the sacrifice on the altar. 
9:24
There came a fire out from before the LORD, and consumed upon the altar the burnt offering…
ii. This Divine fire was never to be Extinguished according to the Lord’s command.


6:12, 13
The fire upon the altar shall be burning in it; it shall not be put out …

The fire shall ever be burning upon the altar; it shall never go out.

iii. Later this fire would be Especially used to burn incense on Atonement Day.


16:12, 13
[The High Priest] shall take a censer full of burning coals of fire from off the altar…and

put the incense upon the fire…that the cloud of the incense may cover the mercy seat …that he die not.
b. The two brothers Died because they offered strange fire. (Cf. strange incense, Exo. 30:9) 
10:2
There went out fire from the LORD, and devoured them, and they died before the LORD.
c. The two brothers had Disobeyed the Lord.
They offered strange fire before the LORD, which He commanded them not.


10:1
3. The Dire consequences of their Deeds. From then onwards…
a. The High priest would Only be Allowed into the Holy of Holies One day in the year.

16:2
Speak unto Aaron thy brother, that he come not at all times into the holy place within the veil 
before the mercy seat, which is upon the ark; that he die not:

b. He needed to Offer Two sacrifices on this One Atonement Day in the year – 


16:3

Thus shall Aaron come…with a young bullock for a sin offering, and a ram for a burnt offering.
B. The Two Kids of the Goats acting as One Sin Offering.
Lev. 16:5-19

1. The Two-in-One Sin Offering for the High Priest and People:

a. High Priest: He shall offer his bullock of the sin offering…for himself, and for his house. 
16:6
b. The People: He shall take…two kids of the goats for a sin offering, and one ram for a burnt offering. 16:5
2. The Two-in-One Offering for the People – A Sin Offering and a Burnt Offering.
a. The Burnt Offering and the Sin Offering acting as One.

6:25
This is the law of the sin offering: in the place where the burnt offering is killed 
shall the sin offering be killed before the LORD: it is most holy.
b. The Slain goat to be Sacrificed and the Scapegoat to be Set free. The Two are One!

16:8-10
Aaron shall cast lots upon the two goats; one lot for the LORD, and the other lot for the scapegoat.

And Aaron shall bring the goat upon which the LORD'S lot fell, and offer him for a sin offering.

But the goat, on which the lot fell to be the scapegoat, shall be presented alive before the LORD, 
to make an atonement with him, and to let him go for a scapegoat into the wilderness.

C. The Two-in-One Offering Pointed to Christ:
1. Christ was both the Burnt Offering and the Sin Offering in One.
Heb. 10:6-7
The Burnt Offering: In burnt offerings and sacrifices for sin thou hast had no pleasure.
Then said I, Lo, I come (in the volume of the book it is written of Me,) to do Thy will, O God.

The Sin Offering: He hath made Him to be sin for us, Who knew no sin;
II Cor. 5:21
2. Christ was both the Slain Offering and the Scapegoat in One.

a. Christ the Slain Offering: Him…ye have taken…crucified and slain:
Acts 2:23

b. Christ, the Scapegoat:
I Pet. 2:24

Who His own self bare our sins in His own body on the tree…by whose stripes ye were healed.
c. Christ was both the Slain Goat and the Scapegoat at one time, having died, was buried and risen again.

Thus, Christ died for our sins according to the scriptures; and that He was buried, 


and that He rose again the third day according to the scriptures.
I Cor. 15:3b, 4

Christ has for sin atonement made What a wonderful Savior!
We are redeemed, the price is paid What a wonderful Savior!

What a wonderful Savior is Jesus, my Jesus!

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1. Christ died for our sins according to the scriptures; and that He was buried, 

and that He rose again the third day according to the scriptures.
I Cor. 15:3b, 4

This week, commencing on Friday, the Christian world will be focusing their thoughts on the death, burial and resurrection of Jesus. These important events were prophesied in the Old Testament scriptures in great detail and fulfilled in the New Testament. Thus, the above text in      I Cor. 15:3b, 4 and many others.

These events are sometimes pictured or foreshadowed for us as types in the Old Testament.  To qualify as a type the person/event/incident must have a prophetic element in it and warranted in the New Testament. 
For instance, Aaron, the High Priest was a type of Christ: 
Heb. 5:4, 5

No man taketh this honour unto himself, but he that is called of God, as was Aaron.

So also Christ glorified not Himself to be made an high priest; but He that said unto Him, 
Thou art my Son, to day have I begotten Thee.

And the brazen/bronze serpent raised on a pole foreshadowed the time when Jesus would 
bear our sins on the cross so that those who look to Him would be saved:
Jn. 3:14, 15

As Moses lifted up the serpent in the wilderness, even so must the Son of man be lifted up:

That whosoever believeth in Him should not perish, but have eternal life.

In many cases, there was a lapse of over a thousand years between the type and its fulfilment – an undeniable testimony to the truth of the scriptures.  Indeed, All scripture is given by inspiration of God, and is profitable for doctrine, for reproof, for correction, for instruction in righteousness: That the man of God may be perfect, thoroughly furnished unto all good works.
II Tim. 3:16, 17

How do you treat the Bible today – consider its Pictures (types), Prophecies and Promises?

What does it mean to you? As you approach Friday, think of the types that point to the death of Christ and the lessons that you can benefit from them. 

What will you be doing on Friday and where will you be on Sunday?
REFLECT.
2. Today we no more look to the types and shadows for the practice of our faith. Unfortunately many Christian groups still turn the clock backwards and look to them for their teaching and practices in the rituals they introduce into the church gathering for their followers to practise. 
They forget that…
Col. 2:13-17, NIV
When you were dead in your sins and in the uncircumcision of your sinful nature, God made you alive with Christ. He forgave us all our sins, having cancelled the written code, with its regulations, that was against us and that stood opposed to us; He took it away, nailing it to the cross. And having disarmed the powers and authorities, he made a public spectacle of them, triumphing over them by the cross. Therefore do not let anyone judge you by what you eat or drink, or with regard to a religious festival, a New Moon celebration or a Sabbath day. 

These are a shadow of the things that were to come; the reality, however, is found in Christ.

Do we still need to keep the Old Testament laws regarding offerings and sacrifices, perform rituals and rites connected with them, or wear costumes and garments to distinguish us from the rest so as to mark us out as of a higher ecclesiastical order, etc.?
REFLECT

Charles Wesley very aptly put into verse form how Christian believers today should turn away 

from these types and shadows and turn to look at Christ.

O Thou whose offering on the tree The legal offerings all foreshowed,
Borrowed their whole effect from Thee, And drew their virtue from Thy blood

The blood of goats and bullocks slain, Could never for one sin atone;
To purge the guilty offerer’s stain, Thine was the work, and Thine alone.

These feeble types and shadows old, Are all in Thee, the truth, fulfilled;
We in Thy sacrifice behold The substance of those rites revealed.

Thy meritorious sufferings past, We see by faith to us brought back;
And, on Thy grand oblation cast, Its saving benefits partake.
