The Text: 
Women…followed Him, and ministered unto Him.
Mk. 15:40, 41
The Thots:  
A. It was Foretold that A Woman would give  Birth to Jesus.
1. The Woman would be a Virgin.
Isa. 7:14
Therefore the Lord Himself shall give you a sign; Behold, a virgin shall conceive, and bear a son.

a. This was Confirmed when He was about to be born.
Mt. 1:23

Now all this was done, that it might be fulfilled which was spoken of the Lord 
by the prophet, saying, Behold, a virgin shall be with child, and shall bring forth a son.
b. The Channel of His Birth would be Mary.
Mt. 1:18

When as His mother Mary was espoused to Joseph…she was found with child of the Holy Ghost.
c. But really, He was Conceived of the Holy Spirit.
Mt. 1:20b, NRSV

Joseph…do not be afraid to take Mary as your wife, for the Child conceived in her is from the Holy Spirit.

2. The Woman would be Virtuous.  


a. His mother Mary had been engaged to Joseph, but before they lived together.
Mt. 1:18
b. [Joseph] had no marital relations with her until she had borne a son.
Mt. 1:25, NRSV
B. The Woman’s Filial Son.
1. At the wedding in Cana,

a. Was He Rude when He addressed His earthly mother “woman”?
Jn. 2:4
Jesus saith unto her, Woman, what have I to do with thee? Mine hour is not yet come.

It was a Respectful term for His earthly mother at that time.
b. On the other hand, He was Really the Son of His Heavenly Father.
Lk. 2:48, 49

His mother said unto Him, Son…behold, Thy father and I have sought Thee sorrowing.

He said unto them, How is it that ye sought Me? wist ye not that I must be about My Father's business?
c. And soon He would have new Relationships:
Mt. 12:48-50

But He answered and said…Who is My mother? and who are My brethren? And He stretched forth His hand toward His disciples, and said, Behold My mother and My brethren! For whosoever shall do the will of My Father which is in heaven, the same is My brother, and sister, and mother.
2. At the Cross,
a. Was He Rude when He addressed His mother “woman”?
Jn. 19:26

When Jesus therefore saw His mother, and the disciple standing by, whom he loved, 
He saith unto His mother, Woman, behold thy son!
b. He was Responsible for her mother and entrusted her to the care of the disciple whom He loved. Jn. 19:27
Saith He to the disciple, Behold thy mother! And from that hour that disciple took her unto his own home.

C. The Women Who Followed Jesus 

1. The Women who Followed Jesus.
a. They were with Him from the Commencement of His public ministry.
Lk. 23:49

The women that followed Him from Galilee…followed Him, and ministered unto Him. Mk. 15:41a

b. They were with Him at the Conclusion of His public ministry.
Mk. 15:40

There were also women looking on afar off: among whom was Mary Magdalene, 
and Mary the mother of James…and Salome;…and many other women …
Mk. 15:41b
2. They were Faithful to the very last. 
(Ct. the disciples who Forsook Him, 
Mt. 26:56b)
a. They Stood afar off and witnessed His Suffering on the cross. 
Lk. 23:49
The women that followed Him from Galilee, stood afar off, beholding these things.
b. They Saw His burial in the Sepulchre.
Lk. 23:55
And the women…beheld the sepulchre, and how His body was laid.
c. They returned, and prepared Spices and ointments; 
and rested the Sabbath day according to the commandment.  
Lk. 23:56-24:1
3. On the First day of the week, they were the First at the empty tomb.
Mt. 28:1
In the end of the sabbath, as it began to dawn toward the first day of the week, 
came Mary Magdalene and the other Mary to see the sepulchre.
But they found the tomb empty – He is not here: for He is risen, as He said. 
Mt. 28:6a
D. And it was A Woman who was the First to see the Risen Jesus.
Mark 16:9
Now when Jesus was risen early the first day of the week, He appeared first to Mary Magdalene…
How honoured a Woman is in the Life of Jesus!

Happy Magdalene, to whom Christ the Lord vouchsafed t’appear!

Newly risen from the tomb, Would He first be seen by her?

REFLECTIONS FOR THE WEEK

1. In the Biblical economy, is the Woman looked upon as inferior to man? 
Consider the following texts:

Gen. 2:21-24

The Woman was created to be a Help meet for her Husband:

And the LORD God said, It is not good that the man should be alone; 

I will make him an help meet for him.
Gen. 2:18

But consider also the following:

Gen. 2:21-24

And the LORD God caused a deep sleep to fall upon Adam, and he slept: and he took one of his ribs, and closed up the flesh instead thereof; And the rib, which the LORD God had taken from man, made he a woman, and brought her unto the man. And Adam said, This is now bone of my bones, and flesh of my flesh: she shall be called Woman, because she was taken out of Man. Therefore shall a man leave his father and his mother, and shall cleave unto his wife: and they shall be one flesh.
Why did not God create the Woman in the same way as He did Man, 
i.e. from the dust of the earth?

Why did God create the Woman from a rib taken from Man when He could do so without having to create her from any part of Man and 
Why from one of his ribs and not from any other part of his body, e.g. his hand, his foot, his ear, etc. where no “surgery” needed to be done?

Eph. 5:22a

Wives, submit yourselves unto your own husbands…
Eph. 5:22b-25

Wives, submit yourselves unto your own husbands, as unto the Lord.

For the husband is the head of the wife, even as Christ is the Head of the church: 
and He is the Saviour of the body.

Therefore as the church is subject unto Christ, so let the wives be to their own husbands in every thing.
