The Theme: 
The Garments of Jesus

The Text: 
All thy garments smell of myrrh, and aloes, and cassia, out of the ivory palaces.
Psa. 45:

The Thots: 

The Lord wore different garments at various stages of His life on earth when He came out of the ivory palaces.
A. He was wrapped in Swaddling Clothes as a Baby.

1. There was no Room in the inn. These garments kept the new-born Baby warm.
Lk. 2:12


And she brought forth her firstborn Son, and wrapped Him in swaddling clothes, 

and laid Him in a manger; because there was no room for them in the inn.
2. This was how the shepherds would Recognise the Babe. 
Lk. 2:7

This shall be a sign unto you; Ye shall find the Babe wrapped in swaddling clothes, lying in a manger.

B. He Wore a Seamless Coat in Ministry.
Jn. 19:23, 24
Then the soldiers, when they had crucified Jesus, took His garments, and made four parts, 
to every soldier a part; and also His coat: now the coat was without seam, woven from the top throughout. They said…among themselves, Let us not rend it, but cast lots for it, whose it shall be: that the scripture might be fulfilled, which saith, They parted my raiment among them, and for my vesture they did cast lots.
1. Jesus’ Clothes when He was moving around from City to City, Countryside to town, etc. –
a. He was Clothed with an undergarment of a seamless Coat;
b. And an outer Garment Girded with a Girdle.

2. Jesus’ Clothes shared out at the Cross:

a. The four Soldiers on duty at the Cross shared out His outer garment with each one taking a part.
b. Then they gambled for His Seamless under-Coat fulfilling the Scriptures:
Psa. 22:18
C. His put on a Service Towel when teaching Humility.
Jn. 13:4, 5
He riseth from supper, and laid aside His garments; and took a towel, and girded Himself.

…and began to wash the disciples' feet, and to wipe them with the towel wherewith He was girded.
1. He took off His outer clothing, and Wrapped a towel around his Waist.
13:4, NIV

2. He began to Wash His disciples' feet, drying them with the towel that was Wrapped around Him.
3. The Master Washing His disciples’ feet was teaching them humility in Waiting on others. 13:14, 15

If I then, your Lord and Master, have washed your feet; ye also ought to wash one another's feet.

For I have given you an example, that ye should do as I have done to you.
D. The Soldiers’ put a purple robe on Him in Mockery.
Jn. 19:2-5
1. The purple Robe was a sign of mockery the Roman soldiers Ridiculed His claim to be King with.
The soldiers platted a crown of thorns, and put it on His head, and they put on Him a purple robe,

And said, Hail, King of the Jews! and they smote Him with their hands.  

Then came Jesus forth, wearing the crown of thorns, and the purple robe. 
2. This was despite Pilate declaring Him Righteous. He said: “I find no fault in Him”. 
Jn. 18:38; 9:4, 6
3. When the soldiers led Him to the cross, they Removed His Robe!
Mt. 27:31

After that they had mocked Him, they took the robe off from Him, and put His own raiment on Him,
 and led Him away to crucify Him.

E. His Sepulchre linen cloths demonstrated Victory.
Mt. 27:59, 60
When Joseph had taken the body, he wrapped it in a clean linen cloth, And laid it in his own new tomb, which he had hewn out in the rock: and he rolled a great stone to the door of the sepulchre, and departed. 
1. Jesus was Buried - wrapped in a Clean linen Cloth.

Ct. He was Born wrapped…in swaddling Clothes.
Lk. 2:7
2. He left Behind His Collapsed Clean linen Clothes when He rose victorious over death. Jn. 20:6, 7
Simon Peter…went into the sepulchre, and seeth the linen clothes lie, and the napkin, 
that was about His head, not lying with the linen clothes, but wrapped together in a place by itself.


3. It Behoved a miracle – His Body passed through the linen clothes which just collapsed flat!
F. As the risen Son of Man He was attired in Garments of Beauty, Glory and Majesty.
Rev. 1:13 
And in the midst of the seven candlesticks one like unto the Son of man, clothed 
with a garment down to the foot, and girt about the paps with a golden girdle.
cf. Exo. 28:40
1. The Clothes and Character of the Christ in Personal glory. 

a. His Paramount Majesty - clothed with a garment down to the foot [indicative of a man of high rank]
b. His Priestly Ministry - girt about the paps with a golden girdle
2. The Centrality of His Person.
a. He is both the Centre of and the Circumference to the Churches.

He stands in the midst of the seven lampstands (churches, Rev. 1:20b).

b. He is in our Presence today. Let us give Him all Pre-eminence.

Where two or three are gathered together in My name, there am I in the midst of them.
Mt. 18:20

c. Let us keep Him in Remembrance this day - this do in remembrance of Me.
I Cor. 11:24, 25
The Lord Jehovah reigns, And royal state maintains,
His head with awful glories crowned; Arrayed in robes of light,

Begirt with sovereign might, And rays of majesty around.

REFLECTIONS FOR THE WEEK

1. Clothes make a Man. Consider the Clothes that Jesus was attired with at different stages of His life and ministry on earth. What kind of a Man did the clothes make of Jesus then? (Please refer to the main rumination).
One future day He is coming again with His saints.

This time He will be clothed with a vesture dipped in blood: 

and His name is called The Word of God.
Rev. 1:11
He comes this time to take vengeance on His enemies.

Out of His mouth goeth a sharp sword, that with it He should smite the nations: 
and He shall rule them with a rod of iron: and He treadeth the winepress
 of the fierceness and wrath of Almighty God.
Rev. 1:15

He will be accompanied by the earlier resurrected and raptured saints in heaven
as He comes this second time.
The armies which were in heaven followed Him upon white horses, 
clothed in fine linen, white and clean.
Rev. 19:14
This raptured company in heaven is clothed in fine linen because 
to her it has been granted to be clothed with fine linen, bright and pure
-- for the fine linen is the righteous deeds of the saints.
Rev. 19:8, NRSV
When you are in heaven what will you be wearing? Why?

Clothe yourselves with the new self, created according to the likeness 
of God in true righteousness and holiness.
Eph. 4:24. NRSV

[You have] clothed yourselves with the new self, which is being 
renewed in knowledge according to the image of its creator.
Col. 3:10, NRSV

As God's chosen ones, holy and beloved, clothe yourselves with compassion,
kindness, humility, meekness, and patience. Bear with one another and, 
if anyone has a complaint against another, forgive each other; just as the Lord 
has forgiven you, so you also must forgive.
