The Thots:  
A. Jesus Better than the Angels.
Heb. 1:4
Being made so much better than the angels, as He hath by inheritance

obtained a more excellent name than they.
Anticipated in the Old Covenant and Affirmed in the New Covenant, the Excellent Names of Jesus:

1. He is God’s Son, Begotten and Beloved of the Father:
Heb. 1:5
For unto which of the angels said He at any time, Thou art My Son, this day have I begotten Thee? 
And again, I will be to Him a Father, and He shall be to Me a Son?
Cp. Psa. 2:7; II Sam. 7:14
Cf. This is My beloved Son, in whom I am well pleased.
Mt. 3:17

2. He is the Firstbegotten, Worthy of Worship:
Heb. 1:6

When He bringeth in the Firstbegotten into the world, He saith, And let all the angels of God worship Him.
Cp.  Heavens, rejoice with Him, let the sons of God pay Him homage!
Deut. 32:43, LXX

Note: Angels collectively are “the sons of God" but not named such individually.
Job 1:6
· He is Served by Angels, Swift and Strong in Service.
Heb. 1:7
Of the angels He saith, Who maketh His angels spirits, and His ministers a flame of fire. Cp. Psa. 104:4

Who makes His messengers swift as the wind; His ministers strong, like a flame of fire."  Chaldee Paraphrase
· He is Sovereign; angels are His Servants Sent forth to Serve His Saints.
Heb. 1:13, 14
But to which of the angels said He at any time, Sit on My right hand...?
Cp. Psa. 110:1
Are they not all ministering spirits, sent forth to minister for them who shall be heirs of salvation?


3. He is God’s Anointed Sitting Enthroned Eternally; Angels can only worship before it. Heb. 1:8, 9 

Unto the Son He saith, Thy throne, O God, is for ever and ever… 
cp. Psa. 45:6, 7

therefore God, even Thy God, hath anointed Thee with the oil of gladness above Thy fellows.

His Fellows can only Stand before the Throne to Worship or/and Serve Him, while He Sits enthroned, e.g.
a. The four and twenty elders fall down before Him that sat on the throne, and worship Him…
Rev. 4:10
b. A great multitude, which no man could number, of all nations, and kindreds, 

and people, and tongues, stood before the throne, and before the Lamb… saying, 
Salvation to our God which sitteth upon the throne, and unto the Lamb.

Rev. 7:9-10

c. They which came out of great tribulation… are they before the throne of God, 
and serve Him day and night… and He that sitteth on the throne shall dwell among them.
Rev. 7:14, 15

Cp. All the angels stood round…and fell before the throne on their faces, and worshipped God.   7:11
d. They sung as it were a new song before the throne… and no man could learn that song 
but the hundred and forty and four thousand, which were redeemed from the earth.
Rev. 14:3

4. He is the Eternal Creator, Constant and Changeless.
Heb. 1:10-12
Thou, Lord, in the beginning hast laid the foundation of the earth; 
… they shall be changed but Thou art the same, and Thy years shall not fail.
Cp. Psa. 102:25-27

Cp. Jesus Christ the same yesterday, and to day, and for ever.
Heb. 13:8
B. Yet As Man, Jesus was Made a little Lower than the Angels.
Heb. 2:9
1. His Status as Man - But we see Jesus, who was made a little lower than the angels…

 2:9a
2. His Suffering as Man - for the suffering of death
 2:9b
3. His Substitution for Man – that He by the grace of God should taste death for every man…
 2:9c
C. In the End, being Better than angels, He is Exalted and given a more Excellent Name:
1. …crowned with glory and honour; 
Heb.
 2:9d
2. Being made so much better than the angels, as He hath by inheritance

obtained a more excellent name than they.
Heb. 1:4
3. Wherefore God also hath highly exalted Him, and given Him a name which is above every name:

That at the name of Jesus every knee should bow, of things in heaven, and things in earth, 

and things under the earth; And that every tongue should confess that Jesus Christ is Lord, 

to the glory of God the Father.
Phil. 2:9-11
Conclusion:

· God Smite His Fellow – His Man, our Man - for our Sake:
Zech. 13:7
Awake, O sword, against My shepherd, and against the Man that is My fellow, saith the LORD of hosts:
· ​God now has Anointed Him Above His Fellows:
Heb. 1:9
Unto the Son He saith, Thy throne, O God, is for ever and ever… 


therefore God, even thy God, hath anointed Thee with the oil of gladness above Thy fellows.

· Now as His Fellows let us Fall down before Him, the Anointed, and join the Angels to Adore Him.

All hail the power of Jesus’ name! Let angels prostrate fall;


Bring forth the royal diadem, and crown Him Lord of all.

R. 442
1. Angles play a very important role in the life of the Church and the individual Christian – 

The Church and the Angels:
Eph. 3:8-11

a. The Church teaches the angels the manifold wisdom of God in His forming the Church:

Unto me, who am less than the least of all saints, is this grace given, that I should preach among the Gentiles the unsearchable riches of Christ; and to make all men see what is the fellowship of the mystery, which from the beginning of the world hath been hid in God, who created all things by Jesus Christ: to the intent that now unto the principalities and powers in heavenly places might be known by the church the manifold wisdom of God, according to the eternal purpose which He purposed in Christ Jesus our Lord.

b. The Church teaches the angels the Lord’s Headship over the Church through the observance of the uncovering of man’s head and the covering of the woman’s head in worship when they are gathered together as a church:
I Cor. 11:7-10, NRSV
For a man ought not to have his head veiled, 
since he is the image and reflection of God; but woman is the reflection of man.

Indeed, man was not made from woman, but woman from man.

Neither was man created for the sake of woman, but woman for the sake of man.

For this reason a woman ought to have a symbol of authority on her head, 
because of the angels.

Angels and the Christian:
c. Angels are appointed by God to serve and minister to His Saints:
Heb. 1:13, 14

But to which of the angels said He at any time, Sit on My right hand, 
until I make thine enemies thy footstool? Are they not all ministering spirits, 
sent forth to minister for them who shall be heirs of salvation?

d.
Angels watch over little children for God.
Mt. 18:10

Take heed that ye despise not one of these little ones; for I say unto you, 

That in heaven their angels do always behold the face of My Father which is in heaven.

Are you aware of the ministry of angels in your life?

Are you aware of that guardian angel sent to protect you in times of danger,
provide for you in times of need, prompt you as to what to do in times of uncertainty


Have you ever breathed a word of thanks to your angel?

2. Angels and Christ: 

a. Angels Announced the Birth of Jesus:
Lk. 2:10, 11

And the angel said unto them, Fear not: for, behold, I bring you good tidings 
of great joy, which shall be to all people. For unto you is born this day 
in the city of David a Saviour, which is Christ the Lord.
b. Angels Announced the Resurrection of Jesus:
Mt. 28, 5, 6


And the angel answered and said unto the women, Fear not ye: 
for I know that ye seek Jesus, which was crucified. He is not here: 
for He is risen, as He said. Come, see the place where the Lord lay.
c. Angels Announced the 2nd Coming of Jesus:
Acts 1:10, 11

While they looked stedfastly toward heaven as He went up, 
behold, two men stood by them in white apparel; Which also said, Ye men of Galilee, why stand ye gazing up into heaven? This same Jesus, which is taken up from you
into heaven, shall so come in like manner as ye have seen Him go into heaven. 
In this life, are you proclaiming the Birth, Death, Resurrection and 2nd Coming 
of the Lord to your relatives, friends, strangers, etc.?
