The Thots:  
A. The Challenge of Jesus, our Lord.
Lk. 6:46 cf. 7:1
1. The Precept Posed to the People:


Why call ye Me, Lord, Lord, and do not the things which I say?
2. The Pictures Presented to illustrate the Lord’s Precept:
a. He who does what he Professes is like a house founded on Solid Stone (Rock):
Mt. 7:24, 25
Therefore whosoever heareth these sayings of Mine, and doeth them, I will liken him unto a wise man, which built his house upon a rock: And the rain descended, and the floods came, and the winds blew, 
and beat upon that house; and it fell not: for it was founded upon a rock.
b. He whose Profession is a Pretext is like a house built on Shifting Sand.
Mt. 7:26, 27
Every one that heareth these sayings of Mine, and doeth them not, shall be likened unto a foolish man, which built his house upon the sand: And the rain descended, and the floods came,
 and the winds blew, and beat upon that house; and it fell: and great was the fall of it.
B. The Charge of James, the Apostle:
Jas. 1:22-25
1. The Point Put forth by James:

1:22

Be ye doers of the word, and not hearers only, deceiving your own selves.
2. The Pictures Painted by James:
1:23-25
a. For if any be a hearer of the word, and not a doer, he is like unto…
1:23, 24
A man beholding his natural face in a glass: For he beholdeth himself, and goeth his way, 
and straightway forgetteth what manner of man he was.

b. For if any be a hearer and doer of the word, he is like unto…

1:25
A man who Looketh into the perfect Law of Liberty, and continueth therein, 
he being not a forgetful hearer, but a doer of the work, this man shall be blessed in his deed.

C. The Concern of Mary, the Lord’s Mother:
Jn.  2:3
1. At the wedding at Cana, Jesus’ Mother Sensed a lack and Conveyed it to her Son: 
Jn. 2:3
When they wanted wine, the mother of Jesus saith unto Him, They have no wine.

2. Consider her Son’s Answer and Address of His mother:

2:4
Jesus saith unto her, Woman, what have I to do with thee? Mine hour is not yet come.

[Note: He was not Rude; He used a Respectful term at that time.]

3. Mary’s Simple Trust that her Son would do the right Thing at the right Time:

His mother saith unto the servants, Whatsoever He saith unto you, do it.

2:5

Jesus saith unto them, Fill the waterpots with water.

2:7a
4. The Servants’ Straightforward Act of obedience: And they filled them up to the brim.
2:7b, 8
He saith unto them, Draw out now, and bear unto the governor of the feast. And they bare it. 

5. The Governor’s Surprise at the Surpassing quality of the wine.
2:10

Every man at the beginning doth set forth good wine; and when men have well drunk, 

then that which is worse: but thou hast kept the good wine until now.


D. The Community of Jesus’ Doers
Lk. 8:20, 21
1.  The Old Familial Relationship:

8:20

Thy mother and Thy brethren stand without, desiring to see Thee.
2. The New Spiritual Relationships.

8:21
My mother and My brethren are these which hear the word of God, and do it.

a. The Tie that binds us - these which hear the word of God, and do it.
b. The Terms that bind us and make us His Family:

i. Hear the Word of God, but…
Mk. 4:24, 25
· Take heed what ye hear: with what measure ye mete, it shall be measured to you: 
and unto you that hear shall more be given.

· Take heed therefore how ye hear: for whosoever hath, to him shall be given; 
and whosoever hath not, from him shall be taken even that which he seemeth to have.
ii. Heed the Word of God and do it.

My mother and My brethren are these which hear the word of God, and do it.

E. The Command to Do in Remembrance of the Lord:
I Cor. 11:24, 25
1. And when He had given thanks, He brake it, and said, Take, eat: this is My body, which is broken for you: this do in remembrance of Me.

2. After the same manner also He took the cup, when He had supped, saying, This cup is the new testament in My blood: this do ye, as oft as ye drink it, in remembrance of Me.
Then in fellowship sweet we will sit at His feet. Or we’ll walk by His side in the way.
What He says we will do, where He sends we will go; Never fear, only trust and obey.
Trust and obey, for there’s no other way To be happy in Jesus, but to trust and obey.

Jesus Himself Challenged us: 
Lk. 6:46
Why call ye Me, Lord, Lord, and do not the things which I say? 
Jesus Himself is an Example of One Who does what He says:

And whatsoever ye shall ask in My name, that will I do, 
That the Father may be glorified in the Son.


If ye shall ask any thing in My name, I will do it.
Jn. 14:13-15

How “often” do you “show the Lord's death till He come?”

· Every day? 
– the early church continued stedfastly in the apostles' doctrine and

   fellowship, and in breaking of bread, and in prayers (Acts 2:42).

· Every week? 
– upon the first day of the week, when the disciples came together to

  break bread…
(Acts 20:7)

· Every two weeks?
· Every month?
· Every three months?
· Every year? 
– at Easter, Christmas, New Year, etc.

How often do you do this in remembrance of your Lord?
