The Theme: 
The Bread and the Flesh of Jesus

The Text: 
I am the living bread…and the bread that I will give is My flesh, 



which I will give for the life of the world.

Jn. 6:51
The Thots:  
A. The Bread, the Symbol of the Flesh of Jesus:
1. The Symbol of the Bread –  
Lk. 22:19, 20

a. It is His Life – 
And Jesus said...I am the bread of life: he that cometh to Me shall never hunger; 

and he that believeth on Me shall never thirst.
Jn. 6:35, 48
b. It is His Flesh –  
I am the living bread…and the bread that I will give is My flesh, 

which I will give for the life of the world.
Jn. 6:51
2. The Salvation that comes in eating of His Flesh and Drinking of His blood:

a. The Conditions of Salvation Symbolised:
Jn. 6:53, 54a, 56

Jesus said…Verily, verily, I say unto you, Except ye eat the flesh of the Son of man, and drink His blood, ye have no life in you. Whoso eateth My flesh, and drinketh My blood, hath eternal life…
He that eateth My flesh, and drinketh My blood, dwelleth in Me, and I in Him
b. The Conditions of Salvation Specified:
Jn. 6:35

I am the bread of life: he that cometh to Me [i.e. eateth My flesh] shall never hunger; 
and he that believeth on Me [i.e. drinketh My blood] shall never thirst [i.e. hath eternal life].
Note: This has no reference to the Lord’s Supper which had not been instituted as yet.

B. The Bread the Symbol of the Body of Jesus:
1. The Bread that the Lord Broke:

a. The Lord Jesus the same night in which He was Betrayed took Bread.
I Cor. 11:23


i. He Instituted the Lord’s Supper.
Lk. 22:19, 20

· He took bread…and brake it… saying, This is My body which is given for you: 
· Likewise also the cup…this cup is the new testament in My blood…shed for you.
ii. He Instructed His disciples to Show forth His death:
I Cor. 11:26

For as often as ye eat this bread, and drink this cup, ye do show the Lord's death till He come.
· They were to Observe His Supper Often – this do in remembrance of Me.
· They were to Show forth His death in the Symbols of the Bread and the Cup.
· They were to Steadfastly do this until His Second coming.

Cp. they continued stedfastly…in fellowship, and in breaking of bread…
Acts 2:42
b. The Lord Jesus at almost the same moment, He gave up the ghost…
i. He had cried out, It is finished.
Jn. 19:30

ii. He had cried with a loud voice…Father, into Thy hands I commend My spirit:
Lk. 23:46
iii. Behold, the veil of the temple was rent in twain from the top to the bottom
Mt. 27:51
2. The Veil that was Torn.

Behold, the veil of the temple was rent in twain from the top to the bottom
Mt. 27:51

a. The Position of the Veil in the Tabernacle/Temple:

It acted as a Barrier to divide unto you between the holy place and the most holy.
Exo. 26:33

b. The Purpose of the Veil: To Block the entrance into the Holy of Holies.
Heb. 9:7, 8
The Holy Ghost…signifying, that the way into the holiest of all was not yet made manifest.
c. The Prophetic Picture of the Veil – it was the Flesh of Jesus.
Heb. 10:20


By a new and living way, which He hath consecrated for us, through the veil, that is to say, His flesh.
i. The Veil that was Torn – It Broke down the Barrier Barring entrance into God’s presence.

ii. The Flesh that was Torn – It Signified a Body Sacrificed in death for our Sins:
I Pet. 2:24
His own self bare our sins in His own body on the tree…by whose stripes ye were healed.
Thus, as the Bread was Broken so His Body was Broken for our sakes 
and as the Veil was Torn so was His flesh torn for our sakes.
With the Body Broken and the Veil Torn a new and living way is now consecrated for us. 
We can now enter into God’s direct presence without any more need of the blood of bulls 
but with the precious blood of Jesus shed for us!
Ct. Heb. 9:13, 14
The veil is rent! Lo! Jesus stands Before the throne of grace;
And clouds of incense from His hands Fill all that glorious place.

His precious blood is sprinkled there, Before and on the throne;
And His own wounds in heav’n declare His work on earth is done.

’Tis finished!” on the cross He said, In agonies and blood;
’Tis finished: now He lives to plead Before the face of God.

’Tis finished!” Here our souls can rest, His work can never fail;
By Him, our Sacrifice and Priest We enter through the veil.

REFLECTIONS FOR THE WEEK.

R. 444
Two broken-down barriers are mentioned in the Bible.
1. The Veil –

Originally, it divided the Most Holy (Holy of Holies) from the Holy Place in the Tabernacle. It barred the way of access into God’s presence. It allowed only the High Priest to enter the Holiest of All only one day in a year and only with the blood of sacrifice to bring about the atonement of sins for himself, his family and for the nation of Israel.

But when Jesus died on the cross, the veil was rent in two, thus, signifying the way of access into God’s presence was now made manifest. 
This would depict the Lord Jesus dying on the cross, shedding His precious blood and bringing it into God’s presence to denote that a Sacrifice had been offered thus opening a new and consecrated way into God’s presence.

Consequently, 
Heb. 10:19-25

Having therefore, brethren, boldness to enter into the holiest by the blood of Jesus, 
By a new and living way, which He hath consecrated for us, through the veil, 

that is to say, His flesh; And having an High Priest over the house of God;

Let us draw near with a true heart in full assurance of faith, having our hearts sprinkled from an evil conscience, and our bodies washed with pure water.

Let us hold fast the profession of our faith without wavering; (for He is faithful that promised;)

And let us consider one another to provoke unto love and to good works:

Not forsaking the assembling of ourselves together, as the manner of some is; 
but exhorting one another: and so much the more, as ye see the day approaching.
Also, 
Heb. 4:14-16

Seeing then that we have a great High Priest, that is passed into the heavens, 
Jesus the Son of God, 
Let us hold fast our profession. For we have not an High Priest which cannot be touched 
with the feeling of our infirmities; but was in all points tempted like as we are, yet without sin.

Let us therefore come boldly unto the throne of grace, that we may obtain mercy, and find grace to help in time of need.

Are you enjoying the fruits of our Lord’s death, resurrection, ascension and entry through the veil to bring you a full salvation and complying with the above “Let us…” exhortations? If so, can you specify how these “fruits” have helped you?
REFLECT.

2. The Middle Wall of partition or the barrier, the dividing wall of hostility
Eph. 2:14b, NIV
It was the wall separating…

The Jews and the Gentiles;
Eph. 2:11a

The Circumcision from the Uncircumcision;
Eph. 2:11b

Them that were nigh from those which were afar off.
Eph. 2:17

And…


that broke down hostilities between the two groups above 

and brought peace to both them:

For He is our peace, who hath made both one, 
and hath broken down the middle wall of partition between us;
Eph. 2:14
And that He might reconcile both unto God in one body by the cross, 
having slain the enmity thereby
Eph. 2:16

Consequently,
All who believe in Him are now baptized into one body, whether we be Jews or Gentiles, whether we be bond or free; and have been all made to drink into one Spirit (I Cor. 12:13). You are now a member of this church, the body of Christ. How do you relate to these members in general and those in your local church in particular?
REFLECT
Points to Ponder: 
The Torn Veil gives access to God; the broken down Middle Wall gives access to one another. We are now one with God and with all who are His.
