1. The Father loved the people of the World though they had Sinned against Him.

a. For God so loved the world, that He gave His only begotten Son, that whosoever believeth 

in Him should not perish, but have everlasting life.
b. God…for His great love wherewith He loved us, even when we were dead in sins…
Eph. 2:4, 5a

2. The Father Sought to Save these Sinners and Sent His Son to do so. There was no other way!
a. For God sent not his Son into the world to condemn the world; 
but that the world through Him might be saved.
Jn. 3:17
b. Herein is love…that He loved us, and sent His Son to be the propitiation for our sins. I Jn. 4:10
3. To do so, the Son had to be Sacrificed in death to Save these Sinners.
Rom. 5:8
a. God commendeth His love toward us, in that, while we were yet sinners, Christ died for us 
Christ also hath loved us, and hath given Himself for us an offering and a sacrifice 
to God for a sweetsmelling savour.
Eph. 5:2
b. For when we were yet without strength, in due time Christ died for the ungodly.
Rom. 5:6
c. For…when we were enemies, we were reconciled to God by the death of his Son…
Rom. 5:10

Who gave Himself for our sins, that He might deliver us from this present evil world, 
according to the will of God and our Father:
Gal. 1:4
B. Christ’s Commitment to do the Father’s Will.

1. When in Heaven, He Came down to Earth to do His Father’s Will.
Heb. 10:7

a. Then said I, Lo, I come (in the volume of the book it is written of Me,) to do Thy will, O God.
b. Who, being in very nature God, did not consider equality with God something to be grasped,

but made Himself nothing…being made in human likeness. 
Phil 2:6, 7, NIV
2. When on Earth, He Committed Himself to do the Father’s Will:
a. Though equal with God, to take upon Himself the Likeness of Man.
Phil. 2:8a
Being found in fashion as a man, He humbled Himself…

b. He Learned obedience as Son of Man.

i. Though He were a Son, yet learned He obedience by the things which He suffered. Heb. 5:8
ii. …and became obedient unto death, even the death of the cross.
Heb. 2:8b
3. Thus, at Gethsemane, He Struggled with His Father three times and Submitted to Him:
Mt. 26:39
a. My Father, if it be possible, let this cup pass from Me: nevertheless not as I will, but as Thou wilt.
b. O My Father, if this cup may not pass away from Me, except I drink it, Thy will be done.
Mt. 26:42

c. He left them, and went away again, and prayed the third time, saying the same words.
Mt. 26:44

4. Then on the Cross, He Surrendered Himself to His Father.

a. First, He Sought forgiveness from His Father for His enemies.
Lk. 23:34

Then said Jesus, Father, forgive them; for they know not what they do.
b. At the end, He Submitted Himself to the Father:
Lk. 23:46
Jesus… said, Father, into Thy hands I commend My spirit: and having said thus, He gave up the ghost
C. The Consequences of the Son doing His Father’s Will
Heb. 10:7

Then said I, Lo, I come (in the volume of the book it is written of Me,) to do Thy will, O God.

1. He Fulfilled what God had willed in the volume of the book in Pictures. He was…

a. The Lamb of God, which taketh away the sin of the world.
Jn. 1:29
b. Christ our Passover… sacrificed for us.
I Cor. 5:7

2. He Fulfilled what God had Willed in the volume of the book in Prophecy. He was…
a. The Man of sorrows, and acquainted with grief...He was wounded for our transgressions, 
He was bruised for our iniquities: the chastisement of our peace was upon Him; 
and with His stripes we are healed.
Isa. 53:3-5
b. The 
3. Let us fulfil His Will for us to remember Him in His death, resurrection and coming again.
I Cor. 11:26
For as often as ye eat this bread, and drink this cup, ye do show the Lord's death till he come.

Thy kingdom come; Thy will On earth be done in love

REFLECTIONS FOR THE WEEK

1. How do you seek and know God’s Will?
To know God’s will is to know His Mind as revealed through His Word.

For normal routine and living, you do not consciously go out of the way to seek God’s will. 
You get to know God’s will from regularly spending time with Him in the reading of His word 
and communing with Him. In this way you get to know…
The Prescribed Will of God in the Word. 
This is His Written Will as prescribed in His Word that basically you must obey, e.g.

For this is the will of God, even your sanctification, that ye should abstain from fornication:


I Thes. 4:3

In every thing give thanks: for this is the will of God in Christ Jesus concerning you.



I Thes. 5:18

For so is the will of God, that with well doing ye may put to silence the ignorance of foolish men: As free, and not using your liberty for a cloak of maliciousness, but as the servants of God. Honour all men. Love the brotherhood. Fear God. Honour the king.



I Pet. 2:15-17
Note: Christ sought to fulfil the Will of His Father as Written in the Word concerning Him:

Then said I, Lo, I come (in the volume of the book it is written of Me,) 

to do Thy will, O God.
Heb. 10:7

These are the words which I spake unto you, while I was yet with you, that all things must be fulfilled, which were written in the law of Moses, and in the prophets, and in the psalms, concerning Me.
Lk 24:44


The Personal Will of God for your life:

When you are prepared to do the Prescribed Will of God contained in His Word, then it makes sense for you to seek His Personal Will for yourself. And His will differs from person to person.

In other words, it makes no sense when you piously claim that you want to do His Will for your personal life when you do not bother to be what He wants you to be as revealed in His Word. 
You do not even read it regularly in the first place. It is through His Word that you get to know 
His Mind and His Will.
Basically, for one to know God’s Will, three conditions are to be met: (see Rom. 12:1, 2)

I beseech you therefore, brethren, by the mercies of God,

(1) that ye present your bodies a living sacrifice, holy, acceptable unto God, which is your reasonable service.

(2) And be not conformed to this world: 
(3) but be ye transformed by the renewing of your mind, 
that ye may prove what is that good, and acceptable, and perfect, will of God.

Have you presented and consecrated your life to God?

Have you been spending time reading His Word and communing with Him regularly to know His Prescribed Will and Personal Will for your life?
Are you prepared to accept whatever the revelation of His will, submit to it and do it?

Only then can you ever know God’s good, perfect and acceptable will for your life.
REFLECT
2. The Permissive Will of God.
And He gave them their request; but sent leanness into their soul.
Psa. 106:15

However there is still one aspect of seeking and knowing God’s Will to be considered. 

In seeking to do God’s Personal Will for your life, you need to submit and to obey whatever He reveals to you. The Son Himself had to learn obedience and to say, not as I will, but as Thou wilt.”

If you insist on having your will, keep on praying for it, sometimes He may grant you your request, but beware, as with Israel, He gave them their request; but sent leanness into their soul.  Seek ever to know and to do only God’s direct and personal will for your life – not as you want it to be, but as He wills it for you.

REFLECT.
Points to Ponder:

Living people prepare a will for the time when they die. God does that (I Pet. 1:4). 
But He also prepares His Will for the time they live!
