Intro. In God’s Programme for the Ages, Feasts Play a very important role in dealing with:




…the Jews,…the Gentiles,… the church of God.
I Cor. 10:32
A. The Feasts and the Jews (Israel).
1. Israel was to Commemorate their Exit from Egypt with a Feast (Passover).
Exo. 12:17
Ye shall observe the feast… for in this selfsame day have I brought your armies out of the land of Egypt.

2. Israel was to Commence this observance when they Entered the Promised Land.
Exo. 12:25a

And it shall come to pass, when ye be come to the land which the LORD will give you, 
according as He hath promised, that ye shall keep this service.
3. Israel was to Continue this observance throughout their generations.
Ex. 12:14b
Ye shall keep it a feast to the LORD throughout your generations…by an ordinance for ever.
Therefore shall ye observe this day in your generations by an ordinance for ever.
Exo. 12:25b

4. Israel was to Convene seven Feasts (including Passover) unto the Lord throughout the year.
Lev. 23:2, 4
Speak unto the children of Israel, and say unto them, Concerning the feasts of the LORD, 
which ye shall proclaim to be holy convocations, even these are My feasts.
These are the feasts of the LORD, even holy convocations, which ye shall proclaim in their season. See #5
5. Israel would Come together to observe the following annual feasts unto the Lord:
Lev.

a. The Feast of Passover.
23:5

b. The Feast of Unleavened Bread.
23:6-8

c. The Feast of Firstfruits.
23:9-14
d. The Feast of Weeks.
23:15-22

e. The Feast of Trumpets.
23:23-25

f. The Day of Atonement.
23:26-32

g. The Feast of Tabernacles.
23:33-44

6. But in the days of Jesus, Israel desecrated the Character of the Lord’s Feasts to make them their own!

a. After this there was a feast of the Jews;
Jn. 5:1

b. And the Passover, a feast of the Jews, was nigh.
Jn. 6:4
c. Now the Jews' feast of tabernacles was at hand.
Jn. 7:2
The Jews kept the Feasts outwardly, but their hearts were Far away from the Lord.
7. However, one day, Israel will Conclude their history on earth with a Feast –
Zech. 14:16 ct. 18, 19

In keeping with His Covenants with Abraham and David, God will restore Israel unto Himself 
with a New Covenant and Jerusalem in Israel will once again be the Centre of all worship for all nations!

And it shall come to pass, that every one that is left of all the nations which came against Jerusalem shall even go up from year to year to worship the King, the LORD of hosts, and to keep the feast of tabernacles.
B. The Feasts and the Church.
1. The Church Commenced on the Feast Day of Pentecost.
Acts 2:1, 4, 47
And when the day of Pentecost was fully come, they were all with one accord in one place.
And they were all filled with the Holy Ghost, and began to speak with other tongues, 
as the Spirit gave them utterance….And the Lord added to the church daily such as should be saved.

2. The Church Continued their days on earth in keeping a Feast unto the Lord.
Acts 2:42

a. And they Continued stedfastly in the apostles' doctrine and fellowship, and in breaking of bread…
b. They had Communion with one another over a feast – the Lord’s Supper
I Cor. 10:16 cf. 20
The cup of blessing which we bless, is it not the communion of the blood of Christ? 
The bread which we break, is it not the communion of the body of Christ?

c. They Commemorate the death and Coming of the Lord in observing this feast: 
I Cor. 11:26

For as often as ye eat this bread, and drink this cup, ye do show the Lord's death till He come.

3. The Consummation of the Church is the Wedding Feast of the Lamb.
Rev. 19:9
Blessed are they which are called unto the marriage supper of the Lamb.
In the meanwhile, let us Continue to Commemorate and Celebrate the Death and Resurrection of our Lord in observing the Lord’s Supper until He Comes again and takes us back to Heaven with Him.
Sweet feast of love divine! ’Tis grace that makes us free
To feed upon this bread and wine, In memory, Lord, of Thee.

The Feasts and the Gentile Sinners]
1. God also deals with Jewish and Gentile sinners by inviting them to a Feast specially prepared for them. It was a free invitation to supper; no payment was required and no qualification was needed. 
To illustrate this, the Lord Jesus told a parable, as follows: (Lk. 14:17-24)
Then said He unto him, A certain man made a great supper, and bade many: 
And sent his servant at supper time to say to them that were bidden, 
Come; for all things are now ready.And they all with one consent began to make excuse. 
The first said unto him, I have bought a piece of ground, and I must needs go and see it: 
I pray thee have me excused.

And another said, I have bought five yoke of oxen, and I go to prove them: 
I pray thee have me excused. 
And another said, I have married a wife, and therefore I cannot come.

So that servant came, and showed his lord these things. 
Then the master of the house being angry said to his servant, Go out quickly into the streets and lanes of the city, and bring in hither the poor, and the maimed, and the halt, and the blind. 
And the servant said, Lord, it is done as thou hast commanded, and yet there is room. 
And the lord said unto the servant, Go out into the highways and hedges, and compel them to come in, that my house may be filled. For I say unto you, That none of those men which were bidden shall taste of my supper.
God’s invitation to Hos supper is to all – it is free; no one needs to pay or work for it.

The Lord Jesus Himself confirmed this with His own invitation:

In the last day, that great day of the feast, Jesus stood and cried, saying, 
If any man thirst, let him come unto Me, and drink. He that believeth on Me, 
as the scripture hath said, out of his belly shall flow rivers of living water. 
Jn. 7:37, 38
Jesus said unto them, I am the bread of life: he that cometh to Me shall never hunger;
and he that believeth on Me shall never thirst.
Jn. 6:35

Are you feasting on Jesus the Bread of life?  


What do you understand by that?

2. However, if they refuse, their Condemnation will be an invitation to another Feast 
for which they have no option to excuse themselves or refuse!!! 
Rev. 19:17-21
And I saw an angel standing in the sun; and he cried with a loud voice, saying to all the fowls that fly in the midst of heaven, Come and gather yourselves together unto the supper of the great God; That ye may eat the flesh of kings, and the flesh of captains, and the flesh of mighty men, and the flesh of horses, and of them that sit on them, and the flesh of all men, both free and bond, both small and great.

And I saw the beast, and the kings of the earth, and their armies, gathered together to make war against Him that sat on the horse, and against His army. And the beast was taken, and with him the false prophet that wrought miracles before him, with which he deceived them that had received the mark of the beast, and them that worshipped his image. These both were cast alive into a lake of fire burning with brimstone.

And the remnant were slain with the sword of Him that sat upon the horse, which sword proceeded out of his mouth: and all the fowls were filled with their flesh.


The Jews will keep the Feast of Tabernacles at the Conclusion of their history on earth.
The Church (composed of believing Jews and Gentiles, I Cor. 12:13; Gal. 3:28) will Consummate their Marriage with the Lamb at the Marriage Feast. 
But Jewish and Gentile sinners will be at the Supper of the Great God and Condemned to the Lake of Fire. (Hell)
If you are a Christian, saved by grace, have you passed on Jesus’ invitation to come and sup with Him while they have the opportunity to do so? 
If not, they have to accept the Great God’s invitation to His Supper!
