Exo. 12
1. The Lamb was the Sacrificial Passover Lamb.


a. Draw out and take you a lamb according to your families, and kill the Passover.

b. That ye shall say, It is the sacrifice of the LORD'S Passover.

· It pointed to Christ our Passover… sacrificed for us.
I Cor. 5:7

2. The Lamb was to be without Spot and without blemish.

12:5

· It pointed to the Sinless Christ, as of a lamb without blemish and without Spot.  
I Pet. 1:18

Who did no sin, neither was guile found in His mouth.
I Pet. 2:22

3. The Lamb was Slain and Sacrificed.

12:21

Take you a lamb according to your families, and kill the Passover.

· It pointed to Jesus Who was Slain for us.
Acts 2:23

Him…ye have taken, and by wicked hands have crucified and slain.

4. The lamb was Sacrificed as a Substitute for the firstborn of Israel.
Exo. 12:27-29

It is the sacrifice of the LORD'S passover, who passed over the houses of the children 
of Israel in Egypt, when He smote…all the firstborn in the land of Egypt, from the firstborn 
of Pharaoh…unto the firstborn of the captive that was in the dungeon; and all the firstborn of cattle.

· It pointed to Jesus Who Saved and redeemed us from Sin.
Tit. 2:14
Who gave Himself for us, that He might redeem us from all iniquity.

B. The Slaughtered Lamb in Prophecy
Isa. 53
1. Isaiah Prophesied that He would be brought as a lamb to the Slaughter.

Isa. 53:7b
Cp. Jesus –

a. He was the Man of Sorrows – despised and rejected of men…and acquainted with grief:
53:3
Cp. Jesus: Then saith He…My soul is exceeding sorrowful, even unto death.

Mt. 26:38
b. He was Smitten of God, and afflicted.


53:4b
Cp. Jesus cried with a loud voice, saying…My God, my God, why hast Thou forsaken Me? 
Mt. 27:46

c. He was Silent as a Sheep before her Shearers is dumb, so He openeth not His mouth.
53:7b
Cp. Jesus: When He was accused of the chief priests and elders, He answered nothing.


He answered him [Pilate] to never a word; insomuch that the governor marvelled greatly.
Mt. 27:12-14

2. God Predestinated Him to be the Lamb:

Christ, as of a lamb…Who verily was foreordained before the foundation of the world, 1 Pet. 1:19, 20
but was manifest in these last times for you…
[Cp. Prophecy fulfilled in History.]

C. The Sin-bearing Lamb in History
Jn. 1:29
Jesus on earth was to be the Saviour of the world from Sin as prophesied in Scripture.
1. Joseph was to call His new-born Baby Jesus to fulfil Scripture.
Mt. 1:21, 22

She shall bring forth a son, and thou shalt call His name JESUS: for He shall save His people from their sins… Now all this was done, that it might be fulfilled which was spoken of the Lord by the prophet.

2. John Baptist Singled Jesus out to be the Predicted Lamb. He Proclaimed:
Jn. 1:29

Behold the Lamb of God, which taketh away the Sin of the world.

Cp. Jesus, Who His own Self bare our Sins in His own body on the tree.
I Pet. 2:24

D. The Sovereign Lamb in Eschatology.
Rev. 5
1. Jesus is the glorified Lamb that is Worthy to be Worshipped.

5:4-7
I wept much, because no man was found worthy to open and to read the book…
…and, lo, in the midst of the throne… stood a Lamb as it had been slain… 
And He came and took the book out of the right hand of Him that sat upon the throne.

2. The Lamb, Sitting upon the throne, will be the Subject of all worship in the future.

5:12, 13

Worthy is the Lamb that was slain to receive power, and riches, and wisdom, and strength, and honour, and glory, and blessing. And every creature which is in heaven, and on the earth, and under the earth, 
and such as are in the sea, and all that are in them, heard I saying, Blessing, and honour, and glory, 
and power, be unto Him that sitteth upon the throne, and unto the Lamb for ever and ever.

Cp. At the name of Jesus every knee should bow, of things in heaven, and things in earth, 
and things under the earth; And that every tongue should confess that Jesus Christ is Lord, 




to the glory of God the Father. 
Phil. 2:10, 11
Let us Worship the Lamb today. Worthy is the Lamb, the hosts of Heaven sing,
As before the throne they make His praises ring; Worthy is the Lamb the book to open wide,
Worthy is the Lamb who once was crucified.

Oh, this bleeding Lamb, oh, this bleeding Lamb, Oh, this dying Lamb, He was found worthy.

1. Read the following text taken from Revelation Chapter Five meditatively –
And I saw in the right hand of Him that sat on the throne a book written 

within and on the backside, sealed with seven seals.

And I saw a strong angel proclaiming with a loud voice, 

Who is worthy to open the book, and to loose the seals thereof?

And no man in heaven, nor in earth, neither under the earth, 

was able to open the book, neither to look thereon.

And I wept much, because no man was found worthy to open 

and to read the book, neither to look thereon.

And one of the elders saith unto me, Weep not: behold, the Lion of the tribe of Juda,
the Root of David, hath prevailed to open the book, and to loose the seven seals thereof.

And I beheld, and, lo, in the midst of the throne and of the four beasts, and in the midst of the elders, stood a Lamb as it had been slain, having seven horns and seven eyes, 
which are the seven Spirits of God sent forth into all the earth.

And He came and took the book out of the right hand of Him that sat upon the throne.

fell down before the Lamb, having every one of them harps, and golden vials 
full of odours, which are the prayers of saints.

Whoever finds his life will lose it, and whoever loses his life for My sake will find it.

Are you, or can you, ever be worthy of the Lord under the above terms?
