Intro. : To bring good tidings, the Lord trod the mountains.

A. On Mount Moriah He was the Virtual Sacrifice.
Gen. 22:2, 13
God’s Command to Abraham to Sacrifice his son, Isaac, was a type of God sacrificing His Son, Jesus.

Take now thy son, thine only son Isaac, whom thou lovest, and get thee into the land of Moriah; 



and offer him there for a burnt offering upon one of the mountains which I will tell thee of.



Abraham went and took the ram, and offered him up for a burnt offering in the stead of his son.

1. Jesus was the Son Whom the Father Openly loveth.



Cf. The Father loveth the Son, and hath given all things into His hand.

Cf. Lo a voice from heaven, saying, This is My beloved Son, in whom I am well pleased.

2. Jesus was the Father’s Son, His Only Son.

3. Jesus was the burnt Sacrifice Offered on the altar that Satisfied God.

Cf. Sacrifice and offering and burnt offerings and offering for sin Thou wouldest not, 


neither hadst pleasure therein; … Then said He, Lo, I come to do Thy will, O God.
Heb. 10:8, 9

4. Jesus was the Substitute for us - Abraham … offered him (ram) up … in the stead of his son.

B. At “Mount” Calvary He was the Vicarious Sacrifice.
 
And when they were come to the place, which is called Calvary, there they crucified Him.

[Calvary – a hill, a mound, an elevation, a public highway?]

REFLECTIONS FOR THE WEEK
R430

1. Mountains figuratively and idiomatically refer to obstacles in our path. They can serve as challenges for us to overcome or they can be stumbling blocks obstructing our way to achieve our goals or they may refer to the heavy burden or load of problems that we are called upon to bear currently. 
The Lord of the Mountains challenged His disciples:

Verily I say unto you, If ye have faith as a grain of mustard seed, ye shall say unto this mountain, Remove hence to yonder place; and it shall remove; and nothing shall be impossible unto you. Howbeit this kind goeth not out but by prayer and fasting.  


Mt. 17:20, 21
All of us have our own personal mountains to climb. For some, they are sometime too high and too steep and we stumble. We find them too overbearing for us to circumvent. There are also the mountains of problems and cares we find too heavy to bear on our own and often we cry out in desperation – we just do not know what to do. 
Perhaps the comforting words of the Lord of the Mountains to His own will be a good reminder to us at this time:

Cast all your anxiety on Him because He cares for you. (I Pet. 5:7, NIV)

You need not have to bear your mountainous load on your own. The lyrics of this hymn have sustained many a heavy-burdened traveller on life’s pathway.
