Intro.: As we remember the Lord this Lord’s Day, let us keep our hearts right before Him.

A. To Keep the Unity of the Spirit, let us not be Double-hearted.
Endeavouring to keep the unity of the Spirit in the bond of peace. 
Eph. 4:3
1. David’s men could keep rank because they were not of double heart.
I Chr. 12:33


They were not double-hearted, lit. without a heart and a heart.

NRSV translates: with singleness of purpose; and NIV translates: with undivided loyalty-
They were those who had only one heart to do what was in their heart.

2. All these men of war, that could keep rank, came with a perfect heart –
I Chr. 12:38a
Perfect (Shalem) = complete (lit. or fig.); espec. friendly; full, just... peaceable, perfect.

They were Perfect because they were friendly and Peaceable;
They were keeping the Spirit’s bond of Peace.
Eph. 4:2, 3
With all lowliness and meekness, with longsuffering, forbearing one another in love;

Endeavouring to keep the unity of the Spirit in the bond of peace.
3. All the rest also of Israel were of one heart to make David king.
I Chr. 12:38b

a. They had only one Purpose – to Enthrone David.

b. They Prepared food and drinks for their brethren to Enjoy.
12:39

They were … eating and drinking: for their brethren had prepared for them. 

c. Every one Participated in the joy of Enthroning their king.
12:40

They brought bread on asses….and wine…For there was joy in Israel.


May today’s remembrance of our King in the eating of the bread and drinking of the cup 
bring our Lord and us much joy as we, with one heart, seek to enthrone Him King.

B. To Keep the humility of service, let us not be double-minded
 
1. A double-minded man is not Stable in all his ways.
Jas. 1:8 cf. 4
Double-minded (dipsuchos) = two-spirited.
2. A double-minded person cannot Serve God.
Mt. 6:24

No man can serve two masters: for either he will hate the one, and love the other; 

or else he will hold to the one, and despise the other. Ye cannot serve God and mammon.
3. The Servant must have the Mind of Christ:

Let this mind be in you, which was also in Christ Jesus: Who, being in the form of God…took upon Him the form of a servant… He humbled Himself, and became obedient unto death, even the death of the cross.

C. To Keep the Memory of our Sovereign Lord, let us not be Divided
 
1. Let us keep to our Purpose in Coming together to observe the Lord’s Supper.


The Corinthian Church was divided in purpose when they Came together for the Lord’s Supper. 



When ye come together therefore into one place, this is not to eat the Lord's supper.
I Cor. 11:20-22

For in eating every one taketh before other his own supper: and one is hungry, and another is drunken.

What? have ye not houses to eat and to drink in? or despise ye the church of God, and shame them that have not? What shall I say to you? shall I praise you in this? I praise you not.
2. Let us keep to our Proclamation of His death and resurrection in Celebrating the Lord’s Supper. 11:26,NIV


For whenever you eat this bread and drink this cup, you proclaim the Lord's death until He comes.

3. Let us, as we keep the Precious memory of our Lord adored, keep rank with the early N.T. Church … Continuing daily with one accord in the temple, and breaking bread…
did eat their meat with gladness and singleness of heart
Acts 2:46

By Christ redeemed, in Christ restored, we keep the memory adored.

And show the death of our dear Lord, until He come.

His body, broken in our stead, is seen in this memorial bread,

And thus our feeble love is fed, until He come.

His fearful drops of agony, His life-blood, shed for us, we see –

This wine shall tell the mystery, until He come.

REFLECTIONS OF THE WEEK

1. Servants, obey in all things your masters according to the flesh; 
not with eyeservice, as menpleasers; but in singleness of heart, fearing God.
Col. 3:22
Is this rule of conduct possible and practical today? 

· To obey your earthly master in all things?

· To do your very best not just when your master is looking but at all times
 even when he is away; you will not cheat him in any way? 
· To obey a master when he is not fair to you but always serving him 
as you would unto the Lord Who, of course, will always be fair?

· To serve with singleness of heart without being distracted in any way?

Can you be serving your earthly boss with such loyalty and devotion, 
and with singleness of heart as if you are serving the Lord?  
In today’s era and working environment is this possible and practical?
When such faithfulness and commitment is displayed, is it not true that:

· the boss may take advantage of you and exploit your devotion and diligence?

· you may overwork yourself to the extent that you have no more your own or family time?


You may not even have time to meet with the Lord’s people?

· You may be offered better prospects elsewhere and you will be tempted to go there?

How would you face this challenge with a correct balance of doing your best for your earthly master and yet treating it as serving the Lord with singleness of heart?

REFLECT
2. Today not only do we face the problem of a double heart but also a double mind that James warns us about: A double minded man is unstable in all his ways (Jas. 1:8). 
We face the greater challenge of a multi-minded onslaught (with all our selfish thoughts, ambitions, aspirations, and evil-minded intentions, etc.) leading us to actions and deeds that bring much dishonour to God and to our Lord.
For us who have this problem let us take heed to the solutions offered by James himself:

Draw nigh to God, and He will draw nigh to you. 
Cleanse your hands, ye sinners; 
and purify your hearts, ye double minded.
(Jas. 4:8)
Or what Paul has to say:
(Phil. 2:5-8)

Let this mind be in you, which was also in Christ Jesus: Who, being in the form of God, thought it not robbery to be equal with God: But made Himself of no reputation, and took upon Him the form of a servant, and was made in the likeness of men: 
And being found in fashion as a man, He humbled Himself, and became obedient unto death, even the death of the cross
And…
(Phil. 4:8, 9)

Finally, brethren, whatsoever things are true, whatsoever things are honest, whatsoever things are just, whatsoever things are pure, whatsoever things are lovely, whatsoever things are of good report; if there be any virtue, and if there be any praise, think on these things. Those things, which ye have both learned, and received, and heard, and seen in me, do: and the God of peace shall be with you.
Think and do these things. What ARE these things?
REFLECT
Points to Ponder:
Be one with only one heart and one mind – 

the mind that is in Christ Jesus to do what is in your heart for Him.
