A. What does it mean to Remember?
We will remember thy love 

The American Heritage Dictionary gives the following definitions:-

1. To Recall to the mind; think of again.


Joseph requested the butler to think on me when it shall be well with thee.

Gen. 40:14


Thus, we are to Think of and on the Lord Jesus, when we remember Him.

2. To Reflect: To Recall to the mind with effort.


It is not Easy to remember; we need to make an Effort to do so.


Yet did not the chief butler remember Joseph, but forgat him!


Gen. 40:23


We need to Erase all other thoughts not of the Lord, and remember only Him.


And not be like the butler who said, I do remember my faults this day.
Gen. 41:9

3. To Retain in the memory.


By Christ redeemed, in Christ restored, We keep the memory adored.


And show the death of our dear Lord, Until He come.

4. To Recognise His worth: To keep (someone) in mind as worthy of consideration or recognition.


“Remember Me” is to Recognise His Worth and give Him the Worship He deserves.


Alas, the two disciples on the road were kept from recognizing Him, 

Lk. 24:16, NIV


Because their eyes were holden that they should not know Him
Lk. 24:16, KJV


But it was when Jesus took bread, and blessed it, and brake, and gave to them.
Lk. 24:30, KJV


Then their eyes were opened and they recognized Him.
Lk. 24:31, NIV

5. To Reward with a gift or a tip.


Remembering our Lord should lead us to Revere Him –


Giving unto Him Gifts (as the Wise men did) and Worshipping Him.
Cf. Mt. 2:11

When… they saw the young Child with Mary His mother, and fell down, and worshipped Him…

 when they had opened their treasures, they presented unto Him gifts; gold, and frankincense, and myrrh.

B. How do we Remember?
We will remember thy love more than wine
1. The Lord took bread, and gave thanks, and brake it, and gave unto them, saying, 


This is My body which is given for you: this do in remembrance of Me.
Lk. 22:19

2. Also the Lord took the cup…saying, This cup is the new testament in My blood: 


this do ye…in remembrance of Me.
I Cor. 11:25


Thy body, broken for my sake, My bread from heaven shall be;


The cup of blessing I will take, And thus remember Thee.
Montgomerry


Thus, we look beyond the emblems of the bread and wine to the Person of Christ 


Himself and remember Him.

C. What are we to Remember in Relation to Him?
We will remember thy love

1. Remember the Love that Jesus had for me to die on the cruel tree.

2. Remember Thee, and all Thy pains, And all Thy love to me; 


Yea, while a breath – a pulse remains Will I remember Thee.

3. Jesus, we remember Thee! Thy deep woe and agony,


All Thy suffering on the tree, Jesus we adore Thee!

1. How do you prepare yourself for the Lord’s Supper to remember Him?
Here are some practical pointers that will help you do so:
Before the Lord’s Supper:

· Let a man examine himself, and so let him eat of that bread, and drink of that cup.

For he that eateth and drinketh unworthily, eateth and drinketh damnation to himself, 
not discerning the Lord's body.
I Cor. 11:28, 29

· "Therefore, if you are offering your gift at the altar and there remember that 
your brother has something against you, leave your gift there in front of the altar.
First go and be reconciled to your brother; then come and offer your gift.


Mt. 5:23, 24, NIV
Be at the Lord’s Supper:

· Not forsaking the assembling of ourselves together, as the manner of some is;

but exhorting one another: and so much the more, as ye see the day approaching.
· And they continued stedfastly in the apostles' doctrine and fellowship,
and in breaking of bread, and in prayers.
Acts 2:42
At the Service:

· Be Punctual, be Present and be still, and know that I am God.
Psa. 46:10

Take your seat, be still and be in Prayer and Praise while waiting 

for the service to start.
· Be Prepared to be led by the Spirit to worship God and remember the Lord:

· But the hour cometh, and now is, when the true worshippers shall worship 

the Father in spirit and in truth: for the Father seeketh such to worship Him.



God is a Spirit: and they that worship Him must worship him in spirit and in truth.

· Take Part in the service silently or audibly as the Spirit leads:

The Lord Jesus…took bread: And when He had given thanks, He brake it, 
and said, Take, eat: this is My body…broken for you… discerning the Lord's body.

· Discern His Body that was Broken for you.
As above.
· Discern His Body of which you are a member.
I Cor. 10:16, 17
The bread which we break, is it not the communion of the body of Christ?

For we being many are one bread, and one body: 
for we are all partakers of that one bread.
I Cor. 10:26b
· Take the Cup and discern the Blood that was shed for you.
After the same manner also He took the cup…saying, 
This cup is the new testament in My blood... 
I Cor. 11:25a
The cup… is it not the communion of the blood of Christ?
I Cor. 10:26a

· Finally, Remember to do this to Remember the Lord and the Lord alone.

This do in remembrance of Me.
I Cor. 11:24, 25
For as often as ye eat this bread, and drink this cup, 

ye do show the Lord's death till He come.
I Cor. 11:26

· And not like the butler,
Gen. 41:9
Then spake the chief butler unto Pharaoh, saying, I do remember my faults this day:
Are you Really Remembering the Lord?

2. To Forgive our sins, the Lord Remembers them no more.
