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The Text: 
They bowed their heads and worshipped.

Exo. 4:31
The Thots:

A. The Posture of Worship.
1. In the Old Testament, the first occurrence of Worship in KJV…  
Gen. 22:5 
Abide ye here with the ass; and I and the lad will go yonder and worship.

…is translated from the Hebrew word: Shachah, 
Strong

It is from a prim. root = to depress, i.e. prostrate (espec. reflex. in homage to royalty or God…worship)
2. In the New Testament, the first occurrence of Worship in KJV…
Mt. 2:2

Where is he that is born King of the Jews? for we…are come to worship Him.


…is translated from the Greek word: Proskuneo, 
Strong

From a word meaning to kiss, (lit. or fig.) prostrate oneself in homage (do reverence to, adore):--worship.
· In the above cases Worship suggests the worshipper’s Posture of Humility, paying Homage 
and giving Honour at the feet of the one to be worshipped.
B. The People Who Worship.
1. Abraham worshipped at the Feet of the three men (including the Lord) who appeared to him. Gen.  18:1-4

And the LORD appeared unto him…And he lift up his eyes and looked, and, lo, three men stood by him: and when he saw them, he…bowed [Heb. Shachah = Worship, 1st. occurrence] himself toward the ground… Let a little water, I pray you, be fetched, and wash your feet, and rest yourselves under the tree.
a. He bowed himself toward the ground in paying them Homage and Honour. [The LORD was there!]
b. He offered to wash their feet showing his Humility and Hospitality. 
2. Lot worshipped at the Feet of the angels.
Gen. 19:1, 2
There came two angels to Sodom…and Lot…seeing them…bowed [Heb. Shachah = worship] 
himself with his face toward the ground; And he said, Behold now, my lords, turn in, 
I pray you, into your servant's house…and [he offered to] wash [their] feet…
See #1 above.

3. Joshua fell on his Face and worshipped at the Feet of the Captain of the Lord’s Host.
Josh. 5:14

And He said, Nay; but as captain of the host of the LORD am I now come. 
And Joshua fell on his face to the earth, and did worship…

4. The Wise men Fell down and worshipped the Infant Jesus.
Matt. 2:11
When they…saw the young child with Mary His mother, [they] fell down, and worshipped Him:
Cp. They saw the child with Mary His mother; and they knelt down and paid Him homage.
NRSV
C. The People Who Were at the Feet of Jesus to Worship.
1. The Sinner Woman was in Simon’s house to worship at Jesus’ Feet.

a. Simon Stood on his feet; He refused to be at Jesus’ Feet!
Lk. 7:36-50

i. First, he Invited Jesus to Sit with him for a meal.
7:36
ii. Yet Inside him, he Stood tall and had a poor opinion of Jesus.
7:39
iii. Jesus then Indicted him with a Story on Love and Forgiveness. 
7:40-43

b. Jesus Scolded him and put him at His Feet where the Sinner Woman was!  
7:44-47

Seest thou this woman? I entered into thine house…

i. Thou gavest Me no water for My feet: but she hath washed My feet with tears…

ii. Thou gavest Me no kiss: but this woman since the time I came in hath not ceased to kiss My feet.

iii. My head with oil thou didst not anoint: but this woman hath anointed My feet with ointment.

Wherefore I say unto thee, Her sins, which are many, are forgiven; for she loved much…
2. Mary, the Sister of Martha and Lazarus was always at the feet of Jesus… 
(Note: Mary is referred to only on 3 occasions in the Bible and always she was at the feet of Jesus.)
It was that Mary which anointed the Lord with ointment, and wiped His feet with her hair…)
 Jn. 11:2


a. …
To learn His Word.
Lk. 10:39-42

And she had a sister called Mary, which also sat at Jesus' feet, and heard His Word.
b. ....
To unburden to Him her Worries in life.
Then when Mary was come where Jesus was, and saw Him, she fell down at His feet, 
saying unto Him, Lord, if thou hadst been here, my brother had not died.
Jn. 11:32
c. To Worship Him.
Jn. 
Then took Mary a pound of ointment of spikenard, very costly, and anointed the feet of Jesus,
and wiped His feet with her hair: and the house was filled with the odour of the ointment.
As we seek to Remember and Worship Him today, 
Let us be at His feet Humbly to give Him Homage and to Honour Him,

All hail the power of Jesus’ name! Let angels prostrate fall;
Bring forth the royal diadem, and crown Him Lord of all.

O that, with yonder sacred throng, we at His feet may fall,
Join in the everlasting song, and crown Him Lord of all!

REFLECTIONS FOR THE WEEK
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1. God specifies two conditions for those who want to worship Him:
Jn. 4:24, NRSV
God is Spirit, and those who worship Him must worship in spirit and truth."

When John saw in his vision Jesus standing the midst of His seven churches, 

he knelt down at His feet and rightly so:




   Rev. 1:17


When I saw Him, I fell at His feet as dead. And He laid His right hand upon me, 


saying unto me, Fear not; I am the first and the last:

But when John did the same with an angel he was admonished, thus:
Rev. 19:10

And I fell at his feet to worship him. And he said unto me, See thou do it not: 


I am thy fellowservant, and of thy brethren that have the testimony of Jesus: 


worship God: for the testimony of Jesus is the spirit of prophecy.


John did not seem to learn his lesson for he repeated his act later as:
Rev. 22:8, 9

And I John saw these things, and heard them. And when I had heard and seen, 


I fell down to worship before the feet of the angel which showed me these things.


Then saith he unto me, See thou do it not: for I am thy fellowservant, and of thy brethren 

the prophets, and of them which keep the sayings of this book: worship God. 
It was right for John to fall down at the feet of Jesus in awe, amazement and adoration 

in worship in the first instance because Jesus is God.

In the later instances, it was wrong for John to do so before an angel because the angel was, and is, not God – he was a created being as John was, he was a fellowservant with John serving God, and he was of “thy brethren the prophets, and of them which keep the sayings of this book”.
Only God, and Christ Who is God, must be worshipped and before Whom we must bow ourselves with our faces to the ground at His feet, so to speak.

Yet today we find men and women worshipping God’s creatures more than the Creator. 
Because that which may be known of God is manifest in them; for God hath showed it unto them.
For the invisible things of Him from the creation of the world are clearly seen…even His eternal power and Godhead; so that they are without excuse:

Because that, when they knew God, they glorified Him not as God…and changed the glory of the uncorruptible God into an image made like to corruptible man, and to birds, and fourfooted beasts, and creeping things…who changed the truth of God into a lie, and worshipped and served the creature more than the Creator, Who is blessed for ever.
Rom. 1:18-25
These people are not worshipping God in spirit and in truth.
Are you worshipping God in Spirit?  To do so…

You must be born of the Spirit 
Jn. 3:8

You must walk in the Spirit.
Gal. 5:16, 25


You must be led by the Spirit.
Rom. 8:14


And bear the Fruit of the Spirit.
Gal. 5:22, 24
REFLECT
2. Another condition laid down is that we must worship Him in truth.
The Truth lies in His Word – Sanctify them through Thy truth: thy word is truth. Jn. 17:17
In other words, when we worship Him it has to be according to His Word of Truth that He has revealed to us. It is only from His Word that we can know His Person to Worship for there He reveals His Attributes and His Acts, and not to our own imaginations and standards. Apart from His Word, He also reveals His Attributes and Acts through the World that He created. For the invisible things of Him from the creation of the world are clearly seen, being understood by the things that are made, even his eternal power and Godhead. (Rom. 1:20)

Are you reading God’s Word daily and regularly?

Have you ever stood still and contemplated the World – the moon and stars in the sky, 
the sun that shines; the dew drops and snowflakes that fall, the times and the seasons, etc. 
Are you be able to sing like this hymn writer?
O Lord my God, when I in awesome wonder Consider all the worlds Thy hands have made,
I see the stars, I hear the rolling thunder, Thy power throughout the universe displayed:

Then sings my soul, my Savior God, to thee: How great thou art! How great thou art!
