Intro: Was it not Frank Sinatra who popularised the song, “I did it my way”? 
A. These People Did it Their Way and went astray.
1. All Sinners who behave like Sheep.
Isaiah 53:6 

a. They like sheep have gone astray.
b. They like sheep have turned everyone to his own way;

c. And the Shepherd Jesus His life, down for them, had to lay.
And the LORD hath laid on Him the iniquity of us all.

Cp. The good Shepherd giveth His life for the sheep…I lay down My life for the sheep.
Jn. 10:11, 15

2. Noah who Drank until Drunk.
Gen. 9:20-21
a. Noah worked Very hard in his Vineyard.

9:20

And Noah began to be an husbandman, and he planted a vineyard: 
b. Then he did it his way to Enjoy to the Extreme the fruit of his labour – 

9:20

And he drank of the wine, and was drunken; 
c. In his drunken Stupor he was Shamelessly Exposed.

9:21 

And he was uncovered within his tent. 
3. Abram who Selfishly Sought to Save his Life and told his wife to Lie.
Gen. 12:11, 13
a. Abram said unto Sarai his wife, Behold now, I know that thou art a fair woman to look upon: 
b. Say, I pray thee, thou art my Sister: 
c. That it may be well with me for thy Sake; and my Soul shall live because of thee. 

4. Isaac who trusted Solely on his Sense of touch and Smell.
Gen. 27:21
a. He thought he could recognize his Son Esau by feeling for his hairy hand.

Isaac said unto Jacob, Come near, I pray thee, that I may feel thee, my son, 

whether thou be my very son Esau or not. 

b. Jacob lied to his father and deceived him to Steal Esau’s blessings.
Gen. 27:24 
And he [Isaac] said, Art thou my very son Esau? And he [Jacob] said, I am.
c. Isaac confirmed it by his Sense of Smell, but was deceived!
Gen. 27:27 
And he came near, and kissed him: and he smelled the smell of his raiment, and blessed him, 

and said, See, the smell of my son is as the smell of a field which the LORD hath blessed:
All these people did it their way and went astray.

B. This Person Did it God’s Way except…
I Kgs. 15:5
1.  David’s Wholesome Walk with God – he did it God’s Way.
Because David did that which was right in the eyes of the LORD, 
and turned not aside from any thing that He commanded him all the days of his life.
2. However, David Did Stray away from God’s Way – He went Astray when he committed Adultery.
Thus, save only in the matter of Uriah the Hittite.

3. And that made David a Sinner and a Stray.
Psa. 51:3, 4
For I acknowledge my transgressions: and my sin is ever before me. 
Against Thee, Thee only, have I sinned, and done this evil in Thy sight.

C. This Person Did it God’s Way all the way.
1. Jesus Who Wholly obeyed God and did it God’s Way: 
Phil. 2:7-9
He made Himself of no reputation, and took upon Him the form of a servant, 
and was made in the likeness of men: And being found in fashion as a man, 
He humbled himself, and became obedient unto death, the death of the cross. 

2. Jesus never Strayed Away even once and He did it God’s Way all the Way:

a. He did no Sin: Who did no sin, neither was guile found in His mouth:

I Pet. 2:22

b. He knew no Sin: For He [God] hath made Him [Jesus] to be sin for us, Who knew no sin;
II Cor. 5:21
c. In Him is no Sin: Ye know that He was manifested to take away our sins; and in Him is no sin. I Jn. 3:5
D. These Participants of the Lord’s Supper did the Lord’s Way Their Way.
I Cor. 11:20-22
When ye come together therefore into one place, this is not to eat the Lord's supper. 
For in eating every one taketh before other his own supper: and one is hungry, and another is drunken. 
E. Are you doing it the Lord’s Way or your Way?  Be Reminder of His Way.
I Cor. 11:23-26 
1. That the Lord Jesus…took bread: And when He had given thanks, He brake it, and said, 
Take, eat: this is My body, which is broken for you: this do in remembrance of Me.
2.  After the same manner also He took the cup, when He had supped, saying, 
This cup is the new testament in My blood: this do ye, as oft as ye drink it, in remembrance of Me. 
For as often as ye eat this bread, and drink this cup, ye do shew the Lord's death till He come. 

Every one wants to do it one’s way – but it is not always the best,


Let God have His way and trust Him for the rest.

1. This Rumination may reach you by or on 31 Jan. My wife and I take this opportunity to wish 
all our Chinese brothers and sisters in the Lord A Blessed and Bountiful Chinese New Year. 
Going by their commonly observed zodiac calendar, the Chinese in the world will be ushering in the Year of the Horse.  With the good qualities of the Horse in mind, many of them would gallop forward into the new year trusting in Horses, Chariots and Horsemen, not unlike Israel of old –
As… Some trust in chariots, and some in horses: 
Psa. 20:7a

Woe to them that go down to Egypt for help; and stay on horses, and trust in chariots, 
because they are many; and in horsemen, because they are very strong; 
Isa. 31:1a

In relevant terms today, they would be trusting …

In their Material Properties (chariots); 


In their Natural Prowess and Abilities (horsemen) and 

In their Personal Potential Capabilities (horses) to do their own things this year.
But what does God think of people who trust in these things and…
…they look not unto the Holy One of Israel, neither seek the LORD?
Isa. 31:1b

And what should we Christians do really as we gallop into this new year?
We will remember the name of the LORD our God.
Psa. 20:7b

Consider therefore… [especially when the Name of God is threatened in Malaysia today]
This New Year Benediction in the Name of God:
Psa. 20:1-4
The LORD hear thee in the day of trouble; the name of the God of Jacob defend thee;

2 Send thee help from the sanctuary, and strengthen thee out of Zion;

3 Remember all thy offerings, and accept thy burnt sacrifice; Selah.

4 Grant thee according to thine own heart, and fulfil all thy counsel. 

This New Year Banner:
Psa. 20:5

5 We will rejoice in Thy salvation, and in the name of our God 
    We will set up our banners: the LORD fulfil all thy petitions. 
This New Year Belief:
Psa. 20:6-8

6 Now know I that the LORD saveth His anointed; He will hear him 
   from His holy heaven with the saving strength of His right hand.

7 Some trust in chariots, and some in horses: 
   but we will remember the name of the LORD our God.

 8 They are brought down and fallen:  but we are risen, and stand upright. 

Whether you be a Chinese Christian or not, as long as you are a Christian, 
will you be trusting in the Name of the Lord, our God or 
will you put you trust 
in chariots and their Multitudes, 
in horses because they are Many, 

 and in horsemen because they are Mighty this year?

2. A Horse is respected for its Swiftness and Speed and could also be Stubborn. 
Its figure is often used of Israel who made their self-willed decisions without consulting God – every one turned to his course, as the horse rusheth to battle (Jer. 8:6b) and God warned: 
Be ye not as the horse, or as the mule, which have no understanding: (Psa. 32:9)


They refused to Obey God’s Word that it might be well with them 
Jer. 7:23, 24

But this thing commanded I them, saying, Obey my voice, and I will be your God, and ye shall be My people: and walk ye in all the ways that I have commanded you, that it may be well unto you. 
Or like a Horse, are you…

Strong-willed – they hearkened not, nor inclined their ear, 
Stubborn – walked in the counsels and in the imagination of their evil heart, 
Speedy but went backward, and not forward?
