The Text:

The Thots: 
A. No Man and No Intercessor between God and Man.
Isa. 59:16a
And He saw that there was no man, and wondered that there was no intercessor: 
1. There was no man on earth to Save Israel from judgment and to Stand in the Gap for them. Eze. 22:30, NIV
I looked for a man among them who would build up the wall and stand before Me 

in the gap on behalf of the land so I would not have to destroy it, but I found none

2. Today there is no Sinless Man on earth worthy to be an Intercessor to Speak to God.

We have before proved both Jews and Gentiles, that they are all under sin;

As it is written, There is none righteous, no, not one,
For all have sinned, and come short of the glory of God.

B. Therefore God Became Man.
Isa. 59:16b
Therefore His arm brought salvation unto Him; and His righteousness, it sustained Him.
1. Thus the Son of God Who is Verily God…

a. The Word was with God, and the Word was God. 
Jn. 1:1
b. [Jesus] said also that God was His Father, making Himself equal with God.
Jn. 5:18
c. I and My Father are one.
Jn. 10:30
2. Became Verily Man. Christ Jesus…
Phil. 2:5b-8, NIV
a. Who, being in very nature God, did not consider equality with God something to be grasped,

b. But made Himself nothing, taking the very nature of a servant, being made in human likeness.

c. And being found in appearance as a man, 
d. He humbled Himself and became obedient to death -- even death on a cross!
C. Jesus, The Man and Intercessor with God.
I Tim. 2:5. 6
1. Thus Jesus, the Sinless Man qualified to be the Intercessor between God and Men:
For there is one God, and one Mediator between God and Men, the Man Christ Jesus; 
Who gave Himself a ransom for all.
a. He is Verily God.
See #B.1
b. He is Verily Man.
For we have not an high priest which cannot be touched with the feeling of our infirmities; 
but was in all points tempted like as we are, yet without sin.
Heb. 4:15

c. Thus, He is Verily our One and Only Intercessor.
Heb. 2:17, 18

Wherefore in all things it behoved Him to be made like unto His brethren, that He might be a merciful and faithful high priest in things pertaining to God, to make reconciliation for the sins of the people.

For in that He Himself hath suffered being tempted, He is able to succour them that are tempted.
d. And He Ever lives today to be our Eternal Intercessor in Heaven.
Heb. 7:25, 26
Wherefore He is able also to save them to the uttermost that come unto God by Him, 
seeing He ever liveth to make intercession for them. For such an high priest became us, 
is holy, harmless, undefiled, separate from sinners, and made higher than the heavens.
2. Thus, there can be no other Man or Woman Who can ever be our Intercessor 
no matter how righteous and saintly the person may appear to be…
Rom. 3:10
As it is written, There is none righteous, no, not one.
He saw that there was no man, and wondered that there was no intercessor:

For there is one God, and [only] one Mediator between God and Men, the Man Christ Jesus; I Tim. 2:5
When there was no man (or woman) on earth qualified to stand on his or her behalf to mediate between the Holy and Righteous God and Sinful and unrighteous Man (or Woman), God Himself had to take the Step to Stoop down to become a Man to fulfil all the requirements demanded of man to be righteous and to Suffer the penalty of Sin because there was none righteous, and to be obey the dictates of the Law to the extent of even being having to be obedient even unto death, the death of the cross. Only Jesus could die, be buried and raised again to life to live again. Today because He lives, He lives to be our Intercessor forevermore in heaven.
Let us remember Him thus in the breaking of the bread and the drinking of the cup
as today He lives to intercede for us.
O blessèd feet of Jesus, Weary with seeking me, Stand at God’s bar of judgment And intercede for me.

O knees which bent in anguish In dark Gethsemane, Kneel at the throne of glory And intercede for me.

O sacred heart, such sorrow The world may never see, As those which gave Thee warrant To intercede for me.

O body scarred and wounded My sacrifice to be, Present Thy perfect offering And intercede for me.

O loving, risen Savior, From death and sorrow free! Though throned in endless glory, Still intercede for me.

REFLECTIONS FOR THE WEEK.
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1. Today many churches and denominations observe Lent as the period of forty fast days and Sundays before Easter which began on 5 March this year.  During this period a person examines his/her life for sin and seeks to repent from such sin through confession, in some cases to a priest as intermediary, or to a “saint” or to some other man-ordained deity.

But there is none righteous, no, not one! This was what God saw when He looked down on sinful Israel and the sinful world. There was no man or woman among men who could save any from God’s righteous judgment –
He saw that there was no man, and wondered that there was no intercessor: 
Isa. 59:16

Cp. NRSV - He saw that there was no one, and was appalled that there was no one to intervene; so His own arm brought Him victory, and His righteousness upheld Him. 

Today God has provided that Man and that Intercessor!

It is recorded that there is one God, and one Mediator between God and Men, the Man Christ Jesus; Who gave Himself a ransom for all. He is the Only One who qualifies and is worthy to be our Mediator and Intercessor with God, for God was in Christ reconciling the world to Himself, not imputing their trespasses to them, and has committed to us the word of reconciliation…For He made Him who knew no sin to be sin for us, that we might become the righteousness of God in Him.
II Cor. 5:19-21


During this Lent Period, are you conscious of your sin and seeking cleansing from it that you may be righteous and your relationship with God restored?  Remember there is no other Mediator or Mediatrix or Intercessor that you can go to or go through except the Lord Jesus Christ Who knew no sin and in Whom is no sin – only He can reconcile you to God.


If we confess our sins, He is faithful and just to forgive us our sins and to cleanse us from all unrighteousness. (I Jn. 1:9)
REFLECT
2. Though the Bible states very clearly that for the church the observance of days and festivals is past and gone (Col. 2:16, 17): 
Let no man therefore judge you in meat, or in drink, or in respect of an holyday, or of the new moon, or of the sabbath days: Which are a shadow of things to come; but the body is of Christ
Yet the Christian world today still clings on to its traditional festivals. 
One that comes to mind is Easter with its special associated days as follows: 

March 5 - Ash Wednesday
April 13 - Palm Sunday
April 17 - Maundy (Holy) Thursday
April 18 - Good Friday
April 20 - Easter Sunday  (Western Christianity - Roman Catholic, Anglican Communion, 




Protestant Churches, etc.)

April 20 - Easter Sunday  (Orthodox Christianity - Eastern Orthodox Churches)
None of the names are biblical. Even Easter translated as such in the King James Version (Acts 12:4) is not. Originally it should read: Passover as translated in the more modern versions (NKJV, NIV, NRSV, etc.). These have been man-introduced names to refer to certain incidents and events that occurred in the days leading to the crucifixion of Christ.
Are you taken up with the observance of these days? While they may be good in reminding us of the events in the last days of the Lord, let us remember that they are not to be religious rituals supposedly to help us score merits with God in their observance.
