Intro: Who shall lay any thing to the charge of God's elect?
Rom. 8:33a
A. No one, not even Satan, can Charge us!  It is God that Justifieth.
1. Satan is the Accuser of the brethren... (He) accused them before our God day and night.
Rev. 12:10

2. But Christ is the Advocate defending the brethren.

B. No one, not even Satan, can Condemn us. Who is he that condemneth?
Rom. 8:34 
It is Christ that died, yea rather, that is risen again – It is He Who has saved us from condemnation!
1. Because Christ had died for our Sins – It is Christ that died…
See #A.2a-c; 
Rom. 8:34a
2. Because Christ had Risen for our justification and Sanctification – that is risen again.

Rom. 8:34b
We were buried with Him by baptism into death: that like as Christ was raised up from the dead 
by the glory of the Father, even so we also should walk in newness of life.

3. Because He is now Seated on God’s Right Hand to intercede for us.

…Who is even at the right hand of God, who also maketh intercession for us.
a. Wherefore He is able also to save them to the uttermost that come unto God by Him, 
Seeing He ever liveth to make intercession for them.

C. No One except ourselves Can Convict ourselves.
I Cor. 11:28, 29
1. A person ought to examine himself, before taking part in the Lord’s Supper.

For he who eats and Drinks in an unworthy manner eats and drinks judgment to himself, 
not Discerning the Lord's body.
11:29, NKJV

a. To Drink worthily is a reference to the Christian’s Conduct – it must be Clean and Holy.
It is not a reference to his Salvation for that, he who was unworthy had been made worthy!
b. It is not to Disrespect or Dishonour the Presence of the Lord – it is the Lord’s Supper. 

c. It is to Discern the Lord's body –
i. His Body that bore our sins – 
Our Contemplation, Contributions, etc. are to Centre on Him and the Cross!
ii. His Body of which all believers are members – 


We are to be Rightly Related to each other when we take of the Supper; hence, be ye Reconciled. 
Cf. I Cor. 10:16, 17; 11:20-33; cf. Mt. 5:23, 24

2. Having Done so let him eat of that bread, and Drink of that cup.
I Cor. 11:28

Reflections for the Week.

1. Can a born-again believer lose his/her salvation?
Go over the main body of God’s arguments in the above Rumination to see that the believer cannot be charged or condemned and God has acquitted him of all charges. 
He cannot be charged again for the same crime!

Consider also the following:

When Jesus told Nicodemus Verily, verily, I say unto thee, Except a man be born again, he cannot see the kingdom of God. Nicodemus saith unto Him, How can a man be born when he is old? Can he enter the second time into his mother's womb, and be born? (Jn. 3:4, 5)

On the same line of argument, one can ask: Can a born-again believer be unborn to become an unbeliever again deserving condemnation?

The Lord also promised:

But as many as received Him, to them He gave the right to become children of God, to those who believe in His name: (Jn. 1:12, NKJV)
Can children born to parents cease to be their children? They may be disowned or given away to be adopted legally or illegally, but naturally and biologically they can never not be the biological parents’ children.

Believers are children of God (I Jn. 3:1, NKJV), heirs; heirs of God, and joint-heirs with Christ (Rom. 8:17) by reason of what God and Christ had done once for all. 
By the which will we are sanctified through the offering of the body of Jesus Christ once for all.  (Heb. 10:10 cf. 9:26, 28)
They were purchased with the precious shed blood of Christ and sealed by the Spirit Who provides the guarantee that we belong to God. 
In Him you also trusted, after you heard… the gospel of your salvation; in whom also, having believed, you were sealed with the Holy Spirit of promise, who is the guarantee of our inheritance until the redemption of the purchased possession, to the praise of His glory. (Eph. 1:13, 14, NKJV)

These are not human deeds that can be disannulled in any way. They are the results of what the Father, Son and Spirit did for us based on the unconditional promises given to those who believe and receive His promise. They are for eternity and cannot be abrogated or revoked. To suggest otherwise is to accuse God of lying!
A child can be disobedient (as the prodigal son) but he/she cannot cease to be the son or daughter of the parent.
For this my son was dead, and is alive again; he was lost, and is found. (Lk. 15:24)
A saved person is secure in the hands of the Father and the Son. No one can snatch him/her away from Them, not even if he/she voluntarily releases his/her hold of Their hands, because Their hands will always hold on to him/her securely for eternity.

My sheep hear My voice, and I know them, and they follow Me: And I give unto them eternal life; and they shall never perish, neither shall any man pluck them out of my hand. My Father, which gave them Me, is greater than all; and no man is able to pluck them out of My Father's hand. I and my Father are one. (Jn. 10:27-30)
Can you ever doubt God of His eternal promises and Christ of what He did for you on the Cross to free you of all charges and condemnation once and for all?

This was the question a prodigal believer might ask? Paul asked and answered the question in Rom. 6:1-11 – What shall we say then? Shall we continue in sin, that grace may abound? Read the passage for yourself. Shall we? Can we?
