The Theme:  
The Place
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The Text: 
Come see the place…
Mt. 28:6
The Thots: 
Intro. : The/A place occurs a number of times in Scripture. The following are significant in the Life of our Lord.


Come see the place Called…
Mt. 28:6
A. …Gethsemane - Then cometh Jesus with them unto a place called Gethsemane.

Mt. 26:36
1. Here our Lord would fall Back regularly for Prayer.
Jn. 18:2

For Jesus ofttimes resorted thither with His disciples.
2. Here He Besought His Father to do His Will.
Mt. 26:36, 39

Then cometh Jesus with them unto a place called Gethsemane, And He…prayed, saying, 
O my Father, if it be possible, let this cup pass from Me: nevertheless not as I will, but as Thou wilt.
3. Here He was Betrayed by Judas – Judas also, which betrayed Him, knew the place…
Jn. 18:2
4. Here He “Broke His human cover” and revealed the Identity of His Deity as the I AM.
Jn. 18:4-6 
Jesus…said unto them, Whom seek ye? They answered Him, Jesus of Nazareth. Jesus saith unto them,

I am (He)…As soon then as He had said unto them, I am (He), they went backward, and fell to the ground
Note: He is not in the original text. What Jesus actually answered was I AM. He was indeed the I AM that I AM (Exo. 3:14) at the Burning Bush and the I AM Who was before Abraham (Jn. 8:58), hence, instantly the soldiers fell backward at the Momentous Manifestation of His Deity and Majesty!
B. …Gabbatha
Jn. 19:13, 14
1. Here Pilate Presented our Lord to the People as their King.
Mt. 27:2
9
When Pilate…brought Jesus forth, and sat down in the judgment seat in a place that is called the Pavement, but in the Hebrew, Gabbatha…and He saith unto the Jews, Behold your King!
Cf. Jn. 19:14

2. Here they rejected Him as their Potentate.
Jn. 19:15

But they cried out, Away with Him, away with Him, crucify Him. Pilate saith unto them, 
Shall I crucify your King? The chief priests answered, We have no king but Caesar. 
3. Here Pilate Sentenced Him to be Scourged and crucified.
Jn. 19:16; Mt. 27:26

Then delivered he Him…unto them to be crucified. And they took Jesus, and led Him away.
Then released he Barabbas unto them: and when he had scourged Jesus, he delivered Him to be crucified.

C. …Golgotha.
Jn. 19:17
1. Here our Lord was Crucified.

He bearing His cross went forth into a place called the place of a skull…in the Hebrew Golgotha.

2. Here He bore our Curse of Sin.
Gal. 3:13
Christ hath redeemed us from the curse of the law, being made a curse for us: 
for it is written, Cursed is every one that hangeth on a tree: 
3. Here He was our Substitute bearing our Sins on the Cross.
I Pet. 2:24
Who His own Self bare our sins in His own body on the tree.
D. …The Garden tomb.
Jn. 19:41, 42
1. Here our Lord Resigned His body to the grave to wait for three days.


Now in the place where He was crucified there was a garden; and in the garden a new sepulchre.


There laid they Jesus therefore because of the Jews' preparation day; for the sepulchre was nigh at hand.

2. Here the news that He was Risen was Relayed to the Women on the first day of the Week.       Mt. 28:1

In the end of the sabbath, as it began to dawn toward the first day of the week…


He is not here: for He is risen, as He said. Come, see the place where the Lord lay.
Mt. 28:5, 6
And the angel answered and said unto the women, Fear not ye: for I know that ye seek Jesus, which was crucified. He is not here: for He is risen, as He said. Come, see the place where the Lord lay.
E. …The Gathering of His People to Remember Him.
I Cor. 11:20
1. Here Paul Admonished the Gathering of the Church at Corinth for Abusing the Lord’s Supper.

When ye come together therefore into one place, this is not to eat the Lord's Supper. 

2. Here Paul Advised them regarding the Lord’s words concerning His Supper.
I Cor. 11:24, 25
Take, eat: this is My body, which is broken for you: this do in remembrance of Me. 
This cup is the new testament in My blood: this do ye, as oft as ye drink it, in remembrance of Me. 

3. Today we need to Adhere to the observance of the Lord’s Supper.
I Cor. 11:26
For as often as ye eat this bread, and drink this cup, ye do shew the Lord's death till He come.

Here, O my Lord, I see Thee face to face; Here would I touch and handle things unseen;
Here grasp with firmer hand eternal grace, And all my weariness upon Thee lean.
Here would I feed upon the bread of God, Here drink with Thee the royal wine of Heaven;
Here would I lay aside each earthly load, Here taste afresh the calm of sin forgiven.
