God Remembered…
Gen. 8:1; 19:29

The Thots: 

A. God Remembered Noah.
Gen. 8:1
And God remembered Noah, and every living thing, and all the cattle that was with him in the ark: 
and God made a wind to pass over the earth, and the waters asswaged (subsided, NKJV);
1. The Crisis – God Flooded the earth to destroy the wicked.

a. The Condition of the Earth then: 
Gen. 6:5

And GOD saw that the wickedness of man was great in the earth, 

and that every imagination of the thoughts of his heart was only evil continually. 

b. God’s Change of Heart towards Man:
Gen. 6:6, NKJV
The LORD was sorry that He had made man on the earth, and He was grieved in His heart.

c. His Condemnation of the Creation:
Gen. 6:7, NKJV

So the LORD said, "I will destroy man whom I have created from the face of the earth,

both man and beast, creeping thing and birds of the air, for I am sorry that I have made them." 

2. The Character of Noah – 
Gen. 6:8, 9
a. But God’s Grace favoured Noah – Noah found grace in the eyes of the LORD.
b. The Goodness of Noah –  
i. His Ways were just and upright unlike those in his Generation.
Noah was a just man and perfect in his generations.
ii. His Walk was pleasing to God – Noah walked with God
Gen. 5:24
cf. Enoch also walked with God and pleased God.
Heb. 11:5


 By faith Enoch was translated that he should not see death; and was not found, because God 
had translated him: for before his translation he had this testimony, that he pleased God.
Note:  Noah found grace in the eyes of the LORD; Enoch was not found, because God had translated him
3. God’s Care for Noah and those with him – God remembered them in the Ark and Acted. Gen. 8:1, NKJV
Then God remembered Noah, and every living thing, and all the animals that were with him in the ark. 
And God made a wind to pass over the earth, and the waters subsided. 

4. God’s Covenant with Noah after the flood.
Gen. 9:8-17
a. The Resolution in the Covenant:

And I will establish My covenant with you; neither shall all flesh be cut off any more 
by the waters of a flood; neither shall there any more be a flood to destroy the earth.


9:11

b. The Rainbow, the Reminder of the Covenant:
I do set My bow in the cloud…for a token of a covenant between Me and the earth.

9:13, 14
c. The Remembrance – God will Remember! This is the token of the covenant…


9:15-17
And I will remember my covenant…and the bow shall be in the cloud; and I will look upon it, 
that I may remember the everlasting covenant between God and every living creature of all flesh


B. God Remembered Abraham.
Gen. 19:29


1. The Crisis – God’s intention to destroy the wicked Cities of Sodom and Gomorrah.
Gen. 18:20
The Cry of Sodom and Gomorrah is Great, and because their sin is very Grievous.
2. God Commitment: He Remembered Abraham and Rescued him and Lot as well. 
Gen. 19:29
When God destroyed the cities of the plain, that God remembered Abraham, and sent Lot out of the midst of the overthrow, when He overthrew the cities in the which Lot dwelt.
3. God’s Covenant with Abraham was the Reason for God to Act:
Gen. 17:7 cf. Exo. 2:24
And I will establish My covenant between Me and thee and thy seed after thee in their generations 
an everlasting covenant, to be a God unto thee, and to thy seed after thee.

Cf. God heard their groaning, and God remembered His covenant with Abraham…Isaac…and…Jacob. 
C. God Remembers to Forget.

1. Because of God’s New Covenant with Judah and Israel – He will forget their sins.
Jer. 31:31-34
Behold, the days come, saith the LORD, that I will make a new covenant with the house of Israel, and…Judah: for I will forgive their iniquity, and I will remember their sin no more.
2. Because of God’s New Covenant with the Church through Jesus – 
Heb. 12:24
To Jesus the mediator of the new covenant, and to the blood of sprinkling…
Cf. Lk. 22:19, 20

He took…also the cup…saying, This cup is the new testament in My blood, which is shed for you.

And their sins and iniquities will I remember no more.
Heb. 10:17
D. Now we are to Remember the Lord and not Forget.
I Cor. 11:25, 26
…This do ye…in remembrance of Me. For as often as ye eat this bread, and drink this cup, 
ye do shew the Lord's death till He come.
Thy body, broken for my sake, My bread from Heaven shall be;



The testamental cup I take, And thus remember Thee.

REFLECTIONS FOR THE WEEK
R. 504
1. God remembered. God did not and will not forget His people. God did not and will not forget the promises He made in His covenants with them. On the other hand, He would even remember to forgive and forget their iniquities when they will return to Him in repentance.
We, His people also should remember God. 
But often we would only make attempts to know (remember) Him in our golden years after we have exclusively enjoyed the prime years of our youth. We leave our infirmed years to Him, for Him to care for us under the guise that we would then commit our remaining years to remember Him, knowing that we do not have many more on this earth. Wonder if this is our attitude!

Let us take heed to the wisdom of King Solomon exhorting us…

· To remember God in the prime years of our youth. He wrote:  
Eccl, 12:1-7 (NKJV) 
1 Remember now your Creator in the days of your youth, 

· While golden opportunities still avail to live for and enjoy Him, and the adversities and infirmities associated with age are still far away – 

…before the difficult days come, And the years draw near when you say, "I have no pleasure in them": 2 While the sun and the light, The moon and the stars, Are not darkened, And the clouds do not return after the rain; 
· Before our legs succumb to bearing our body’s weight with bended knees – 
3 In the day when the keepers of the house tremble, And the strong men bow down; 
· Before we lose our enjoyment for food because of missing teeth that masticate no more;

When the grinders cease because they are few, 
· ​Before our vision dims and sights around us appear as blurry shadows,
And those that look through the windows grow dim; 
· Before speech is curtailed and words fail to form sans teeth to maintain their formation.
4 When the doors are shut in the streets, And the sound of grinding is low;
· Before sleeping late is a luxury, and deafness despoils our enjoyment of sweet sounds; 
· Dizziness in high places and Dreads of the unknown rob us of ever going places; 

When one rises up at the sound of a bird, And all the daughters of music are brought low;
 5 Also they are afraid of height, And of terrors in the way; 
· And soon even the pate turns white and bare like the white almond flowers drop in winter…

When the almond tree blossoms, 
· And strength weighs down such that a grasshopper weighs more than a ton of bricks (?)
· And all desire for living soon declines and we start packing to go home!

The grasshopper is a burden, And desire fails. For man goes to his eternal home, 
And the mourners go about the streets. 
· Before all these things happen to us and our bodies return to the dust from which they were first formed, let us…
6 Remember your Creator before the silver cord is loosed, Or the golden bowl is broken, 
Or the pitcher shattered at the fountain, Or the wheel broken at the well. 7 Then the dust will return to the earth as it was, And the spirit will return to God who gave it. 

· At whatever age you are today, are you remembering your God?
REFLECT
2. There are times when we need to remember and there are times we need to forget. 
If you have forgotten your God in the past years, confess your backsliding sins and come back 
to God and He will remember to forgive and forget your sins and remember them no more. 
Be like Paul,
Phi. 3:13-14 (NKJV) 
Brethren, I do not count myself to have apprehended; but one thing I do, forgetting those things which are behind and reaching forward to those things which are ahead, I press toward the goal for the prize of the upward call of God in Christ Jesus.

Are you prepared to forget the past, and remember God for the present and future?
REFLECT
Points to Ponder: The Past is gone; the Present and Future are in your hands.
