The Thots: 

A. Jesus Sat Down at the Hour.
Lk. 22:14
And when the hour was come, He sat down, and the twelve apostles with Him.
1. Jesus and His apostles came together to observe the Passover Feast.
22:8
He sent Peter and John, saying, Go and prepare us the passover, that we may eat. 

2. They were Prepared – They went…and they made ready the passover.

22:13

3. They were Punctual – when the hour was come, He sat down and the…apostles with Him. 
22:14

4. All Partook of the Passover (except Jesus?)

22:17, 18
And He took the cup, and gave thanks, and said, Take this, and divide it among yourselves: 
For I say unto you, I will not drink of the fruit of the vine, until the kingdom of God shall come. 

· Jesus was soon to be the actual Passover Lamb slain for us!
I Cor. 5:7

5. After the Passover, Jesus Instituted the Lord’s Supper.
Lk. 22:19, 20
a. And He took bread, and gave thanks, and brake it, and gave unto them, saying, 

This is My body which is given for you: this do in remembrance of Me. 

b. Likewise also the cup…saying, This cup is the new testament in My blood, which is shed for you.
c. Likewise when we come together for the Lord’s Supper, we also need to… 
· BE Prepared…
I Cor. 11:28a

But let a man examine himself, and so let him eat of that bread, and drink of that cup.

· BE Present - and so let him eat of that bread, and drink of that cup.

11:28b
· BE Punctual – the Lord is seated there waiting as it is His Supper.
11:20

When ye come together therefore into one place…to eat the Lord's Supper.


· BE Partaking of the Bread and the Cup.

11:26
For as often as ye eat this bread, and drink this cup, ye do shew the Lord's death till He come.

B. Jesus Sat Down at His Table as Host
S. of S. 1:12
While the king sitteth at his table, my spikenard sendeth forth the smell thereof. 

Cf. our coming to the Lord’s Table, where Jesus is seated as Lord and King waiting for us.
1. He is the Host Waiting and Welcoming us to His Presence.

2. We are to come into His Presence with a Present in Hand.
Cf. the Magi presenting gifts to Jesus and worshipping Him as they came into His presence. 
Mt. 2:11

3. Our Spikenard is to Send forth its Sweet-Smelling Savour to Please Him.
See #C below.

C. Jesus Sat down as Honoured Guest.
Jn. 12:2
There they made Him a supper; and Martha served: but Lazarus…sat at the table with Him.

1. Mary’s Precious Present of a Pound of Ointment – 
Jn. 12:3a 


Then took Mary a pound of ointment of spikenard, very costly, and anointed the feet of Jesus, 

and wiped His feet with her hair: 
2. The Sweet Perfume Permeated and Filled the whole house with Fragrance.
Jn. 12:3b

…and the house was filled with the odour of the ointment.

3. Judas’ Pretentious concern for the Poor:
Jn. 12:5-6 

Why was not this ointment sold for three hundred pence, and given to the poor? 

This he said, not that he cared for the poor; but because he was a thief, and had the bag, 
and bare what was put therein.

4. Jesus gave His Personal Perspective of Mary’s Performance:
Jn. 12:7-8 

Then said Jesus, Let her alone: against the day of My burying hath she kept this. 

For the poor always ye have with you; but Me ye have not always.

D. Mary Sat Down at the feet of Jesus …and Anointed them with her Hair.

How did Mary come to do what she did for Jesus? – She had been sitting at Jesus feet! 

1. Mary learned from His Word at His feet.
Lk. 10:39
And she had a sister called Mary, which also sat at Jesus' feet, and heard His Word.
Note: Mary is mentioned three times in the N.T. and always she was at the feet of Jesus!
2. Earlier, she had Wept at His feet when her brother died.
Jn. 11:32, 33
Then when Mary was come where Jesus was, and saw Him, she fell down at His feet, saying unto Him, Lord, if Thou hadst been here, my brother had not died. When Jesus therefore saw her weeping…

3. Now she was Worshipping at Jesus’ feet with her Hair.
Jn. 12:3
Then took Mary a pound of ointment of spikenard, very costly, and anointed the feet of Jesus, 
and wiped His feet with her hair: and the house was filled with the odour of the ointment.


Her Hair was her glory - But if a woman have long hair, it is a glory to her.
I Cor. 15:11
Sitting at the feet of Jesus, Oh, what words I hear Him say!

REFLECTIONS FOR THE WEEK
R. 506
1. To sit down implies the sitter has accomplished his work or mission and now reserves the rest or reward given to him. Thus, Jesus…
when He had by Himself purged our sins, sat down on the right hand of the Majesty on high; (Heb. 1:3)

It is also important to note that in the Tabernacle, in the Holy Place where the priests served, no seat was provided though there was a Table (of showbread) in there. 

The Scripture has this comment:

And every priest standeth daily ministering and offering oftentimes the same sacrifices, which can never take away sins: But this Man, after He had offered one sacrifice for sins for ever, sat down on the right hand of God; From henceforth expecting till His enemies be made His footstool. For by one offering He hath perfected for ever them that are sanctified. (Heb. 10:11-14).

Thus after Jesus resurrected from the grave and ascended into heaven He was rewarded with a seat on the right hand of God (Heb. 1:3). He was, and is now, seated in heaven. Yet when Stephen was stoned to death for the sake of his Master, he saw…
the heavens opened, and the Son of man standing on the right hand of God (Acts 7:56). Jesus was seated on the right hand of God after His ascension, but now He was standing on God’s right hand to welcome Stephen!

Today, we are told… 

If ye then be risen with Christ, Seek those things which are above, where Christ Sitteth on the right hand of God. Set your affection on things above, not on things on the earth. 

For ye are dead, and your life is hid with Christ in God. When Christ, who is our life, shall appear, then shall ye also appear with Him in glory. (Col. 3:1-4)
Christ is now Seated on the right hand of God in heaven.

We are left on earth (our work having not finished yet) to…

Stand therefore, having your loins girt about with truth, and having on the breastplate of righteousness; (Eph. 6:14)

Walk in the Spirit, and ye shall not fulfil the lust of the flesh. (Gal. 5:16)
And not Sleep! – 
Knowing the time, that now it is high time to awake out of sleep: for now is our salvation nearer than when we believed. (Rom. 13:11)
While waiting to meet our Lord Who is seated on God’s right hand above to return to earth for us, are you standing up for the truth, walking in the Spirit and awake and watching for His soon coming?
REFLECT.
2. While the Lord is seated on the right hand of God on high, the challenge to us today 

and for this week is to:-
Stand up, stand up for Jesus, ye soldiers of the cross; 

Lift high His royal banner, it must not suffer loss.

From victory unto victory His army shall He lead,

Till every foe is vanquished, and Christ is Lord indeed.

Stand up, stand up for Jesus, the solemn watchword hear;

If while ye sleep He suffers, away with shame and fear;

Where’er ye meet with evil, within you or without,

Charge for the God of battles, and put the foe to rout.

Stand up, stand up for Jesus, the strife will not be long;

This day the noise of battle, the next the victor’s song.

To him who overcometh a crown of life shall be;


They with the King of Glory shall reign eternally.
