The Thots: 

Intro.: To think on a person is to remember the person.

1. Joseph Requested the butler to Remember (think on) him when he was Released. He did not. Gen. 40:14

The butler Lapsed, and Joseph Languished in prison for an extra two years.
Gen. 40:23 cf. 40:1


Yet did not the chief butler remember Joseph, but forgat him.

Gen 40:23 cf. 41:9

It was only when the butler did remember Joseph that Pharaoh Rewarded Joseph: 

Pharaoh gave him a Ring and appointed him Ruler over Egypt.

Gen 41:41-44 (42, 43)

2. Samson called on God to Remember him; God did.


Samson Regained his strength and got his Revenge.

Jud. 16:28

And Samson called unto the LORD, and said, O Lord GOD, remember me, I pray thee, and strengthen 
me, I pray thee, only this once, O God, that I may be at once avenged of the Philistines for my two eyes
3. Hannah Supplicated for a child and asked God to Remember her; God did.

I Sam. 1:11

O LORD of hosts … remember me, and not forget thine handmaid.

Hannah was blessed with Samuel who became the Spokesman for God.
I Sam. 1:20 cf. 3:20

All Israel from Dan even to Beersheba knew that Samuel was established to be a prophet of the LORD.
4. Nehemiah prayed three times to God, “Remember me”, God did.
Neh. 13:14, 22, 31

He was Grateful and his last words were: Remember me, O my God, for Good.
Neh. 13:31

5. In his suffering, Job wished for the Grave to take Refuge in until God’s wrath would pass.
Job 14:13
a. He Retained a hope beyond death that his Circumstances would Change.
Job 14:14

b. In the meanwhile, he asked God to Remember him. God did.
Job 14:13


O that thou wouldest hide me in the grave, … and remember me!

c. And Job was Rewarded many times over in the end.
Job 42:12-17


So the LORD blessed the latter end of Job more than his beginning:
Job 42:12

6. Two malefactors were on the cross; one Riled at Jesus,
a. The other Pleaded with Jesus: Lord, remember me when thou comest into thy kingdom.
Lk. 23:42

b. Jesus did. He Promised: Verily I say unto thee, To day shalt thou be with Me in paradise.
Lk. 23:43

7. Paul Praised the Corinthian Christians for remembering Him,
I Cor. 11:2


But he Praised them not when they Came together – it was not to Remember Jesus!
I Cor. 11:17, 20


When ye come together therefore into one place, this is not to eat the Lord's supper.
11:20

8. Jesus instituted the Lord’s Supper. He said: this do in remembrance of Me.
I Cor. 11:24

At this Lord’s Supper, do we?
a. Are we Remembering Him? 
– or are we remembering His blessings?

b. Are we Thinking on Him?
– or are we thinking of some other person/s?

c. Are we Worshipping Him?
– or are we worshipping His creation/creatures?

The butler was asked to remember Joseph, but he forgot!

Instead, he remembered his faults.

Samson and Hannah; Nehemiah and Job

The malefactor on the cross who thought 
He had no more hope and as a last resort,
As with the others, asked that he be remembered of God. 

And God did! And the Lord did!
Today we are asked to remember Jesus, our Lord.
Let it not be said that we remember our faults,
And we leave Him for some other gods.

Let us Remember Him and worship Him in centre court!
This we must do!

REFLECTIONS FOR THE WEEK
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1. It is indeed not possible for God not to remember; or to put it in another way, it is just impossible for God to forget. He is omniscient.
Yet, the following biblical texts are very revealing concerning God’s character 

and what He chooses to do – to remember, or to remember to forget:

· Referring to the Noahic Covenant that God made with Noah concerning 
the created world, God said:
Gen. 9:15

And I will remember My covenant, which is between Me and you and 
every living creature of all flesh;
· Referring to the New Covenant, which God will make with Israel and Judah
In the future, He promised:
Jer. 31:34
They shall teach no more every man his neighbour, and every man his brother, saying, Know the LORD: for they shall all know Me… for I will forgive their iniquity, and I will remember their sin no more.
This New Covenant promise is even extended to us when the Lord instituted the Lord’s Supper and proclaimed: 
Lk. 22:20, NIV
In the same way, after the supper He took the cup, saying, "This cup is the new covenant 
in My blood, which is poured out for you.

And this is Confirmed by the writer to the Hebrews:
Heb. 8:12, 13

For I will be merciful to their unrighteousness, and their sins and their iniquities will I remember no more. In that He saith, A new covenant, He hath made the first old. 
· Thus, both the Church now, and Israel later will enjoy the provisions of the New Covenant – all because the Lord chooses to remember to forget our and their iniquities: 
This is the covenant that I will make with them after those days, saith the Lord, 

I will put My laws into their hearts, and in their minds will I write them;

And their sins and iniquities will I remember no more.

Now where remission of these is, there is no more offering for sin.

Having therefore, brethren, boldness to enter into the holiest by the blood of Jesus,

By a new and living way, which He hath consecrated for us, through the veil, that is to say, His flesh; And having an high priest over the house of God;

· Let us draw near with a true heart in full assurance of faith, having our hearts sprinkled from an evil conscience, and our bodies washed with pure water.
Heb. 10:16-22

In this life, there are things, events, incidents, etc. which, and people whom, we could not forget - some for bad and others for good. Can we choose to forget the bad and remember the good and get on with life to be like Paul who declared…
Phil. 3:13-15a
This one thing I do, forgetting those things which are behind, and reaching forth unto those things which are before, I press toward the mark for the prize of the high calling of God in Christ Jesus. Let us therefore, as many as be perfect, be thus minded?
REFLECT

2. If a person wrongs you, it has been said that to Err is human, and to forgive, divine. It has also been said that one can forgive but cannot forget. Yet God forgives and remembers to forget our iniquities. Can you forgive and choose to remember to forget?
REFLECT
Points to Ponder: As one ages, one tends to forget to remember; hence, the institution of the Lord’s Supper that one may remember not to forget.
