1. The Zionist Movement does not have a good reputation outside Israel, especially in Malaysia. Wikipedia gives us some idea of what it stands for, as follows:

The Zionist Movement was produced by various philosophers representing different approaches concerning the objective and path that Zionism should follow. The principal common goal was the aspiration to establish a national home for the Jewish people. However, the method of action needed was in dispute. There were two main approaches to the modus operandi:

Political Zionism – led by Theodor Herzl and Max Nordau in Russia…aimed at establishing for the Jewish people a publicly and legally assured home in Palestine because it inhabited an area of Jewish religious culture, which among other items, included initial steps to obtain governmental grants from the established powers that controlled the area. 
Practical Zionism – led by Moshe Leib Lilienblum and Leon Pinsker…This approach opined that firstly there is a need in practical terms to implement Jewish immigration to…Israel…and settlement of the land, as soon as possible, even if a charter over the Land is not obtained.

Synthetic Zionism – led by Chaim Weizmann, Leo Motzkin and Nahum Sokolow, an approach that advocated a combination of the preceding two approaches.
Whatever approach the Zionist may use, only God can bring back His people to the Land He has promised to, and covenanted with, Abraham and David according to His own time and in His own way. God is in sovereign control of what is happening in the Middle East today!
REFLECT. 
2. A reference to the New Unger’s Bible Dictionary states that Zion has a threefold significance in the Bible apart from its original historical significance.
(a) David’s City. In the OT Zion refers to Jerusalem, the city that David conquered and made a capital of the united kingdom of Israel (1 Chron. 11:5; Psalm 2:6; Isaiah 2:3).
(b) The Millennial City. In a prophetic sense, Zion has reference to Jerusalem as the future capital city of the nation Israel in the Kingdom age (Isaiah 1:27; Isaiah 2:3; Isaiah 4:1-6; Joel 3:16; Zech. 1:16-17; Zech. 8:3-8; Romans 11:26). Amillennial theologians spiritualize, rather “mysticalize,” the term to mean the Christian church of this age.

(c) The Heavenly City. The NT also refers to Zion as the New Jerusalem (Hebrews 12:22-24), the eternal city into which the church will be received (cf. Rev. 21-22).
Of the three, only the last two have yet to be fulfilled.
The first was fulfilled historically and literally, and it is expected that the last two will be as well.

The day will come when Zion will be the future capital of the nation Israel (and the world) when Christ establishes His Kingdom on earth:

· Israel will be restored to be God’s People: Behold, I will save My people from the east country, and from the west country; And I will bring them, and they shall dwell in the midst of Jerusalem: and they shall be My people, and I will be their God, in truth and in righteousness.

· All People and all nations will flock there: And many people shall go and say, 
Come ye, and let us go up to the mountain of the LORD…for out of Zion shall go forth the law, 

and the word of the LORD from Jerusalem.

· The Lord will be Present there: Thus saith the LORD; I am returned unto Zion, and will dwell in the midst of Jerusalem: and Jerusalem shall be called a city of truth; and the mountain of the LORD… 

· It will be a Protected city….So shall ye know that I am the LORD your God dwelling in Zion, my holy mountain: then shall Jerusalem be holy, and there shall no strangers pass through her any more.
· It will be a Peaceful and Prosperous city: 

There shall yet old men and old women dwell in the streets of Jerusalem, and every man with his staff in his hand for very age. And the streets of the city shall be full of boys and girls playing in the streets thereof. Thus saith the LORD of hosts; If it be marvellous in the eyes of the remnant of this people in these days, should it also be marvellous in Mine eyes?

Spiritually Zion will be the New Heavenly Jerusalem… (for) ye are come unto mount Sion, and unto the city of the living God, the heavenly Jerusalem, and to an innumerable company of angels, To the general assembly and church of the firstborn, which are written in heaven, and to God the Judge of all, and to the spirits of just men made perfect, And to Jesus the mediator of the new covenant…

What a marvellous time and event it will be? Will you be there?
