B. The Contents of the Psalmist’s Meditation
Psa. 45:2-9

His Thoughts were focused and His Tongue was outpoured in spontaneous praise as he meditated on …

1. The King’s Grace and Beauty.
Psa. 45:2
Thou art fairer than the children of men: grace is poured into thy lips…God hath blessed thee forever.
2. The King’s Glory and Majesty.
45:3

Gird Thy sword upon Thy thigh, O most mighty, with Thy glory and Thy majesty.

3. The King’s Greatness and Divinity.
45:6, 7

Thy throne, O God, is for ever and ever: the sceptre of Thy kingdom is a right sceptre. 

Thou lovest righteousness, and hatest wickedness…
4. The King’s Gladness and Purity.
45:7

Therefore God, thy God, hath anointed Thee with the oil of gladness above Thy fellows

5. The King’s Garments of fragrance and the music coming from His palaces of ivory. 45:8, NRSV

Your robes are all fragrant with myrrh and aloes and cassia. 
From ivory palaces stringed instruments make you glad.

C.  The Call to the Queen…
Psa. 45:10-16

1. To Forget herself and her father’s house and to worship the King.

45:10, 11

Hearken, O daughter, and consider, and incline thine ear; forget also thine own people, 
and thy father's house; So shall the king greatly desire thy beauty: for He is thy Lord; and worship thou Him.

2. To come Forward with her Gift even as she was Glorious within and “Golden” without.
45:12, 13

And the daughter of Tyre shall be there with a gift; even the rich among the people shall intreat thy favour. 

The king's daughter is all glorious within: her clothing is of wrought gold.

3. Her companions were to Follow her into the King’s palace and all would be Glad.

45:14-15
She shall be brought unto the king…the virgins her companions that follow her shall be brought unto Thee. 

With gladness and rejoicing shall they be brought: they shall enter into the king's palace.

D. The Conclusion of the Psalmist:
Psa: 45:17

1. The King’s Name will be Remembered in all generations – 

I will make Thy name to be remembered in all generations
2. The King’s Name will be Revered by all nations.

Therefore shall the people praise thee for ever and ever. 
In the meanwhile, as we Remember the Lord this day, let us Revere Him.

REFLECTIONS FOR THE WEEK

1. The Queen of Sheba travelled long distances to prove King Solomon. When she came face to face with him, she was awed and amazed with his wisdom and wealth. 
Today we need not have to travel far to be awed. God’s creation in Nature around us has more than sufficient elements to awe us. 

The English missionary, Stuart K. Hine wrote the international classic “How Great Thou Art” from what he experienced around him. Here’s the background as to how the hymn was penned:

Hine wrote original English words and made his own arrangement of the Swedish melody, which became popular and is now known as the hymn, How Great Thou Art.

The first three verses were inspired, line upon line, amidst unforgettable experiences in the Carpathian Mountains. In a village to which he had climbed, Mr. Hine stood in the street singing a Gospel Hymn and reading aloud, John, Chapter Three. Among the sympathetic listeners was a local village schoolmaster. A storm was gathering, and when it was evident that no further travel could be made that night, the friendly schoolmaster offered his hospitality. Awe-inspiring was the mighty thunder echoing through the mountains, and it was this impression that was to bring about the birth of the first verse.

O Lord my God, when I in awesome wonder

Consider all the worlds thy hands have made,

I see the stars, I hear the rolling thunder,

Thy power throughout the universe displayed:
Pushing on, Hine crossed the mountain frontier into Romania and into Bukovina. Together with some young people, through the woods and forest glades he wandered, and heard the birds sing sweetly in the trees. Thus, the second verse came into being. 
When through the woods and forest glades I wander

And hear the birds sing sweetly in the trees,

When I look down from lofty mountain grandeur,

And hear the brook and feel the gentle breeze

Verse three was inspired by the conversion of many Carpathian mountain-dwellers. 
And when I think that God, his Son not sparing,

Sent him to die, I scarce can take it in,

That on the cross, my burden gladly bearing,

He bled and died to take away my sin.

The fourth verse did not come about until Hine’s return to Britain.

When Christ shall come with shout of acclamation

And take me home, what joy shall fill my heart!

Then I shall bow in humble adoration,

And there proclaim, My God, how great thou art!
As you consider these lovely words, will you now join in the refrain?

Then sings my soul, my Savior God, to thee:


How great thou art! How great thou art!
