The Text:  The Comforter, which is the Holy Ghost, whom the Father will send in My name…

The Thots:
 

A. God, the Father, Sent… 
1. …The Son – Herein is love, not that we loved God, but that He loved us, and sent His Son 
I Jn. 4:10
a. The Person of the Son.

i. He was the Father’s only Begotten Son - For God… gave His only begotten Son.

Jn. 3:16
ii. He was the Father’s Beloved Son – This is My beloved Son, in whom I am well pleased.  
Matt. 3:17  

b. The Present of the Son: God so loved the world, that He gave His only begotten Son…
Jn. 3:16
c. The Purpose of Sending the Son:

i. That they might know Thee the only true God, and Jesus Christ, whom Thou hast sent.
Jn. 17:3
ii. He loved us and sent His Son to be the propitiation for our sins.  


I Jn. 4:10
iii. God sent…His Son into the world…that the world through Him might be saved.

Jn. 3:17
2. …The Spirit – 
a. His Coming into the World: 

i. The Father would send Him in the Future (after Jesus was glorified)

· The Holy Spirit Whom the Father will send in My Name…

· But this spake He of the Spirit, which they that believe on Him should receive: 
for the Holy Ghost was not yet Given; because that Jesus was not yet Glorified.

C. God, the Spirit, Sent His Servants into the World.

Acts 13:4
So they [Barnabas and Saul], being sent forth by the Holy Ghost, departed unto Seleucia…
Conclusion: The Holy Spirit was sent by the Son to bring all things to your remembrance, whatever I have said unto you. (Jn. 14:26b). Thus, Paul revealed that the Lord Jesus the same night in which He was betrayed took bread: And when He had given thanks, He brake it, and said, Take, eat: this is My body, which is broken for you: this do in remembrance of Me. After the same manner also He took the cup, when He had supped, saying, This cup is the new testament in My blood: this do ye, as oft as ye drink it, in remembrance of Me. For as often as ye eat this bread, and drink this cup, ye do shew the Lord's death till He come. I Cor. 11:23-26

And when I think that God, his Son not sparing, Sent him to die, I scarce can take it in,

That on the cross, my burden gladly bearing, He bled and died to take away my sin.

2. In the Lord’s Prayer (not Mt. 6:9-15 which is actually The Disciple’s Prayer) in Jn. ch. 17, among other things the Lord prayed for, concerning them whom Thou hast given Me (v. 9), He stated the following: 
I do not pray that You should take them out of the world, but that You should keep them from the evil one. They are not of the world, just as I am not of the world…As You sent Me into the world,   I also have sent them into the world. 
(John 17:15-18, NKJV)
Note the following important concerns of the Lord in His lordly prayer for His own:

a. That they are not to be taken out of the world – to be in heaven the moment they believe!
b. They are placed in the world   
  – to be prepared for life in heaven.
c. For them to go into the world 
 – to preach to others that they might go to heaven.
d. But they must not be of the world
  – to live heaven on earth.
As the Father had sent His Son into the world so He now sent them…and us too – 
Jesus…spoke to them... "All authority has been given to Me in heaven and on earth. 

Go therefore and make disciples of all the nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit, teaching them to observe all things that I have commanded you; and lo, I am with you always, even to the end of the age."
