The Thots:
 

A. The Samaritan Woman Went to fetch Water that was in Jacob’s Well.
Jn. 4:6-16
1. The Water in that Well could not quench Whosoever’s thirst.

4:13
a. And Jesus…said unto her, Whosoever Drinketh of this water shall thirst again.


b. The Well (lit. cistern) was Deep (100 feet deep, Robertson)

4:11, 12
2. Jesus then introduced to her His Water that was not in the Well.

4:14
The water that I shall give him shall be in him a well of water springing up into everlasting life

3. The Woman Wanted this Water but she Misunderstood it to be physical water.

4:15
4. Jesus had in Mind the spiritual Water of everlasting life and she had to confess her sin to have it. 4:16-18.
B. David asked for Water that was in Bethlehem’s well.
II Sam. 23:13-17; I Chr. 11:15-19; 
1. David Wished for Water that was in the Well of Bethlehem.
23:15;
11:17

David longed, and said, Oh that one would give me drink of the water of the well of Bethlehem.

2. His three Mighty Men Went to get David the Water that was in the Well.



a. They Risked their lives to do so – went in jeopardy of their lives.
23:16, 17;  
11:18
The three mighty men brake through the host of the Philistines, and drew water out of the well of Bethlehem, that was by the gate, and took it, and brought it to David

i. Their David’s Wish for Water was their command.

ii. They Went a long Way to fetch the Water – Bethlehem was 12 miles away through enemy territory!

b. David Respected their Sacrifice. When given the Water, David was too overwhelmed:  23:17
11:18

He would not drink thereof, but poured it out unto the LORD…is not this the blood 
of the men that went in jeopardy of their lives? therefore he would not drink it.
i. The Mighty Men Went in jeopardy of their lives.


ii. David considered himself not Worthy to drink the Water - therefore he would not drink it. 
iii. He poured out the Water unto the LORD.

· It was his Drink Offering upon the men’s Sacrifice.

· Cf. Paul’s Drink offering on the Sacrifice and Service of the Philippian believers:
Phil. 2:17

Yea, and if I be offered upon the sacrifice and service of your faith, I joy, and rejoice with you all.
C. Jesus Promised Water (Eternal Life) that was not in the well.
1. How Jesus Promised so – Compare it with David’s Three Mighty Men’s Act:
a. The Three Mighty Men’s Mission could represent Jesus’ Mission. 
They Sought to Satisfy David’s Wish.

Cf. Jesus Sought to Satisfy God’s Will: Lo, I come…to do thy will, O God.
Heb. 10:7

b. They Went down to Bethlehem to get the Water.
Cf. Jesus came down from Heaven to Bethlehem to be Born as a Babe to Begin His life to die!
c. Their Sacrifice was likened to having Shed their Blood – is not this the blood of the men?  II Sam. 23:17

Cf. Jesus Sacrificed His life and Shed His blood to give us the water of eternal life.
d. They Did not Die to get the water for David, their lord, whom they regarded worthy!

Cf. But Jesus Died to obtain the water of life to give to us who are unworthy.

i. For when we were yet without Strength, in due time Christ died for the ungodly.
Rom. 5:6
ii. But…while we were yet Sinners, Christ died for us.
Rom. 5:8
iii. For…when we were enemies, we were reconciled to God by the death of his Son.
Rom. 5:10

iv. Jesus was obedient to His Father’s Will unto Death, even the Death of the Cross.
Phil. 2:8
2. Now Jesus Tells us So:

He offers the Symbol of the Cup of wine telling us to remember Him in His death:
I Cor. 11:25, 26


He took the cup…saying, This cup is the new testament in My blood: 


This do ye, as oft as ye drink it, in remembrance of Me. 
3. Let us Therefore do So:
For as often as ye eat this bread, and drink this cup, ye do shew the Lord's death till He come.  I Cor. 11:26

1. And He must needs go through Samaria. 


Jn. 4:4
Jesus must go through Samaria on His way down to Galilee.
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Actually, there was no physical necessity for Jesus to. He could, as bigoted Jews were accustomed to do, have crossed the Jordan and passed through Peraea instead, though it would be a longer route. (See map). However, there was no such animus in the heart of Jesus, though to do so would expose Him to the difficulties to which Jewish travellers on the borders of Samaria experienced and also of the physical features of the land.
The reason for this situation was succinctly put to the Lord even by the Samaritan woman herself. She asked the Lord regarding His very shocking gesture towards her: 

Then saith the woman of Samaria unto Him, How is it that Thou, being a Jew, askest drink of me, which am a woman of Samaria? for the Jews have no dealings with the Samaritans. (Jn. 4:9) 

Jesus need to break down the wall of prejudice between a man and a woman.

Jesus need to break down the wall of enmity between the Jew and the Samaritan.
Jesus need to break down racial, religious and “superior-complex” barriers that existed between the two groups at that time (and perhaps even in our time). 
Hence, He must need go through Samaria!
Positively He must establish His mission of coming into the world to save souls –
even if it be only a single soul of the Samaritan woman.

Hence while righteous, religious and racist Jews avoided Samaria and Samaritans, Jesus must needs go through Samaria to speak and to save the soul of a Samaritan woman.

Where you are today are you prepared to do what the Lord did, to pull down all your personal prejudicial partitions against a person to reach out to his/her precious soul to speak to him/her of his/her sin and to lead him/her to salvation?
REFLECT.
2. He that believeth on Me, as the scripture hath said, out of his belly shall flow rivers of living water. (But this spake He of the Spirit, which they that believe on Him should receive...) Jn. 7:38, 39. Is your well full and overflowing for you to share with others the living water that is in you?
REFLECT.
Points To Ponder: The Heart that has a Well that Wells up into eternal life 

can always say It is Well with my Soul.
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
